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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study cognition, to compare cognition,
classified by personal factors, and to explore the guidelines for enhancing cognition of the
philosophy of sufficiency economy among members of the Women’s Development Fund,
Bang Kruai District, Nonthaburi Province. Phase 1 was quantitative research conducted by
studying the level of cognition and comparing the sufficiency economy’s philosophy. The
sample was 383 individuals. This research indicated that the overall cognition of the
philosophy of sufficiency economy was at a high level. When individual aspects were
considered, an element with the highest level was knowledge condition (high level), followed
by self-immunity (high level), and moderation (moderate level). By comparing personal
factors, the sample with different educational levels, occupations, and monthly incomes had
other cognition of the philosophy of sufficiency economy.

In contrast, the sample with different age and marital status had indifferent cognition
of the sufficiency economy philosophy with a statistical significance level of 0.05. In phase
2, qualitative research was conducted to study the guidelines for enhancing cognition of the
sufficiency economy philosophy through focus group discussion. By studying five aspects,
the procedures include training should be organized to provide knowledge about the
sufficiency economy philosophy. A forum should be held to express opinions and sufficiency

economy public relations should be promoted for further actions.
