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The Model of Educational Policy Development
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Abstract

The purposes of the study wereto study
the factors and a model of policy development
of primary educational service area office. The
research design was divided into two steps; the
first step was to analyze the factors of policy
development, the researcher reviewed related
literature and interviewed 17 experts. The
instruments for this step were interview form,
checklist and questionnaire. The sample was
108 primary educational service area offices.
The respondents were 5 officers from each
office, totally 540 respondents. The statistical
analysis was content analysis, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, and confirmatory factor
analysis. The second step was to study a model
of educational policy development of primary
educational service area office by try out the
model which settled with primary educational
service area office. The instruments for this
step were checklist form, content analysis from

a focus group discussion of 5 experts. The
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statistic used frequency and percentage.

The findings of this study were as
follows: 1)The component of policy development
of primary education service area office
composed of 5 steps; Identify problem,
composed of 18 variables. Data collection and
information, composed of 26 variables.Option
analysis, composed of 17 variables. Policy
formulation composed of 17 variables.And policy
implementation, composed of 15 variables. All
variables of each components had a factor
loading 0.50 - 0.95.2) The model of policy
development of primary educational service area
office composed of 5 steps; identified problems,
data collection and information, option analysis,
policy formulation, and policy implementation.
It was confirmed by the experts with 100
percent that all components and variables were
practicablefor policy development in primary
educational service area office. Those variables
of five steps were confirmed from the primary

educational service area office with 100 percent.
