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The Government Policy for Effective Prevention

and Problem Solving of Juvenile Delinquency
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to
study: 1) The behavioral issues of the juvenile
offenders and their inappropriate expressions
or undesirable behaviors; 2) The influential
factors of juvenile delinquency; 3) The influential
factors that will drive the government policy to
successfully arrange prevention and problem
solving of juvenile delinquency; 4) The direction
and to create a model of government policy for

effective prevention and problem solving of the

juvenile delinquency. The research conducts of
documentary study and qualitative research by
using in-depth interview of b expertise groups,
totaling 21 informants from the purposive
sampling technique based on the research. The
research methodology comprises of structured
questionnaire with 10 main open-end questions
and 4 sub-questions. The results were follows: 1)
The behavioral issues of the juvenile offenders
consisted of an offense under provisions of law
including drug offense relating to narcotics,
property offense, offence against life and body,
offense involving firearms and explosives,
sexual offense, offense relating to public peace,
liberty and reputation, governance and others.
The inappropriate expressions or undesirable
behaviors were from violent and mental
characteristics, as well as prenatal improper
care due to teen pregnancy. 2) The influential
factors of juvenile delinquency comprised of
2 components: 2.1 The environmental factor
including family structure, neighborhood and
community, social and social bonds, peers,
economics, social media, learning and teaching
system; and 2.2 The internal factor of juvenile
that included genetic disorder and personal
illness, mental and emotional impair, and under-
experienced and immature life skills, as well as
low academic achievement. 3) The influential
factors that will drive the government policy to
successfully arrange prevention and problem
solving of juvenile delinquency were the
leadership of the government senior executives,
the participation of all sectors, the social worker’s

attitudes toward juvenile, and budget allocation.
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4) The direction to create a model of government
policy for effective prevention and problem
solving of the juvenile delinquency composed
of 2 main points which are 4.1 The continuity
of government policy prevention and problem
solving of the juvenile delinquency; and 4.2
The government support in order to enhance
family potentiality, juvenile potentiality, juvenile
environment, to transform the education system,
to reduce resource divergence, and strictly

adherence to law enforcement.
