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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to address the following objectives: 1) studying issues related
to donation solicitation, 2) identifying gaps in existing laws concerning donation solicitation,
and 3) developing a legal model for the creation and effective implementation of new
laws concerning donation solicitation. This research adopted a qualitative research method
by analyzing documentary data including in-depth interviews with 11 stakeholders.
In addition, foreign laws were analyzed in comparison with Thai laws to answer the research
objectives. The research findings revealed that:

The current donation solicitation has changed to different forms by using social
media presenting content and illustrations to create sympathy or by organizing activities
to raise more donations. In addition, nowadays, money is rapidly transferred via electronic
transactions, so the scammers exploit legal gaps to seek benefits. Therefore, it seems
appropriate to improve the new law in order to develop a legal justice system, control

and supervise donated money by drafting the Solicitation or Donation Control Bill

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: 1) to formulate a development strategy
for Luang Namtha Teacher Training College to become an institution, and 2) to evaluate
the suitability of the development strategy of Luang Namtha Teacher Training College
to become an institution. The samples used in this study were 134 personnel in Luang Namtha
Teacher Training College, Lao People’s Democratic Republic. The research instrument
was an in-depth interview for use in focus-group discussion in order to develop a strategic
plan to upgrade Luang Nam Tha Teacher College into an institution.

The results revealed that: there were 5 strategic issues gained from the development
plan of Luang Namtha Teacher Training College as follows: 1) accelerating and providing
funding for higher education at both doctoral and master’s levels for teachers
and administrators, 2) creating a system of organizational welfare in response to funding
to develop and upgrade personnel’s academic titles, 3) creating a network to support
education and personnel development both within and outside the country, 4) developing
information technology systems for personnel development within the organization,
and 5) expediting policy proposals to increase the quota for recruiting civil servants
to relevant agencies to encourage highly qualified outsiders to work in the college.
The results of the assessment of the suitability of the teacher development strategy
of Luang Nam Tha Teacher Training College to become an institution revealed that
the most appropriate strategic issue was accelerating and providing funding for further
study at the doctorate and master’s levels of teachers and administrators.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) develop the participatory internal supervision model
to promote teacher learning management in the 21* century for schools under Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration, and 2) try out and evaluate the participative internal
supervision model to promote teacher learning management in the 21 century. The target
group used in the development and evaluation of the model is 15 experts obtained
from purposive sampling. The target group used in the experiment and evaluation
consists of 13 participants, including the school’s director, deputy director, head
staff, and teachers at Wat Hua Lamphong School. The research instruments included
suitability, accuracy, utility, and feasibility assessment forms. The statistics used are mean
and standard deviation.

The result shows that: 1) the participatory internal supervision model
to promote teacher learning management in the 21° century for schools under Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration consists of 3 main points including participatory internal
supervision process, learning management in the 21% century, and factors leading to
success, and 2) the result of suitability, accuracy, utility, and feasibility assessment
of teacher learning management in the 21 century for schools under Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration indicates an overall highest level.

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study the professional leadership
of school administrators in Phetchaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 1
and 2)compare the professional leadership of school administrators.The sample group
consisted of 291 administrators and teachers under Phetchaburi Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1. The instrument to collect quantitative data was a rating scale questionnaire.
Statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, one-way analysis of variance, and pairwise comparison of mean scores by Chef’s
method.

The findings were as follows: 1) the administrators and teachers under Phetchaburi
Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 had high opinions regarding the professional
leadership of school administrators, both overall and in each aspect, and 2) the comparative
results of the administrators and teachers’ opinions towards the professional leadership
of school administrators were found that the administrators and teachers with different
educational backgrounds had statistically insignificant differences in their opinions
regarding the professional leadership of administrators, both overall and in each aspect,
while the social and community leaders were significantly different at the .05 level.
In addition, the administrators and teachers with different work experiences had statistically
insignificant differences in their opinions regarding the professional leadership of school
administrators and it was also found that the administrators and teachers working
in schools of different sizes had statistically significant differences in their opinions regarding
the professional leadership of school administrators at a statistical significance level of .05.

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study background of students in Private
Technological College under the Office of Vocational Commission in Laemchabang Industrial
Estate Area, Chonburi, 2) to study the students’ motivation and needs, 3) to compare
their motivation and needs in attending private technological college by academic levels,
and 4) to propose the guidelines to increase the number of student in accordance with
their motivation and needs. The samples of 335 certificate level students were selected
using Krejcie Morgan’s technique by stratified random sampling. A questionnaire with
the reliability of 0.96, and an interview form on motivation and needs in attending private
technological college were used as research instruments. Statistics used in data analysis
were mean, standard deviation and ONE-WAY ANOVA. The research findings indicated
that: 1) the students’ motivation and needs in attending private technological college
were overall at a high level, including occupation in labor market, intuition, and personal
aspect were found at a high level respectively while social aspect was found at a medium
level. 2) The comparative results of the students’ motivation and needs in attending
private technological college classified by level were found difference at the statistical
significance level of .05. 3) The guidelines to increase the number of students in accordance
with their motivation and needs consisted of 6 approaches including 1. Institution image
creation, 2. Initiating dual vocational education system, 3. Teacher’s morale development,
4. Building Vocational Education reputation, 5. Creating continuous and sustainable activities,
and 6. Internationalizing the vocational education.

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the problematic state of Pali
language teaching in Buddhism program, 2) to analyze the guidelines for Pali language
teaching in Buddhism program to align with the curriculum context, and 3) to propose the
guidelines for enhancing Pali language teaching skills in Buddhism program. The research
utilized a mixed research model, incorporating both a survey questionnaire and in-depth
interviews through brainstorming group discussions. The statistics used for data analysis
consisted of frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The research results showed that: 1) the problematic state of Pali language teaching
in Buddhism program consisted of 4 following aspects: the total mean of learning media
at the highest level (4.07), followed by the total mean of teaching and learning (3.84),
the total average of teaching activities (3.74), and the total average of curriculum (3.71),
respectively. 2) The analysis of guidelines for Pali language teaching in Buddhism program
to align with the curriculum context revealed that (1) the technique of knowledge
transmission in Pali language was not in accordance with students’ nature. Buddha’s style
should be applied. (2) The students lacked motivation in learing Pali, so the teacher
should provide rewards. (3) No up-to-date teaching materials were found, so various digital
media should be brought to the classroom, and (4) there were some problems regarding
the curriculum, so the courses should be the same in every educational institution.
3) The new form of knowledge on suitable guidelines for enhancing Pali language teaching
skills in Buddhism program was CLIA MODEL, where C = Curriculum, Pali language curriculum
at the higher education level, L = Learning Outcome. Excellent Pali language | = Instructional
Media A = Activity Pali language learning activities.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: 1) develop a learning management plan using Cooperative
Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) technique combined with concept mapping,
2) compare essay writing skills against the criteria of 70 percent, and 3) study the satisfaction
level of Matthayomsuksa 1 students towards learning management using Cooperative
Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) technique combined with concept
mapping. The sample group consisted of 35 Matthayomsuksa 1 students from one school
in Chiang Rai province in the first semester of the academic year 2023, selected through
simple random sampling. The research tools included: 1) a learning management plan
utilizing Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) technique combined
with concept mapping, 2) a test to assess essay writing skills, and 3) a questionnaire
to measure students’ satisfaction with the learning management using Cooperative
Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) technique combined with concept mappins.
The statistics used for data analysis were effectiveness index, mean, standard deviation,
and t-test

The findings indicated that: 1) the learning management plan utilizing
Cooperative Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) technique combined with concept
mapping met the established criteria, 2) students’ essay writing skills after the intervention
were significantly higher than the 70 percent benchmark at the .05 statistical significance
level, and 3) students’ satisfaction with the learning management using Cooperative
Integrated Reading and Composition (CIRC) technique combined with concept mapping
was at the highest level.

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ABSTRACT

This mixed methods research compared Grade 8 students’ learning
achievement before and after the use of Mind Mapping and examined their attitude
towards the use of Mind Mapping in English vocabulary course in Sichuan Province,
China. The sample group consisted of 30 students who enrolled in a English vocabulary
course in 2023 Academic Year. Quantitative data and qualitative data were collected
applying six lesson plans, pretest, posttest, and semi-structured interview. The quantitative
data were analyzed using mean, standard deviation as well as Paired Sample T-Test.
The qualitative data were analyzed using thematic analysis.

The results showed that after the use of Mind Mapping, the students’ posttest
score (X = 20.30, SD = 4.19) was higher than that of the pretest score (X = 13.33, SD = 4.50),
resulting in the significant mean difference of 6.97 points. The students’ responses
from the semi-structured interview suggested that the students had a positive attitude
towards the use of Mind Mapping in a English vocabulary course. Therefore, the use
of Mind Mapping provides another effective method for the teaching of Chinese
middle school English vocabulary courses.

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Introduction

1. Background and Rationale of

the Study

English is the universal language
in the world, and vocabulary is one of
the three elements of English language,
and it is also the most basic element
of language. The famous British linguist
Wilkins (1987) also pointed out: “Without
grammar, people can express very
few things; and without words, people
can’t express anything.” It can be seen
that vocabulary is the cornerstone
of language and the key element
that people must master before
communicating and expressing. Therefore,
vocabulary learning is also an important
part of English.

Ministry of Education of the People’s
Republic of China (2011) made clear
requirements for middle school students’
vocabulary: when students graduate
from middle school, they can use 1500-
1600 words, and idiomatic expressions
or fixed colplaces should reach 200-300.
The Curriculum Standards put forward
higher requirements for students’ vocabulary,
because vocabulary plays a decisive role
in the improvement of learners’ English
level. Although both teachers and students
are aware of the importance of vocabulary,

the effect of vocabulary teaching and

learning is not optimistic, and it is generally
time-consuming and inefficient. Liu (2018)
found through investigation that most
students thought words were very difficult
to remember and boring to learn. They said
they remembered words by repetition
after class, and hoped teachers could
teach them how to learn words. However,
most teachers still use the traditional
teaching methods, and the results are not
satisfactory. Therefore, teachers should
guide students to use some effective
vocabulary memory strategies in vocabulary
teaching.

Mind Mapping is an effective thinking
tool and a visual tool for knowledge
representation, which can be used to assist
English vocabulary teaching. It uses lines,
codes, images, colors and other graphics
to visualize the thinking process in the form
of image visualization. A mind map
is a concept or topic at the center
of development, and from this center
diverges into many different branches,
each branch is a sub-center, which can
further diverge outward, thereby building
a memory network to help people
understand knowledge, and remember
it. Therefore, according to the thinking
characteristics of middle school students,

teachers can guide them to use Mind
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Mapping to build a memory network
from the aspects of word meaning,
usage, classification, roots and affixes,
etc., so as to effectively memorize
words (Wang, 2020). Mind Mapping aids
vocabulary memory, which helps to solve
the practical problems of difficult word
memory and high forgetting rate, and
stimulates students’ interest in English
learning. By drawing mind maps, students
can develop good learning habits
to connect new and old knowledge,
and improve students’ association and

divergent thinking ability.

Research Objectives

1. To compare Grade 8 Chinese
students’ English vocabulary learning
achievement before and after applying
Mind Mappins.

2. To investigate Grade 8 Chinese
students’ learning satisfaction after applying

Mind Mapping in learning English vocabulary.

Research Questions
1. Would grade 8 Chinese students’
English vocabulary learning achievement
be improved after applying Mind Mapping?
2. Would grade 8 Chinese students
exhibit learning satisfaction after applying
Mind Mapping in English vocabulary

learning?

Literature Review
1. Definition of Mind Mapping

Mind Mapping is the collision
of thinking and soul. In Chinese, it is
composed of four simple Chinese characters,
“si” stands for thinking; “wei” stands
for angle and dimension; “daostands”
for guidance; “tu” is a way of expression.
Through the interpretation of these four
words, the concept of Mind Mapping
can be explained in one sentence:
Mind Mapping can help students
approach problems from different
perspectives, and show the ideas in the
mind by various means. Now this method
is widely used in various fields. In the 1960s,
it was proposed by Tony Buzan, a famous
British psychologist. Since then, many
scholars have been interested in it and
put forward their own views. Farrand (2002)
points out that Mind Mapping is handy
for solving problems, because people
can deal with their problems on a piece
of thesis. Budd (2004) comes up with
the concept of Mind Mapping as
“the hierarchies and associations flow out
from a central image in a free-flowing,
yet organized and coherent, manner.”
The important part and the central image
are connected by thick lines, and the thin
lines are scattered outward, leading to the

secondary part.
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Wang (2000) thinks that its
function is mainly reflected in notes
and can be applied to teaching practice.
Li (2007) holds that Mind Mapping is
a whole process of thought, and it also
makes the mind more vivid.

Based on the above definition
of Mind Mapping, the author believes
that Mind Mapping is not only a thinking
tool, but also a learning method. It can
mobilize abstract thinking and use the
central image to radiate some relevant
contents. Learners will benefit a lot
from mind maps, such as enhancing
thinking ability, improving attention
and memory, inspiring imagination and
creativity.

2. Classifications of Mind Mapping
This section mainly introduces some
commonly used mind maps in English
vocabulary teaching.

Situational Mind Mapping

Shu (1936) divides situation into
three categories: real situation, imaginary
situation and implied situation. Li (2007),
a famous language expert in China, divides
situation into entity situation, simulation
situation, imagination situation and reasoning
situation. Based on the above definition
and classification of situation, the “context-
based Mind Mapping” in this study refers

to a mind map based on a certain central

word, such as location, occupation, status,
category, etc.,, and associated with other
related words.

Synonym/Antonym Mind Mapping

Synonyms refer to words
with the same or similar meaning. According
to Zhang (2011), similarity can be reflected
in the following four aspects: 1) The degree
of meaning. 2) The focus of meaning.
3) The scope of meaning. 4) The objects
of meaning. Antonyms include absolute
antonyms and relative antonyms.
The meanings of these antonyms
are mutually exclusive. 1) Pairs of words
with opposite meanings. For example:
true versus false, dynamic versus static,
support versus opposition. The conceptual
meanings expressed by such antonyms
are mutually exclusive. 2) Pairs of words
that are often in the same or opposite
position. Such as: spring to autumn, black
to white, mountains to flat.

This kind of antonym has no
contradictory relationship, but the contrast
is distinct. The “synonym/antonym
Mind Mapping” in this study refers to
a word with multiple meanings, each of
which corresponds to a synonym and
an antonym.

Root-based Mind Mapping

The core of English word

formation lies in the root. The meaning
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of a word is mainly reflected by the root,
it can be formed into a word by itself
or by combining with other words.
The part of speech and meaning of a word
can be changed by prefixes and suffixes.
In other words, a word is generally composed
of three parts: root, prefix and suffix.
According to Bo (2007), the root determines
the meaning of the word, the prefix changes
the meaning of the word, and the suffix
determines the part of speech. The “root-
based Mind Mapping” in this study refers
to the sum of words with the same root
or the same prefix and suffix.
3. The Application of Mind Mapping

in English Vocabulary Teachins.

Since the application of Mind
Mapping in English teaching, scholars
have done a lot of research on reading,
writing, vocabulary and other aspects, which
are mostly empirical studies. These involves
a wide range of research objects, including
students in various schools of all levels.

Xu (2020) selects Grade
Three students from senior high school
as the research group and introduces
Mind Mapping into English vocabulary
teaching. His research shows that Mind
Mapping can not only enable students
to memorize words efficiently in a short
time, but also actively memorize words

through the internal association between

words. Tan (2011) combines Mind Mapping
with vocabulary teaching, and she finds
that this combination can help students
enlarge their vocabulary and improve
their English capacity. Therefore she states
the combining with Mind Mapping and
vocabulary teaching is a break-through
of the traditional teaching. Zhang (2013)
conducts a study on the students
with learning difficulties in senior high
school, and finds that Mind Mapping
can effectively improve the word accuracy
and shorten memory time of the students
with learning difficulties. Chen (2013)
conducts an experiment for two years
on the influence of Mind Mapping
on college students’ English vocabulary.
She confirms that this method can promote
the formation of meta-cognitive strategies
and cognitive strategies of English vocabulary
for art college students, and the scores
of vocabulary tests are improved. Jia (2014)
points out that this method can improve
the speed of students’ memory and
extraction of words, and cultivate students’
sense of cooperation. Zhao (2015) also
makes a study on the use of Mind Mapping
to memorize English vocabulary, and
confirms that Mind Mapping can help
students build cognitive structure map
and stimulate students’ deep motivation

for learning. The above researches show
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that Mind Mapping can not only change
the traditional memory method, but
also make vocabulary stored in memory
for a long time and improve their interest
in the process of vocabulary learning.
4. The Theoretical Basis of Mind

Mapping Brain Science

The brain is divided into the left
brain and the right brain. Shen (2001) points
out that the right hemisphere processes
the incoming information automatically,
and then generates other information
from the processed information.
The learning mode of Mind Mapping
is to present knowledge in various ways
such as graphics, lines and pictures,
so as to promote meaningful learning.
It can not only use the logic and digital
ability of the left brain, but also use
the space, color and imagination ability
of the right brain. Mind Mapping is a proper
combination of the neural network
structure of the brain.

Knowledge Visualization

Edwards & Cooper (2010)
think that the purpose of knowledge
visualization is not only to transfer the facts
of knowledge, but also to transfer the insight,
experience, attitude, values, expectations
and views of knowledge, so as to help

people reconstruct and apply knowledge

correctly. Knowledge visualization refers
to teaching new knowledge in a visible
way, such as using images and graphics.
Wang (2014) believes that in a mind map,
all the information is organized in a figure,
and this figure is full of colors, the concepts
related to the central words are written
in each branch, these make the thinking
process hidden in the mind explicit
and visual.
5. Level of Processing

This theory indicates
that “incoming stimuli are subjected
to a series of analyses starting with
shallow sensory analysis and proceeding
to deeper, more complex, abstract
and semantic analyses” (Craik & Lockhart,
1972). In the process of long-term memory
of information, the processing level
of knowledge is of great help. According
to Zhang (2002), in the process of drawing
a mind map, students must find out
the relationship between the words
first, which leads to divergent thinking.
This process is the deep processing
of vocabulary. After drawing a vocabulary
map which is easier to be accepted
and memorized by the brain, it can impress
the students deeply. It is easy to extract and
hard to forget when using the vocabulary

next time.
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6. Conceptual Framework of

the Study
This study was composed
of independent variable and dependent
variables. The independent variable
included three types of Mind Mapping.
Students’ English vocabulary achievement
and students learning satisfaction

were the dependent variables.

Independent Variable

The application

Research Methodology
1. Research Instruments

In this thesis, the study was conducted
by collecting quantitative and qualitative
data. Quantitative data include pretest
and posttest. Qualitative data included
semi-structured interviews.

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1.1 Lesson Plans

The researchers developed
six 40-minute lesson plans for one
month. A sample group of 30 students
was instructed twice per week. Lesson themes
were determined by the educational
level of the sample group and the course
materials. Before delivering the lectures
to the sample group, the researcher
received approval from the professors
of the relevant disciplines.

1.2 Achievement Test

Learning achievement
tests were developed according to
the curriculum framework of the English
Textbook for Compulsory Education.
The researcher followed the standard
guidelines of the China Council for
School Examinations and Assessment
while developing the test items.
The vocabulary learning test mainly tests
the students’ vocabulary learning
achievement. There are 30 questions
on vocabulary test and one point
is awarded for each question. The researcher
conducted learning achievement tests
before and after the intervention to analyze
the learning outcomes of the study
participants. It consisted of pretest and
posttest. For the posttest, the same test

questions were used, but in a different

order of selection; the same group of
students was treated after the intervention.
Therefore, the same test items for pretest
and posttest were applied in order to ensure
consistency with the evaluation.
1.3 Semi-structured interview

Keles (2012) assert that semi-
structured interviews provide researchers
the freedom to conduct interviews in
a more casual conversation, allowing
for unanticipated information to emerge.
Therefore, semi-structured interviews
are extremely effective for obtaining
a solid understanding of a subject
of interest. Hence, in order to find out
the students’ satisfaction with using PBE
approaches in the teaching of Social Studies,
each student from the experiment had
a face-to-face interview with the researcher
after the intervention of the approach.
The interview consisted of six questions
that the researcher framed. Each student
took approximately 7-10 minutes
to respond and wasgiven the freedom
to speak in the language of their choice
(English or Chinese). The responses
of each student were audio recorded
during the interview. Later the researcher
translated and transcribed it in English.
The data were analysed using the thematic

analysis technique.
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2. Validity and Reliability

The validity of the research
tool was verified by three experts,
they are experienced Chinese English
teachers. The index of item objective
congruence (I0C) was calculated by using
a statistical formula. All instruments
in this study were validated and rated
by the experts as higher than 0.67,
which indicates that the items
were effective for the study. The 10C
lesson plans were rated as +1. The learning
achievement test questions were rated
as 0.9. The semi-structured interview
was rated as 0.83. The semi-structured
interviews were rated as +1.

To check the reliability of
the achievement test, the researchers
had 30 students take a pilot test with
the same questions as the achievement
test in the study. The Kuder-Richardson
formula (KR-20) was used to check the
reliability coefficient of the learning
outcome test. The KR-20 coefficient
obtained was 0.745, which is greater than
0.70. Therefore, the test item was reliable.

3. Participants

The target population of this
study consisted of 30 Grade 8 students
in the middle school in Sichuan Province,
China. They ranged in age from 13 to 15

years old with mixed genders and English

vocabulary achievement. The researcher
used a clustered random sampling method
to select one class (N= 30 students)
from a population of three mixed-ability
classrooms of Grade 8 middle school
students. The sample included the students
with mixed genders and abilities in English
vocabulary achievement.
4. Data Collection Procedures

4.1 Experiments and methods

of data collection
The pretest and posttest

will be conducted offline and all students
will take the exams in the classroom.
The exam papers will be personally marked
by the teacher after they have been
collected.

4.2 Approval and Ethics
Consideration

Based on ethical

considerations, the researcher submitted
the letter of approval to the Ministry
of Education (MoE) for authorization
to conduct the study in the academic
year 2023. After receiving an official letter
of approval, the researcher was assigned
to the District Education Officer (DEO).
The researcher obtained the letter from
the district education officer and requested
approval from Yuechi No.1 Middle School,

Sichuan Province.
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Participants were also
informed of study objectives prior to
implementing the strategy. Additionally,
study participants must sign consent
documents to protect their legal and moral
rights. As study participants were under 18,
their parents countersigned the consent

formes.

Results

The following discussion intends to
present the findings in detail according to
research objectives.

1. Learning Achievement

The results of the study showed

that using a Mind Mapping to teach a English
vocabulary course improved students’
learning performance. The maximum

score on the pretest was 21 (out of a total

of 30) and the minimum score was 3.
The posttest scores increased significantly,
all 30 students showed significant or slight
improvement on the posttest, with score
gaps ranging from 5 to 10 points. The mean
score on the posttest (X = 20.30) was 6.97
points higher than the pretest (X = 13.33).
In addition, a significant score difference
was achieved by student number 24.
This student scored 13 points in the pretest
and 23 points in the posttest, animprovement
of 10 points. Thus, the improvement
in student performance indicated
that the use of the Mind Mapping had
a positive impact on student performance
in the English vocabulary course. Thus,
all of the above findings were reliable

answers to the first research question.

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2. Semi-structured interview

In order to respond to the second
research objective, the qualitative data
was collected through semi-structured
interviews. The objective of the study
was to examine the learning satisfaction
in English vocabulary of grade 8 Chinese
students using Mind Mapping. The researcher
conducted interviews with the research
participants at the end of the intervention
with the students of the target group.
Due to the time constraintand the convenience
of the research participant, the researcher
interview sessions were conducted in groups
of 3 with 5 members respectively. To protect
the anonymity and privacy of the research
participants, the researcher used the same
student code which was used during
the pretest and posttest. A total of six
questions were framed for the interview
after being validated and accepted by
the three experts (three experts from
China). The research participants were given
the freedom to speak in the language
they are comfortable to share their views
and opinions. The interview was audio
recorded for the purpose of data analysis.
The data gathered were transcribed and
then analyzed through the identification
of themes. The data were read, analyzed,
and interpreted into themes based on

the research objectives and questions

of the study. The data from the students’
interviews were analysed under six themes:
1) Enjoyment in Learning, 2) Learning
Satisfaction 3). Active Engagement,
4) Motivation in Learning 5) Effective
communication, and 6) Revolution
in Learning. ALl most all the students
gave a positive response to the application
of Mind Mapping in learning English
vocabulary.

Enjoyment in Learning

Most of the study participants
were excited to learn about the English
vocabulary combined with Mind Mappins.
It was interesting to determine the application
of Mind Mapping in English vocabulary
teaching through data collected from
student group interviews. Cumulative
analysis of focus group interviews showed
that students’ views on the application
of Mind Mapping teaching methods
in English vocabulary courses were positive.
Students find this lesson interesting because
they have the opportunity to explore
how to make associations between English
words and work with their group members
to learn new concepts. Most students seemed
to enjoy learning English vocabulary with
Mind Mapping. They paid good attention to
study in groups with their friends.

“Using Mind Mapping to learn

English vocabulary makes lessons interesting.
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| am free to make associations between
English words.” (Student 3, Group 1).

“I am happy and excited
about learning English vocabulary because
| have a chance to discuss how to design
mind maps with my friends. It’s fun to study
with friends.” (Student 1, Group 2).

Learning Satisfaction

Based on comments and
learning experiences shared by study
participants during interviews, the conference
showed that learning English vocabulary
using Mind Mapping produced positive
learning satisfaction. Most of the study
participants agreed using Mind Mapping
helps them remember vocabulary better,
and they hope to learn other topics
by applying Mind Mapping.

“Using Mind Mapping in
the classroom makes us learn English
vocabulary better. Mind Mapping
makes English vocabulary learning no
longer boring and make us more interested
in learning English.” (Student 1, Group 2)

“When | usually read English
novels, Mind Mapping has given me a great
help in memorizing words.” (Student 4,
Group 3)

Active Engagement

Most participants were active
in the learning activities. The students

found Mind Mapping stimulating because

most of the learning activities required them
to do themselves. In addition, the learning
activities kept them engaged because
they were designing mind maps and
memorizing words.

“During study activities,
when | have the opportunity to interact
with friends, which makes my study
more meaningful.” (Student 2, Group 1).

“Mind Mapping is learning
by doing, engaging us in activities that
help us enhance our memory. | learn better
when | interact with my friends,” (Student
1, Group 3)

Most participants showed
significant improvement in the posttest
compared to the pretest, indicating
their confidence level.

Motivation in Learning

In interview, most participants
emphasized that they were highly
motivated and curious about learning
English vocabulary when the learning
activity was based on Mind Mapping.
Mind Mapping encouraged and motivated
the participants to learn English vocabulary
better.

“I really like the English
vocabulary class because | can interact
with the people around me. | really like
the course of designing different mind

maps because it gives me a good chance
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to memorize English vocabulary.” (Student
2, Group 1).

Effective Communication

Mind Mapping was adopted
to provide participants with the better
opportunities to learn and remember
English vocabulary. Mind Mapping
learning activities involved a great deal
of interaction between learners and provide
them with opportunities to communicate
with group members, thereby improving
their speaking skills.

“In group activities, | have many
opportunities to share my views and
opinions. It’s improved my communication
skills.” (Student 4, Group 2)

Revolution in Learning

More than 90 percent
of respondents responded that using
Mind Mapping was a new way to learn
English vocabulary.

“l really like learning English
vocabulary using Mind Mapping.
It was much more interesting than
the traditional method of memorizing
vocabulary.” (Student 4, Group 1)

Consequently, the analysis
above showed that students found Mind
Mapping beneficial to study the English
vocabulary Course. Most students who
shared their overall impressions indicated

that Mind Mapping greatly improved

their learning efficiency and made them
more interested in learning. All of the data
presented here remarkably addressed

research objective 2.

Conclusion

The results of a study on the use
of Mind Mapping in a English class
for Chinese students in grade 8 showed
that it had a beneficial impact on
the students’ learning English vocabulary.
Students were likely to participate in
an engaging learning environment
because they were eager to learn English
vocabulary through Mind Mapping.
Mind Mapping makes learning English
vocabulary fun and enjoyable, which makes
it much simpler to learn, remember and
recall. If schools adopt Mind Mapping,
students will do better on English vocabulary
tests because Mind Mapping encourages
active learning engagement and learning
from each other. In general, Mind Mapping
is a highly effective teaching strategy
that is crucial in the classroom of today,
especially when teaching and studying
English vocabulary, which will ultimately
increase English vocabulary achievement.

The Result of Pretest and Posttest
Data Analysis

The first objective of the study

was to improve learning achievement
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in a English vocabulary course after
the use of Mind Mapping by Grade 8
middle school students in Sichuan Province,
China. Next, the result of the pretest
and posttest were analyzed using paired
sample t-test to compare the difference
between the sample group’s learning
achievements. The teaching research
has effectively verified that the root-based,
synonym/antonym and context-based
mind maps can show their own strengths,
such as assisting students in English
vocabulary learning, providing students
with more specific learning methods, and
making the process of vocabulary learning
more interesting. In English vocabulary
learning, three different types of mind maps
are applied to help learners classify different
vocabulary, to enhance their understanding
of vocabulary from multiple perspectives,
to help learners create a clear cognitive
structure, so as to consolidate word-
memorizing. Mind Mapping helps
students frame their memorizes. Because
of the short learning time, the influence
of three types of mind maps on students’
short-term memory is not significant enough.
As time goes by, the effect of mind map
on long-term memory can gradually appear
and become more significant. Compared
with the general glossary, Mind Mapping

can make the process of word-memorizing

more interesting and personalized,
because it has colors, pictures and notes.
Below is additional detail of the conclusion
recarding the findings of the study.

The Paired Sample T-test statistics
analysis of achievement scores revealed
a higher mean score in the posttest (X =
20.30, S.D. = 4.19) than that of the pretest
(X = 13.33, S.D. = 4.50) with the mean
difference of 6.97. The higher mean
of the posttest indicated a positive
impact of Mind Mapping in improving
students’ learning achievement in a English
vocabulary.

1) The highest and the lowest
scores out of 30 in the pretest were
20 points and 3 points, respectively.
While the highest and the lowest scores
in the posttest were 27 points and 12 points,
respectively. Through these difference
in scores of the pretest and of the posttest,
it suggested that the highest score of
the posttest was higher than the pretest
score by 7 points. The lowest score
of the posttest was also higher than
the lowest score of the pretest by 9 points.

2) The majority of participants,
26 out of 30 participants from the sample
group scored more than 15 out of 30 points
in the posttest. Whereas in the pretest
only 13 students scored 15 and above out

of 30 points.
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3) All the 30 students scored
higher on the posttest than on the pretest.
The improvement scores ranged from 5
to 10 points.

4) Based on the above quantitative
data analyses, it was evident that the
students’ test scores improved on
the posttest. In addition, the results
clearly demonstrated that the use of
a Mind Mapping significantly improved
the performance of Grade 8 middle
school students in English vocabulary
course in Sichuan Province, China.

The Result of Semi-structured
interview Analysis

The second objective of the study
was to examine Grade 8 middle school
students’ attitudes towards the use of Mind
Mapping in a English vocabulary class
in Sichuan Province, China. Semi-structured
interview sessions were conducted
with three groups of students, each consisting
of five students, to collect the required
qualitative data.

The sample group consisted of only
15 students, who voluntarily participated
in interviews. A thematic analysis
was performed on the interview data
after recording, transcription, interpretation,
and analysis. Students’ attitude towards

using Mind Mapping to improve their

performance in Career Guidance courses
were positive according to the study.

1) AWl students claimed that
they enjoyed using the Mind Mapping
for their English vocabulary courses.
This was evident from their responses
collected through Semi-structured
interviews.

2) According to the Semi-structured
interviews, after the experiment,
the students’ attitude towards vocabulary
learning changed from negative to positive.
Most of them can finish the task
of memorizing words actively. Through the
classroom observations, most students
can learn and memorize new words by
drawing mind maps.

3) According to the comparative
experiment results of three word groups,
middle school students are more likely
to use context-based Mind Mapping.
The reason may be that middle school
students are in the stage of transforming
from image memory to abstract memory,
and Situational Mind Mapping is more
in line with the middle school students’
way of thinking.

There is a very reason to believe
that as long as students insist on using
Mind Mapping, their English vocabulary

scores will be greatly improved.
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Discussion

Research Objective 1- To compare
grade 8 Chinese students’ English vocabulary
learning achievement before and after
applying Mind Mapping. Shuang (2020),
who discovered that Mind Mapping
in English vocabulary teaching significantly
improved students’ memory ability and
the accuracy of dictation.

This study also supported the fact
that the use of Mind Mapping in the English
vocabularyclass had a constructive impact
on the English vocabulary achievement
of the students.

The findings were parallel to
the studies conducted by Ma (2017).
The researcher conducted an experiment
on 90 students, and her research results
were as follows: The application of Mind
Mapping can enrich students’ vocabulary
memory strategies; The application of Mind
Mapping has a positive effect on students’
vocabulary level.

Research Objective 2- To investigate
Grade 8 Chinese students’ learning
satisfaction after applying Mind Mapping
in learning English vocabulary. Cai (2022)
selected 81 students for experimental
teaching. He summed up four ways to draw
a mind map of English words: subject words,

spelling and pronunciation, affixes and

free association. In the final data results,
he concluded that four kinds of Mind
Mapping in English vocabulary class
improved students’ interest in learning
English.

When teaching English vocabulary,
using a variety of Mind Maps would help
students to have a positive attitude
toward the use of Mind Mapping in English
vocabulary class. The students’ intense
curiosity while participating in the exercises
was noted, which was a certain indication

of their motivation.

Suggestions and Recommendations.

The following are recommendations
for practices;

1) The learning outcomes of
the students were improved through
Mind Mapping in the English vocabulary class.
The study’ s findings demonstrated that the
posttest measure of learning achievement
was higher than the pretests. As a result,
it is strongly advised to incorporate Mind
Mapping into regular English vocabulary
teaching.

2) No matter the grade level, or size
of the class, English teachers should use
Mind Mapping to raise students’ academic

progress and engagement.
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3) Learners showed a positive
attitude towards Mind Mapping in learning
English vocabulary. Thus, Mind Mapping
in daily teaching in the English vocabulary
class is highly recommended.

4) Additionally, Chinese researchers
could use this study as a guide while
conducting research in a relevant area

of study.
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ABSTRACT

This study compared grade 6 students’ English speaking ability before and
after using an Interactive Game Teaching Method and investigated their satisfaction
with the use of an Interactive Game Teaching Method in an English-speaking course
in Sichuan Province, China. The sample group consisted of 30 grade 6 students
from Sichuan Province, China. Quantitative data was collected through 4 lesson plans,
a pretest, a posttest, and a questionnaire. It was analyzed using means, standard deviations,
and paired sample t-test. The data collection lasted for 4 weeks and the teaching
experiment was conducted online due to the pandemic. The results of the pretest
and post-test showed that the students in the sample group improved their language-
speaking skills with a pretest score (X = 22.03, SD = 4.48) and a post-test score (X = 8.97,
SD = 4.06). The data collected from the questionnaire indicated that all items were rated
highly. The majority of students in the sample group expressed positive satisfaction
with the use of the Interactive Game Teaching Method in learning English. This study
demonstrated that the use of the Interactive Game Teaching Method provided an alternative
and effective method for learning English.

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Introduction

With the rapid development
of the times and the continuous innovation
of education, the traditional one-way
teaching mode of teachers lecturing
on a podium and students silently listening
in their seats is no longer applicable,
especially in primary school. The interaction
and communication between teachers and
students in the classroom have increasingly
become an indispensable part of teaching,
and game activities have become the best
way.

Grade 6 is a very important stage
in learning English. Primary school students
have poor autonomous learning ability,
have no correct ability to distinguish things,
and are full of curiosity about anything.
Primary school students are more willing
to let teachers and students pay
attention to themselves (Zhu, 2023).
Li (2020) has mentioned that there will
also be differences among students in
the learning process. Furthermore,
the cognitive characteristics of children
in elementary school are that they accept
new knowledge quickly but, at the same
time, forget it quickly, so they need timely
consolidation. However, simple mechanical
repetition is difficult to achieve the desired
goal, and boring repetition can also cause

elementary school students to lose interest

in learning English and even develop
resistance, fear, or disgust. Ma (2017)
noted that according to general
psychology, human memory largely
depends on the nature of the activity.
When the memorized material becomes
the direct object of human activity,
memory is effective, and allowing students
to manipulate the memorized object
directly can improve the memory effect.

In traditional English teaching,
due to the influence of examination-
oriented education, the enrollment rate
has become the core goal of English
teaching (Jia, 2020). To ensure the realization
of this goal, in teaching, teachers often
adopt mandatory teaching methods such
as “indoctrination” or “cramming”, using
commands to require students to receive
the teaching content comprehensively
and strengthen their grasp of the teaching
content by rote (Zhang, 2020). Especially
for primary school English teaching,
this compulsory teaching method
will lead to the decline of students’
interest in learning, resulting in the feeling
of weariness.

China’s English curriculum standard
for primary school students points out
that stimulating students’ interest in English

learning is the primary goal of English
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Teaching in primary school (Ma, 2022).
He noted that teaching using games
can relieve students’ tension in learning
English for the first time, and it can also
provide students with a relaxed and
happy language learning environment.
At the same time, game teaching is not
only conducive to improving students’
interest in English learning and establishing
an equal relationship between teachers
and students but also conducive to
the improvement of students’ speaking

ability and the shaping of good character.

Research Objectives

1. To compare grade 6 students’
English speaking ability before and after
applying the Interactive Game Teaching
Method, in Sichuan province, China.

2. To investigate grade 6 students’
English learning satisfaction after applying
the Interactive Game Teaching Method,

in Sichuan province, China.

Literature Review
1. Teaching and Learning English
as a Foreign Language in China
English is an international
language. With the further development
of our economic opening to the outside
world, the requirement for foreign-related

talents is increasing, and more emphasis

is placed on oral communication ability
(Wang, 2022). Many teachers regard English
test scores as the standard to evaluate
students’ English learning, resulting
in students’ erroneous utilitarian attitude
towards spoken English learning and
it is difficult to fully develop the talents
of primary school students in the new
language learning. As a result, students’ oral
English communication ability is still low.
Therefore, adapting to the new situation
of English communication requirements,
under the advocacy of the new curriculum
standards to improve oral English in primary
school, is an urgent proposition we need
to solve (Xu, 2022).

In primary school English,
teaching spoken English is the most
important, but also the most difficult
subject to conquer (Zhu, 2022). At present,
due to the long-term emphasis on English
writing and neglect of spoken English
practice, most students’ spoken English
skills are not high, and their enthusiasm
to participate in oral English teachings
is not high. The main reasons for the current
phenomenon of “dumb English” are as
follows: First, the new English curriculum
standards require primary school English
to focus on listening and speaking,
supplemented by reading and writing.

However, many teachers do not pay
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enough attention to spoken English (Sun,
2022).

2. Teaching and Learning English
Speaking Skill in a Primary Level

In countries where English is used

as the national language, people generally
use the spoken way to communicate.
Of course, spoken communication
is transmitted by sound, and there are also
written records of spoken English literature.
English speaking is very flexible, according
to the different users, and can change
the situation to use, the above is a summary
of oral English (Li, 2020). The English
Curriculum Standards for Primary Schools
(2011 edition) stress that speaking and
singing should meet the following
standards: speaking by imitating the content
of the recording: greeting in daily life;
exchange of personal information
in interpersonal communication; To express
personal feelings and feelings about
things; After watching the performance
can understand the meaning and say
the main content; Master about 15 English
songs and ballads; After reading Chinese,
say words and sentences.

3. Interactive Game Teaching
Method

The interactive game teaching

method refers to the use of games in

the classroom to interact with students

and to teach. This teaching method can
stimulate primary school students’ interest
in learning, mobilize the enthusiasm
of students, and let students be willing
to take the initiative to participate
in classroom activities, but also can
strengthen the communication between
students and teachers and make
the classroom atmosphere more relaxed
and happy (Wang, 2017). Students can
acquire scientific knowledge through
the process of interactive games, which has
a great effect on primary school English
classroom teaching (Dai, 2019).

The ultimate aim of language
teaching is to guide students in the use
of language. Therefore, in the process
of teaching in the English classroom,
teachers cultivate students’ speaking skills
is a powerful reflection of the students’
learning effect, and cultivating students’
speaking skills in the classroom, enhancing
students’ ability to apply English knowledge,
will focus on teaching the basic direction
of the teaching theme to implement
comprehensive training for students (Zhang,
2020). This is a great way of stimulating
students’ interest in the subject matter,
motivating them, satisfying their playfulness,
and developing a sense of enjoyment

in learning the language.
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Game teaching provides
a brand new teaching method for primary
school English teaching. It can enable
students to learn knowledge imperceptibly
in the game, improve students’ cooperation
and communication ability in the game,
and influence students’ patience and
carefulness, to further improve students’
comprehensive quality (Cao, 2019).
The researcher will apply the following 4
games to English-speaking teaching:

3.1 Zoos, orchards, vegetable
gardens: How to play the game: Form
the students into a circle and choose
1 student to start with, the students
will ask the question, what is in the zoo?
(Students can choose for themselves,
a zoo, orchard, or vegetable garden)
The next student will answer and it must be
the same type of vocabulary. If the student
takes too long or repeats the vocabulary
of the previous student, then that student
loses and then that student has to perform
a talent show for the group. This game
helps to motivate students and leads them
to be more daring and confident in their oral
expression and English vocabulary.

3.2 Cow Boy: The rules of
the cowboy game are as follows: 2 students
stand back to back, each holding a card
in his hand, take 3 steps forward, and

then turn back at the same time, using

the teacher’s sentence structure to say
the other side of the card in English,
the first to say the winner. For example,
in the unit “I like playing basketball”,
students need to master the important
sentence pattern “| like playing basketball”.
The teacher prepared several cards from
various ball games and divided the students
into 1 group and 2 groups. At the same
time, one group and 2 groups were invited
to participate in the stage. Student A now
holds the basketball card, student B now
holds the football card. After the teacher’s
instruction, the 2 students took 3 steps
forward and then turned back at the same
time. Student A needs to say: | like playing
football; Student B needs to say: I like
playing basketball. The first student to say
a complete and accurate sentence wins.
This game will reinforce the students’
application of what they have learned.
33 Let’s do dubbing:
The application of dubbing games in oral
English teaching can make the class more
interesting. Teachers conduct dubbing
exercises in learning groups, select dubbing
actors in the groups, and then record
them respectively, to carry out competitive
learning among groups. Teachers can also
take the role of roll call, assign different roles
to students and record them separately.

The whole spoken English class was carried
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out in the interesting dubbing activities,
which greatly stimulated the enthusiasm
of students to participate.

3.4 Fishing game: Based on
the lesson “What did you do last week?”
Design a fishing ecame, prepare the cards
and cut them into the shape of a fish
and print cartoon images on the cards,
e.g. watching a film, swimming, playing
basketball, football, climbing a mountain,
camping, etc. Use iron sheets for the cards
and magnets for the fish hooks. One member
of each group, member A of the first
group, asks a question using the sentence
What did you do last weekend? If a student
does not know how to answer or is stuck,
then no points are awarded and each group
of five students is given one chance.

4. Learning Satisfaction in English
as a Foreign Language

Satisfaction is a concept based
on the psychological state of consumers
in the promotion of products, usually
through questionnaires or in-depth interviews
to provide comprehensive feedback and
measurement of the psychological state,
attitude, and satisfaction of the target
group. In the field of university education,
students’ satisfaction with their studies
is also an important indicator of a school’s

educational level, curriculum, suitability

of teaching materials, and the level of
teachers.

English learning is important
and students’ satisfaction with learning
English is also used as an important way
to evaluate English teaching and leaming.
Satisfaction with learning is a measure
of students’ education, reflecting their
learning problems at a particular stage,
and is an important reference for promoting
educational reform and improving the
quality of teaching. The satisfaction survey
is both a rational assessment of students’
perceptions and expectations and
a psychological representation of university
students’ learning and attitudes, feelings,
and experiences, as well as an important
tool for school management and
an important indicator for improving
the overall level of educational quality
(Yang, 2017).

5. Related Studies

Over the years, many scholars
have continued to test and study the game
teaching method on students’ English
speaking skills enhancement. This section
of the paper will discuss the research
related to this content.

The game teaching method,
also known as “game-oriented teaching”,

is based on the use of games to teach
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in a relaxed and enjoyable atmosphere,
allowing students to actively participate
and enjoy themselves. In the process
of “playing”, students can easily
understand the boring and difficult
content of the classroom, and through
the knowledge acquired can apply
the knowledge to practical operations.
The “game teaching method” is a clever
combination of “game” and “teaching”,
and is a new and effective teaching method.

Games can help to address the lack
of motivation in learning, can facilitate
the acquisition of knowledge, and make
learning more enjoyable and effective
(Jiang, 2019). Firstly, games can bring
positive emotional experiences to students,
which can help to increase their interest
in learning and make learning enjoyable;
secondly, some games can build more
complex problem-solving environments,
enabling students to develop higher-
order skills such as problem-solving and
teamwork; in addition, games provide
students with virtual experiences that
simulate learning scenarios that are difficult
to obtain in real life. As early as 1969,
in Simulation and Games, the authors
showed that games are an effective tool
for learning and experimentation, and
have a significant impact on public policy

development and planning.

Shen (2015) mentioned Interactive
game teaching method Gis a combination
of education and play and is different
from simple play or teaching in that it
has clear objectives and specific teaching
content, but at the same time has
the fun and competitive nature of play.
The interactive game teaching method
stimulates students’ desire to express
themselves. Fang (2020) concluded
that the interactive game-teaching method
emphasizes the subjectivity of students and
requires them to participate together, rather
than the teacher singing a monologue,
reflecting the teacher-led and student-led
role. The interactive game teaching method
is in line with students’” physiological and
psycholosgical characteristics. The teacher’s
teaching method can directly influence
students’ interest in learning.

Huang (2021), in the latest study
it is stated that primary school children
are young and their instinct is to play.
The interactive game teaching method
is more in line with their psychological
development and allows them to learn
English in a relaxed and enjoyable way.
Instead of the traditional indoctrination
knowledge and theoretical explanations,
this playful form of teaching respects
the physical and mental development

of students and is conducive to fostering
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their intellectual development and
the improvement of their creative abilities.

According to Zhou (2019),
the interactive game teaching method
can create a relaxed and enjoyable learning
environment for students, so that there is
no pressure on students and they can feel
confident in learning, which can greatly help
students to improve their English speaking
skills.

Conceptual Framework

This study was composed
of independent variables and dependent
variables. The independent variable
included Interactive Game Teaching
Method and Grade 6 Chinese students.
Students’ English speaking skill and students
learning satisfaction were the dependent

variables.

Research Methodology
1. Research Design

In this study, a quantitative
approach was used to assess achievement.
Grade 6 Chinese students’ satisfaction
with Interactive Game Teaching Methods
to improve their English speaking skills.
Gill (1995) stressed the importance
for researchers to understand quantitative
research methods. Because quantitative
methods can be generalized across a wide
range of topics and studies, they are objective
and accurate; The information is closed,
so there are few variables to consider.

To analyze the data, quantitative
methods were adopted in this study.
To collect data, the researcher used
achievement tests and questionnaires
to collect data. In the achievement test,

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a questionnaire was added to determine
the students’ satisfaction with the Interactive
Game Teaching Method for learning English
speaking skills. The questionnaire results
are objective and accurate. According
to the research objectives, this study
adopted quantitative research. 2 methods
of questionnaire survey and achievement
tests were usedin this study. The achievement
test was used to collect data to compare
students’ speaking performance before
and after using the 4 interactive games.
A questionnaire survey was conducted
to deeply understand their satisfaction
with the interactive game teaching method

in learning English speaking skills.

2. Population and Sample

The population used in this study
was carried out among grade 6 students
at a public school in Sichuan Province,
China. There were 3 classes in Grade 6.
There were 35 students in class 1, 35
students in class 2, and the other 30
students in class 3, for a total of 100
students. They ranged in age from 11 to 13
and varied in gender and English speaking
skill. For the sample group in the research,
the researcher used a clustered random
sampling method to draw a class with
30 students from the grade 6 population.
The students were between 11 and 13

years old and had mixed English-speaking

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skills. All the students were Chinese native
speakers. As native Chinese speakers,
learning English was a compulsory course
for them since grade 3 in primary school.
3. Instruments
This study aimed to compare
grade 6 students’ English speaking skills
before and after using interactive game
teaching and investigate grade 6 students’
learning satisfaction after applying
the interactive game teaching method,
in Sichuan province, China. The following
were the methods of this study, including
study design, sample group, research tools
used to collect data, validity, and reliability
of research tools, and data analysis.
3.1 Lesson plans
The researcher designed
4 lesson plans, each lasting 40 minutes,
for a total of 320 minutes (1 Lesson Plan
= 2 Sessions). Over 4 weeks, the researcher
taught 8 sessions (2 sessions per week).
The study’s topics were chosen depending
on the sample students’ English proficiency.
These lesson plans were aimed at
teaching grade 6 Chinese primary school
students English speaking. The major
goal of the courses was to see if using
interactive game teaching methods
helped research participants understand

the content while speaking.

3.2 Pretest and Posttest

According to the curriculum
framework of English Textbooks
for Compulsory Education, the study
achievement test was formulated.
The researcher followed the standard
guidelines of the China Council for School
Examinations and Assessment in developing
the test program. The academic achievement
test consisted of 4 parts to test students’
words-to-sentences speaking. The scholastic
achievement test was scored out of 40.
The researcher conducted learning
achievement tests before and after
the intervention to analyze the learning
outcomes of study participants. It included
the pretest and posttest. The study used
the same questions, but in a different order;
the same group of students were treated
after the intervention. This study used
the same test items for pretest and posttest
to ensure consistency with the evaluation
and with the same marching criteria.

3.3 Questionnaire

An anonymous questionnaire
was administered to study students’
satisfaction with applying interactive games
in an English course. The questionnaire
consisted of 15 statements on a five-point
scale. The content of the questionnaire is in

Ensglish. After distributing the questionnaire,
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Chinese was used to translate it for students
and ensure that each participant was aware
of the content of the questionnaire.
The statements were rated from 5 to 1 on
a five-level Likert scale. (5) Strongly agree,
(4) agree, (3) neutral, (2) disagree, (1) strongly
disagree. Students’ statements about
applying interactive games for learning
fall into 3 categories: motivation, student
engagement, and efficacy of the Interactive
Game Method on student learning. Andrew
(2017) chose a questionnaire survey
because it was practical to collect data
using multiple methods to achieve
research objectives. Similarly, All statements
on the questionnaire were explained
and each participant was given specific

instructions before scoring.
4. Validity Test and Reliability Test

4.1 Validity

Validity usually determines
whether the research conducted
measures the purpose of the research or
the authenticity of the results. In this study,
the research instruments were examined
and verified by 3 experts from China.
This study used the Item Objective
Congruence (I0OC) index proposed
by Rovinelli and Hambleton in 1997
(Zhang & Zhao, 2007). In this study,
all the research tools were validated by

3 experts in English teaching and education

in China, and the accuracy of the instrument
was at the level of 0.67.
4.2 Reliability
Reliability was used to
measure whether the results are reproducible
and consistent over time. To test the reliability
of the questionnaire and Cronbach’s Alpha
methods used respectively. Zhang &
Tian (2007) mentioned that reliability
is the consistency of results obtained
by using instruments that were repeatedly
tested. So, the researcher tested and
administered the questionnaire to the other
30 students at the same level. Cronbach’s
Alpha method was used in this study
to test the reliability. If the score is below
0.7, the project will be defined as unreliable
and will be deleted. The result of
the reliability for the questionnaire was 0.79.
5. Data Collection Procedures
The researcher obtained
approval from Guxian Schools. In addition
to obtaining approval from school
authorities and parents, the researcher
sought consent from study participants
aged 11 to 13. The researcher ensured
participants’ confidentiality by disclosing
all data from this study at the end
of the study. Before the data collection
process began, the researcher provided
the participants with a wealth of information

about each stage of the study. The study
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looked at 30 grade 6 students at a middle
school in Sichuan Province, China. Students
varied in age, gender, and English speaking
skills. Pretest, posttest, and questionnaire
surveys were used to gather information

on student learning outcomes.

Research Results
1. The English speaking skill
of grade 6 Chinese students’ using Interactive

The significant value (P) was <.01. Compared
with the pretest scores of the sample group,
the posttest scores showed a statistically
significant increase.

in an increase in the posterior mean.

“Using Interactive Games Teaching Method
helped me improve my English speaking

test scores”. obtained the highest average

score at 4.47. Item 12 “| improved my

the lowest average score at 4.17.
In terms of the overall mean score,
it was still at the highest level, and
it could be determined that using
Interactive Games Teaching Method
improved students’ English speaking skill

achievement.
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Results Conclusion

Effectiveness of grade 6 Chinese
student’s English speaking skill after using
Interactive Game Teaching Method

The first objective of this study
was to compare grade 6 students’ English
speaking skills before and after applying
Interactive Game Teaching Method,
in Sichuan province, China. Next,
the paired sample T-test was conducted
on the pretest and post-test results
to compare the differences in the learning
performance of the sample group.

The statistical analysis of the paired
sample T-test of academic performance
showed that the average score of
the posttest (28.97) was significantly
higher than that of the pretest (22.03),
with an average difference of (6.94) and
the significance value of .01. The standard
deviations of pretest and posttest in
the sample group were (4.48) and (4.06)
respectively. The mean score of the post-
test was higher than that of the pretest.

The above quantitative data
analysis revealed an improvement
in students’ post-test results. Thus,
the results of this study indicated
that the use of the Interactive Game
Teaching Method effectively improved
the English-speaking level of grade 6

Chinese students in Sichuan Province, China.

To investigate student’s satisfaction

The second research objective
was to investigate the satisfaction
of Chinese grade 6 students in learning
English speaking after using the interactive
game teaching method. The questionnaire
is divided into 3 categories: Part A,
motivation, Part B, engagement, and
Part C, the efficacy of the Interactive
Game Method on student learning.
From the data in Tables 2-4, it is evident
that the average score of part Cis the highest,
with a mean score of (X = 4.29) and
a standard deviation of 0.883, while the
mean score of part A is relatively low:
(X = 4. 18) and the standard deviation of
0.868.

Discussion

The first finding showed that the use
of the Interactive Game Teaching Method
improved the English-speaking skill
of Chinese students in Sichuan Province,
China. According to Fan (2020), through games,
students’ English speaking skill was significantly
improved. A large number of game activities
were strengthen students’ English speaking
skill. This study also supported the fact
that the use of Interactive Game Teaching
Method improved students’ English speaking
skill.
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The second finding was that grade 6
Chinese students showed high satisfaction
with learning English speaking skills using
the Interactive Game Method. Different
game activity designs corresponded
to different themes or contain a variety
of content. According to (He, 2019),
Interactive Game Teaching Method
makes students more confident in learning
oral English. In this study, After using
the Interactive Game Teaching Method
in the classroom, it would help students
to acquire a positive attitude. During
the teaching process, students also
would gain attention and improve their

self-confidence, and get more motivation.

Recommendations

Based on the findings and
conclusions made from the study, the
following recommendations are proposed:

Recommendations for
Implementation

1) The use of the Interactive
Game Teaching Method has been found
to enhance the English speaking skill
of grade 6 students. Consequently,
Interactive Game Teaching Method may
be utilized for the teaching of this course
in other institutions as well.

2) It is recommended that other

English-speaking instructors use Interactive

Game Teaching Method as an alternative
learning method to teach English-speaking
courses.

3) The Interactive Game Teaching
Method can also be used in other fields
since they provide numerous materials,
along with the potential to analyze whether
they have a similar effect on student
learning. In addition, they can also be used
as a complement to traditional classroom
instruction.

Recommendations for Future
Research

The following recommendations
are for any interested researchers to take
into account before doing any similar
studies in the future.

1) This study was limited to only
30 students at Guxian School in Sichuan
Province, China. Therefore, a similar study
may be conducted with a larger sample
in a different region of China, which would
be useful for replication and help to validate
and ensure the reliability of the conclusions
drawn in this study.

2) This study was limited by
the time and was conducted over 1 month.
Therefore, further studies over a longer
period are recommended to obtain more
reliable and significant results.

3) Further similar studies could be

conducted by including different schools
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located in different geographical locations 5) For a comparative study,
in the country. this study could be repeated to examine

4) Similar studies could also the efficacy of the Interactive Game

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare the English grammar ability
of 1" year students at a Southern Rajabhat University before and after learning
English grammar through game-based instruction, 2) compare the English grammar
ability of 1 year students after learning English grammar through game-based instruction
and through traditional teaching method, and 3) study students’ satisfaction towards
learning English grammar through game-based instruction.The research samples consisted
of 62 1* year students of a Southern Rajabhat University, obtained by multi-stage sampling.
One class was randomly assigned as an experiment group and another class was assigned
as a control group. The research instruments included 1) game-based instructional plans,
2) instructional plans basing on traditional teaching method, 3) an English grammar ability
test, and 4) a questionnaire to assess students’ satisfaction towards learning English
Grammar through game-based instruction. The statistics used for data analysis were mean,
standard deviation and t-test.

The research findings revealed that: 1) the English grammar ability of 1% year
students was higher than their pre-learning counterpart ability at the .01 level of statistical

ABSTRACT

The problem of corruption within the bureaucratic system has long been
prevalent and common among certain public officials. This issue has led to severe
damage to the country. One contributing factor to their corrupt behavior arises
from their perception of the existence of corruption problems within bureaucratic
systems since their early years. Frequent exposure to various news involving corrupt
behaviors within the bureaucratic system by the mass media has also familiarized them
with those practices among public officials in different public organizations to varying
extents. Another significant reason concerns the social perception of people’s behavior,
including chaotic behavior, non-compliance with laws, and other social order issues.

This has acquainted people in society with corrupt behaviors. Take the following behaviors
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as apparent examples: using influential connections to enroll kids in popular schools,
violating traffic laws, and cheating in examinations, etc. These conducts will significantly
serve as bad examples for the younger generation, encouraging them to adopt and
follow corrupt behaviors as common practices. Consequently, future public officers may
also follow these unethical traits as they have long been perceived in Thai society.

The research aimed to: 1) study the behavioral attitudes towards imitating
unethical bureaucratic practices among government-oriented students, 2) study the social
environmental factors that influence behavioral attitudes towards imitating unethical
bureaucratic practices among government-oriented students, 3) compare behavioral
attitudes towards imitating unethical bureaucratic practices among government-oriented
students based on personal factors, and 4) investigate the relationship between social
environmental factors and behavioral attitudes towards imitating unethical bureaucratic
practices among government-oriented students. The sample consisted of 345 students,
and the data collection instrument was a questionnaire. The statistical methods
used for data analysis included frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, F-test, and multiple regression.

The research results revealed that:

1. The overall behavioral attitudes of students oriented towards employment
as public officials imitating unethical bureaucratic practices were moderately low.

2. The overall social environmental factors related to unethical bureaucratic practices
among students oriented towards employment as public officials were moderately low.

3. The comparison of behavioral attitudes towards imitating unethical bureaucratic
practices among students oriented towards employment as public officials by personal factors
revealed a statistically significant difference, specifically concerning the parents or guardians.

4. The relationship between the overall social environmental factors and
behavioral attitudes towards imitating unethical bureaucratic practices among students
oriented towards employment as public officials was examined. The results of the multiple
regression test revealed that attitudes towards corruption, dishonest behavior in education,
and motivation to resist corruption were correlated with behavioral attitudes towards
imitating unethical bureaucratic practices among students oriented towards employment
as public officials.

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the level of cooperative
education learning attitude, perception, learning abilities, provision of learning support,
preparation for cooperative education, and teaching and learning processes, categorized
by university, 2) to examine the correlation between perception, learning abilities,
provision of learning support, preparation for cooperative education, and teaching
and learning processes affecting cooperative education learning attitude, 3) to compare
personal factors and cooperative learning attitude among the students at King Mongkut’s
University of Technology North Bangkok and King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology
Ladkrabang, and 4) to compare the opinions of students from the two institutions
toward the cooperative education learning. The population consisted of 8,080
third-year students from both King Mongkut’s University of Technology North Bangkok
and King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology Ladkrabang. The sample size was determined
as 382 participants, selected through random purposive sampling. This research utilized
an online questionnaire to gather data. A total of 309 completed questionnaires
were returned. Data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard

deviation, Pearson’s correlation, and one-way ANOVA analysis of variance. In cases
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where differences were found, intricate comparisons were conducted using the Sheffe’

method, employing computerized statistical programs. The findings indicated that:

1) The students from both institutions exhibited high level of cooperative

learning attitude, perception, learning abilities, provision of learning support, preparation

for cooperative education, as well as teaching and learning processes across all aspects.

2) The perception, learning abilities, provision of learning support, preparation

for cooperative education, and teaching and learning processes were positively

correlated with their attitudes towards cooperative education at a moderate level.

3) The comparative results of personal factors and attitudes towards cooperative

education of the students from both universities in the aspects of gender, age, monthly

income, and affiliated university showed no differences in every aspect, and

4) The comparison of opinions on cooperative education between students

from both universities revealed that students from King Mongkut’s University of Technology

North Bangkok had more positive opinions towards cooperative education than ones

from the other university.

After Chiang Rai was declared as a Special Economic Zone, groups of investors
and businessmen, both domestic and foreign, were interested in investing in the area
for industrial and service businesses. But due to the country’s economic slowdown,
the regional economy was affected as well. This research article aimed to study
the competitive environment in the real estate business in the Special Economic Zone
of Chiang Rai Province. The research areas covered three districts in the special economic
zones in Chiang Rai; Mae Sai District, Chiang Khong District, and Chiang Saen district.
The 400 samples used in the study consisted of Bank credit officers, entrepreneur groups,
and real estate consumers. The research instrument used in this study was a questionnaire
on competition in the real estate business.

Legalizing community liquor production in Thailand could boost tourism.
Improving products derived from agricultural resources benefits the economy despite
strict regulations imposed by large capitalists. Thailand should focus on product diversity,
adding value to agricultural products, and promoting cultural items to preserve native
farming products and promote sustainable development. This research article investigates
the development of tourist attractions centered around community-produced spirits
in Thailand, using case studies as research guidelines. It delves into the critical success
factors of the Thai distilled spirits business. The current Thai alcohol market needs more
community spirits due to capitalist monopoly. The Thai alcoholic beverage market
was analyzed, noting the lack of community spirits due to the monopoly held by capitalist
spirit production. The literature focuses on agri-tourism and cultural tourism, emphasizing
the need for applied knowledge management. The result recommends amending
the community liquor production law to generate income for community members
by utilizing local agricultural products. The paper also addresses problems related
to alcohol crisis management in Thailand’s destination management and suggests
that government officials should adopt a more flexible legal approach. The focus
of destination management for development lies in utilizing locally distilled spirits

to promote tourism. However, government support and inadequate understanding
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of health impacts hinder the Thai distilled liquor market. Future measures include

conducting a market survey and amending the law.

Introduction

The alcoholic beverage industry
in Thailand is subject to government
regulations, with a projected market share
of 532 billion Baht in 2023 (Atthasuwan,
2023). In contrast, only a few big producers
can control a significant market share, and
one community distillery has a market share
of less than 1% among major corporations.
Development is necessary to expand
the market for distilled spirits companies
in Thailand, according to the (Ministry
of Finance, 2022). These local spirits are made
by fermenting agricultural products and
raw materials, giving them unique aroma,
color, and taste characteristics, as stated
by (The Excise Department, 2017). Despite
the negative reputation of distilled spirits
for being harmful to health, promoting
greater flexibility in liquor production
through policy adjustments and addressing
related alcohol issues is necessary
to encourage tourism growth. Therefore,
legalizing the production of community
liquor would allow young entrepreneurs
to improve their products, boost tourism,

and benefit the economy of Thailand.

Although Thailand’s distilled liquor
sector experienced a 42% (Yongpisanphob,
2019) growth in alcohol sales, with
a forecast for annual consumption growth
of 2-3%, strict legal requirements and
licensing regulations limit distilled spirits’
production. These regulations cover
everything from location and packaging
to horsepower and taxes. Unfortunately,
due to monopolization by big capitalists,
the economic contributions of community-
produced distilled spirits are often ignored.

The Farm Tourism Development
Act (FTD) aims to increase awareness
of farm tourism through marketing
campaigns and funding opportunities
for farm tourism projects. The potential
of tourism combined with agriculture
can contribute to the economic and cultural
development of the country and provide
additional income for farmers and fishermen
(Nawal, 2013). Thai agriculture focuses
on product diversity by offering value-added
items and receiving government support
through training programs and workshops.

It also provides policies, incentives, and
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funding programs should be provided
to promote farm tourism and cultural
products from local wisdom. Successful
agritourism can provide various experiences
and contribute to changing agricultural
cultural values (Gramm et al., 2019).
Moreover, tourists can taste
the culture, experience the local society
or community, support the local economy,
and build personal relationships with
farmers (Musa & Chin, 2021). The agricultural
sector must engage in product development
activities to preserve local food, promote
sustainable farming practices, and maintain
traditional food knowledge. Support local
farmers and promote sustainable practices.
It is also a direct gateway for farmers to sell
agricultural raw materials and for consumers
to purchase and handle without third-
party intervention. Due to increased value,
Thai agricultural products become more
competitive in the global market.

It emphasizes the importance
of service and highlights concerns related
to the industry.

The potential
development of Thai distilled spirits requires
attention. Nowadays, Thai distilled spirits
are more well-known in the market.

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Literature review

Distilled spirit relates to community
product.

Distilled spirits are edible alcohol
obtained by soaking spirits produced
from grains, plant roots, sugar products,
or fruits, then distilled. Some of them
are aged to have a good taste and smell,
such as Whiskey, Vodka, Rum, Brandy,
and Tequila. Community products, crafted
using local wisdom and natural materials,
offer diverse and satisfying customer options.
Implementing OTOP can help communities
develop their potential for creating unique
products, supporting sustainable businesses,
and creating a market for their products.
The product does not mean the product
only but also the thought, Thai wisdom,
tourism, extension of local wisdom,
and exchange of knowledge to become
quality products consistent with culture.
That has distinctive selling points widely
known throughout the country and
worldwide (Wathi, 2013). Thai agriculture
products can produce distilled spirits,
with a potential market value of at least
30 billion baht. This initiative could
encourage farmers and villagers to become
small and medium-sized enterprises,
fostering competition in the alcohol sector
and promoting equitable distribution

of funds. Liquor packaging competitions

could promote regional product growth,
and guided excursions could teach about
the intricacies of producing indigenous
alcoholic beverages. (Chaiyong, 2023).

Agritourism

Agricultural tourism can educate
visitors about traditional farming practices
in rural areas, fostering a connection
between agriculture and tourism
(Department of Tourism,2009). Five
key components include suitable
accommodation, opportunities for non-
agricultural employment, access to high-
quality food products, proper landscape
maintenance, and designated areas
for services and activities. Farmers can
maximize their sales by utilizing local
supply chains and providing lodgings
directly linked to agricultural activities.
Turning communities’ grown farm produce
into high-end food and beverage products
increases the value of locally produced
goods. Renovating facilities with public
health or government funds is a viable
option. Properly managing land use is
crucial to connect agricultural plantations
with tourism seamlessly. Agriculture
and tourism positively impact the area’s
structure, supporting the local economy,
maintaining rural communities’ stability,
conserving traditional ways of life,

and raising public awareness of the
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agricultural sector (Fleischer & Tchetchik,
2005).

Cultural Tourism

Marketing communication
for tourism helps manage how culture
affects consumer behavior and expresses
culture in four ways (Hofstede, 1997).
Values such as freedom, joy, inner harmony,
and happiness (Rokeach, 1973) emphasize
the anthropology of culture. Cultural
principles like strength, refinement,
and spontaneity influence intellectual
ideas. Consumer behavior processes,
such as innovation diffusion, are built
on invention (Arnould, 1989). A hero
can change consumer behavior by
associating them with a specific brand
or product (Hofstede, 1997). Rituals such
as rituals, manage cultural meanings
for communication purposes and collective
classification (Rook, 1985).

Figure 3 shows the problems
with the local distilled spirits wisdom
through the government. The investigation
shows how the community responds

to the crisis by implementing policies

to control the economic downturn
in community output. The results are as
follows:

The Royal Gazette (2022)
has published guidelines for producing
liquor in Thailand, aiming to reduce legal
restrictions and use locally sourced raw
materials. The industry relies on horsepower,
with small industrial plants having machines
with at least five horsepower equivalent
power or employing fewer than seven
workers. Central industrial plants have a total
strength of five horsepower but at most
fifty horsepower, employ seven workers
but less than fifty persons, and are separated
from dwellings and public water sources.
The Excise Department’s approval is required
for commercial and non-commercial liquor
production, with certain documents needed
for non-commercial production.

The law on distilled liquor
manufacturing imposes numerous
limitations on the community producing
it, leading to low-quality and unofficially
made locally made liquor. The Ministry
of Finance regulates the quality and safety
of liquor from small producers, but the law
does not support community businesses.
Economic hardships arise when prices
of farm commodities drop, and farmers
are taken advantage of by the market

in terms of their bargaining power for pricing.
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The Progressive Liquor Act aims
to liberalize the law by allowing small
producers and community liquor to produce
high-value agricultural goods. This approach
requires a mixed strategy involving both
the public and private sectors. It is crucial
to educate and support farmers in enhancing
their production and increasing the value
of agriculture to tackle the unpredictability
of prices in the industry. Local leaders
should promote agricultural and cultural
attractions while preserving traditional
knowledge.

The rise of community distilleries
can lead to cultural and professional
exchanges, bringing profits to the community.
The improved quality of locally produced
liqguor may reduce the need for imported
liquor from foreign countries and open
new consumer options. Brand building
is crucial in the globalization era (Torelli &
Stoner, 2015), as local alcohol producers
must prioritize offering benefits and symbols
that resonate with people to maximize
profits and prevent decline. This approach
encourages the use of agricultural products
within the community, allowing the district
to rival big business capitalists and become
a significant player in the global liquor
market. Thailand aims to boost tourism
and local economies by offering unique

souvenirs, activities, and perishable

food samples, promoting local wisdom
and cultural messages, and addressing
agricultural price issues.

International distilled spirits
laws that generate economic value
are compared.

The study suggests that changes
to spirit laws could enhance the connection
between spirits and global economic
value. Four countries, including Thailand,
demonstrate how such changes benefit
nations. Adjusting the law would allow
small producers to enter the market,
increase consumer choices, and boost
the agricultural industry’s value, promoting
economic growth.

Due to Australia’s relaxed liquor
licensing regulations, bars and nightclubs
can now differentiate themselves
by offering distinctive products. Cafes
and restaurants can directly market
and sell locally-made items to a broader
audience (Sammartino, 2018). This growth
suggests that government regulations
have played a role in influencing the craft
beer industry. New brewers now have more
opportunities to enter the alcohol market
and seek advice on selecting raw materials.

In 2014, South Korea allowed
small breweries to expand their market
reach and increase sales by selling

their products in retail stores, restaurants,
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and pubs (Fit & Antoine, 2017). This change
aims to cater to diverse tastes and offer
unique flavor profiles while providing
new brewers more opportunities to enter
the alcohol market and seek advice
on selecting raw materials. The number
of microbreweries in Korea has significantly
increased from 58 establishments in 2014
to 100 businesses in 2018. Local products
dominate the beer and soju markets,
while imported products dominate
the distilled spirits and fruit wine markets.

The Brewers of Europe (2020)
conducted research that found that beer
plays a significant role in the European
economy. However, there is a need for more
regulatory measures in Germany regarding
alcohol production limits. The tax rate
on beer is relatively low, with an alcohol
content of 4 to 8% per bottle, which is about
1-2 baht. Germany’s craft beer industry
thrives, with over 900 producers and 1,500
breweries distributing 5,500 brands.
The German government generates over
6.5 billion euros in revenue from beer
industry taxes, benefiting the trading
and hospitality sectors. Technological
advancements and community involvement
have created a more equitable environment
forsmaller brewers, enablingthemtocompete
successfully. The beer market in Germany

has consistently grown, with employment,

value-added, and government revenue
increasing..

A Forecasts predict that Vietnam
will quickly rebound, achieving a growth rate
of 7.5% by 2023. Over the years, the craft beer
market has become increasingly popular,
thanks to microbreweries’ establishment,
the middle class’s expansion, and tourism.
Initially introduced in the early 21st century,
craft beer gained significant attention in 2017
due to the emergence of new flavors
and innovative beers (KPMG,2020).
Since 2014, the domestic craft beer market
in Vietnam has been growing, catering
to local and international consumers.
Experts predict that from 2021 to 2025,
the beer market will see a compounded
annual growth rate of approximately
6.44%. This growth will result in a market
worth around US$9.5 billion by 2025.
The increase in demand for craft beers
that cater to health-conscious consumers
and the country’s globalization are the main
reasons for this surge in growth.

The study’s findings suggest
that modifying the Community Distilled
Spirits Law could enhance the efficacy
of differentiating community products
by introducing diverse forms. The state
of community-led liquor has a notable
impact on product pricing, so small industrial

distilleries focus on local production.
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Local imagery can positively influence
the likelihood of a purchase and contribute
to a sense of community identity. Legalizing
the production of community spirits
can enhance the value of agritourism,
boost the economy, and attract more
tourists to a case study conducted by
(He & Wang, 2015). The study emphasizes
the importance of ongoing research
and development in the local liquor
industry to improve product quality,
ensure consumer safety, and minimize
environmental impact. By maintaining high-
quality standards, local liquor producers
can sustain and grow their businesses
in the future.

The destination management
for development lies in the utilization
of locally distilled spirits to promote
tourism.

Destination managementemphasizes
increasing tourism’s value while promoting
local advantages and sustainability (Carter
& Nevil, 2022). It is essential to seamlessly
integrate various crucial elements to craft
exceptional experiences that foster cultural
comprehension and harness traditional
knowledge to produce exclusive drinks.
These components encompass all aspects
of the venture, such as attractions, facilities,

transportation, workforce, branding,

and pricing, and are essential to ensuring
success. Martins et al.(2021) are involved
in the tourism industry to achieve this.
They aim to educate, support, and facilitate
the community by bringing community-
distilled spirits as an attraction to places
that attract tourists. Their goal is to amend
the law with a local focus to generate
income for the community and farmers
while ensuring the success of community
distilled liquor attractions. In addition,
the location of the destination has changed,
and societies have recommended using
public transportation. Available lodging
and dining options showcase the agricultural
products and culture of the region.
This unique environment, atmosphere,
culture, and regional cuisine make
Thailand stand out, offering a combination
of relaxation and cultural immersion..
Distilled Spirits Travel Destination
aims to boost tourism value, benefit
local communities, and ensure long-term
sustainability. It targets specific visitors
and maximizes benefits while preserving
local income. Thailand and wine tourism
countries will collaborate to showcase
unique physical geography, natural wonders,
and cultural experiences, promoting cultural
understanding and knowledge about the

origin or production.
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Conclusion

Despite its favorable raw materials
and skilled population, Thailand’s distilled
spirits market has not grown due to negative
perceptions and lack of knowledge about
alcohol’s health effects. To promote
the industry, the government should
support it by making licensing requirements
less strict and conducting a market survey
to understand community-based practices.
This will help identify demand and economic
impact and preserve cultural heritage.
Appropriate legislation can support this
industry.
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
