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Abstract

This empirical study aims to explore the
relationship between creative thinking and
personality type, as measured by the Myers
Briggs Type Indicator (MBTI). The study also
investigates which types of MBTI personality
embrace creative thinking. Based on the data
obtained through a questionnaire survey of 260
professionals in relative fields of architectural

design, the results indicate that there are
