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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the out-of-class learning condition
in English listening aspect 2) factors influencing English listening comprehension ability and
3) English listening comprehension ability. The population was 69 fourth-year naval cadets
studying during the first semester of academic year 2019.The research instruments were 1)
a questionnaire on English listening out-of-class learming condition 2) a language aptitude
test 3) a scale comprising eight aspects on attitude, achievement motivation, intention,
self-concept, teaching quality, parents’ care, teacher and student interaction and student
and student interaction and 4) an English listening comprehension test. The data collected
were analyzed by mean, S.D., path analysis and F-test. The findings revealed that:

1) Top two out-of-class English listening activities were listening to English songs
and watching English movies, respectively. On the other hand, the average in aspect of
face-to-face communication was the least.

2) The variables directly influencing English listening comprehension ability were
intention, prior knowledge, self-concept, aptitude and attitude. The variables both directly
and indirectly influencing English reading comprehension ability were aptitude, prior
knowledge, self-concept and attitude. The variables indirectly influencing English reading
comprehension ability were student and student interaction, student and teacher
interaction, teaching quality, parents’ care and achievement motivation.

3) The test score on English listening comprehension ability was overall at an
excellent level. When considering specifically, the average test score of management
science section was the highest at an excellent level, followed by marine engineering
section which was at an excellent level as well. The average test score of hydrographic
engineering section was the least at a good level. There were no statistically significant

differences at .05 level when comparing between the sections.
