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Administration of organic rice production of Angthong Province

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Abstract

The main objectives of this research were to study (1) problems of administration of organic
rice production in Angthong Province (2) development guidelines of administration for organic rice
production in Angthong Province (3) strategic administration of organic rice production of Angthong
Province. The research methodology was designed as mixed method research using, quantitative
research as principle means and supported by qualitative research. The quantitative research was
survey research collecting large field data with questionnaires. The questionnaires passed pretest of

validity check at level of 0.87, and reliability check at level of 0.85. Population consisted of 6,148

farmers. A total of 942 samples, in the area of 2 subdistrict administrative, were calculated by using
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Taro Yamane’s formula. Statistics employed was mean. For qualitative research, in-depth interviews

of experts, with face to face interviews and together with structured in-depth interview forms was

also applied. The research indicated the following results (1) the province could not encourage

the farmers in moderate ways (2) Secondly, the province should promote appropriate programs

which are suitable to ability of the farmers. Finally, King Rama IX’s sufficient economic philosophy is

supportive to the principle of moderation.
