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Development of a Non-formal Education Program for Enhancing the
Good Citizenship for Civil Boy Scouts
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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to: (1) develop a non-formal education program for enhancing
good citizenship for civil boy scouts; (2) implement a program and study of knowledge, attitude and skills

related to good citizenship and (3) study the supporting factors and the problems which affect the non-
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formal education program. The samples in this study consisted of 60 civil boy scouts. Instruments used
for collecting data were scales. Data was analyzed by using the two-tailed t-test. The research findings
were as follows: (1) the non-formal education program for enhancing good citizenship was divided into
5 units: national loyalty, religion and king, law and abiding by social rules , honesty, ideology, trusty,
magnanimity, good productivity and consumerism, self-sufficiency; (2) the developed program enhanced
participants’ knowledge, attitude and behavior at the highest level; at the .01 level and (3) the supporting
factors were clear and coverage objectives, practical contents, inspiring learning activities, learning
atmosphere and interesting learning media, the problems were lack of time, learners readiness, learning

ability, and differences among the learners.
