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The Development of Educational Partnership Model for Thai Society
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the implementation and factors of educational
partnership policy and subsequently develop a model for it. The approach of mixed method research
was applied using qualitative and quantitative methods. The tools used were documentary research,
in-depth interviews, field research and a questionnaire with 268 respondents. The data were analyzed
by confirmatory factor analysis. The findings showed that the implementation of educational partnerships
policy was a centralized education management of bureaucracy lacking in parenting readiness. Two factors,
internal and external influenced the educational partnerships with the essential factors comprising of

three key factors namely relationship, responsibility sharing, and collaboration. The developed educational
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partnership model called People-Private-Public Partnerships or PPPs consisted of two stages namely

essential partnership and comprehensive partnership.
