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Strategies for Competency Development of Secondary School Teachers in the

Globalization Era
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Abstract

This research aims to (1) study the conditions of the strategies, (2) establish the strategies for competency
development, and (3) evaluate the suitability of the strategies for competency development of secondary school
teachers in the globalization era. The population pool was the secondary schools participating in the project of world-
class standard school. The informants were the chairman of the basic educational institution commission, principals,
vice-principals for academic affairs, heads of departments and teachers. The subjects for qualitative data were from
132 schools with the sampling size at 351 subjects. Through probability sampling using stratified random sampling
method, the subjects were randomly selected. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, average and standard

deviation. The results were as follows: (1) The condition study of the strategies for competency development of
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secondary school teachers in the globalization era in general, was at high level. (2) The strategies for competency

development of secondary school teachers in the globalization era The establishment comprised 3 strategies. (3) The

evaluation of the strategies in terms of suitability, practicality and usefulness reflected that the strategies were

generally in the highest level at all three aspects.
