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An Analysis of Multilevel Factors Affecting Gross Happiness Index for Students in Private
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Abstract

The aim of this research was to study the relationships between factors operating at three different levels; at
school; in the classroom; at pupil level; which influence pupils’ general sense of happiness. The sample population
comprised 3,040 people, and consisted of 64 school administrators, 96 teachers and 2,880 pupils from 32 schools.
Questionnaires were used to collect data; each group was given a different questionnaire. The values of IOC for three

questionnaires were 0.60 -1.00 .The relationship between the three factors, which were composed of school,
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classroom and student levels, was analyzed by the Pearson product moment correlation coefficient, using SPSS for

Window. The causal factor analysis of pupils was examined by the LISREL program, while the effect of the three

factors on pupils’ overall happiness was analyzed by the multilevel regression model, using HLM (a hierarchical

Linear Model). The research results were as follows .The general happiness of pupils as a whole, with regard to each

individual aspect was at a high level. The pupil and classroom factors exhibited statistically significant differences at

a level of .01.with the general happiness of the pupils. The pupil level factor affected the general happiness of pupils.

The classroom and school level factors had no effect on the overall happiness of pupils.
