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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study factors or conditions that were causes
of teacher media literacy. 2) to construct an approach of teacher media literacy development.
3) to evaluate the feasibility and propriety of teacher media literacy development approach by
the mixed method. The research method followed 2 steps were 1) to study factors or conditions
that were causes of teacher media literacy with qualitative procedures by studying related literature
and research and specified interviewing 3 teachers, Conducting hypothesis test to study
the factors or conditions of teacher media literacy by analysing Structural Equation Model (SEM)
2) to select factors or variables that affect to development teacher media literacy from step 1 on
drafted teacher media literacy approach, interview 7 experts, check feasibility and propriety of
approach with 15 teachers.

The research found that 1) The factors or conditions that were causes of teacher media
literacy were 1.1) 6 latent variables: the personal of the teacher factors, the management factors,
the students attribute factors, the characteristics of the community factor, the supporting the
organization factors, and media receiving exposure behavior factors. 1.2) 1 factor effect was
teacher media literacy. The results of model validation were consistent with empirical data were
Chi-square =170.92, df = 146, p-value = 0.08, GFI = 0.98, AGFI = 0.96, RMR = 0.031, RMSAE = 0.016.

2) The approach of teacher media literacy development consist of: 2.1) principles 2.2) objectives
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2.3) development components 2.4) stakeholders and roles 2.5) development methods
2.6) measurement and evaluation 2.7) the expected receiving results 3) The teacher media
literacy approach checking found that the feasibility was in a high level and the appropriating was

in a highest level.
