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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to study the financial skills of entrepreneurs in First Special
Economic Zone. The research is applied from theory based on International Trading Transaction
and Financial Literacy claims that financial literacy concept affecting Thai border trade. The data
set of 46 observations is observed by in-depth interview model in the area of Special Economic
Zone (SEZ) in the first phase. The observations are Exporter border traders, Importer border
traders, Krungthai Bank Public Co., Ltd, Kasikorn Bank Public Co., Ltd, Bangkok Bank Public Co.,
Ltd, Small and Medium Enterprise Development Bank of Thailand, and Customs. The results showed
that Financial Literacy affecting Thai border trade such as Financial knowledge and understanding,
Financial skills and expertise, Financial confidence and attitudes, however the illustrate influence
by Financial experience and circumstances, and Personality. Thai border traders can develop by

studying the above factors and applied to themselves.
