Abstract

This study aims to compare Japanese reading achievements
before and after participation in designed extensive reading activities
among Japanese students at Mahasarakham University, and to investicate
students’ opinions regarding the use of these activities. The convenience
sampling method, as outlined in Ethics in Human Research, was employed.
Twelve volunteers engaged in 10 weeks of extensive reading activities.
The research employed five instruments: 1) reading comprehension
achievement tests administered before and after participation in the
