Abstract

Over the past decades, there has been an increasing number of Muslim tourists as
well as increasing of the products and services to accommodate Muslim tourists to be more
convenient during their stay in a destination country. Hence, Halal Tourism has created
increasing awareness among the Muslim tourists since 2010. The purposes of this study aimed
to analyze the component of service providing for Muslim tourists in accordance with the
religious routines. The research tool for collecting data was a set of questionnaire from 410 of
foreign Muslim tourists and the in-depth interview of 17 hoteliers. Data was analyzed by
Exploratory Factor Analysis method (EFA) with Loading Factor and Eigen value > 0.5. The
research findings demonstrated that KMO equals to 0.957, Bartlette’s test of Sphericity equals
to 27,720 (P Value = 0.000) and degree of freedom (df) = 990. The research finding revealed
that the factors related to Muslim tourists travelling in Thailand had deducted from 7 factors
to 5 factors. The second order factor analysis (CFA) presented Chi-square equals to 643.398
(P Value = 0.000), Degrees of freedom (df) equals to 509, Goodness of Fit Index (GFI) equals to
0.920, Xz/df (CMIN/DF) equals to 1.264, Root Mean Squared Residual (RMR) equals to 0.010,
Root Mean Square Effort of Approximation (RMSEA) equals to 0.025, Tucker Lewis Index (TLI)
equals to 0.990, Comparative Fit index (CFI) equals to 0.992 and Adjust Goodness of Fit Index
(AGFI) equals to 0.901 (Durande-Moreau & Usunier, 1999; Harrison-Walker, 2001). The findings
also presented 5 factors of service quality for Muslim tourist in Thailand in accordance of their
highest loading factors which were 1) hospitality and facility (loading factor = 0.97),
2) Responsibility to Religious and Society (loading factor = 0.82), 3) Hygiene and Sanitation
(loading factor = 0.74), 4) Staff service oriented (loading factor = 0.70) and 5) Safe and security
(loading factor = 0.52). The researchers concluded that the importance for the hotel business

are to have knowledge and preparation of obtaining the Halal certificate and implementing
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the Islamic hotel service practice which will enable them to face with opportunities and the
challenges to provide the services for foreign Muslim tourists in Thailand in AEC Era.
