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Developing English Speaking Skills
of Grade 11 Students through Role Play Activities
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to compare Ensglish speaking skills before
and after using role play activities and to study the levels of student satisfaction
towards role play activity learning method of Grade 11 students of Namnao
Wittayakom Schoool. The subjects were 20 Grade 11 students at Namnao
Wittayakom School who took an elective course in listening-speaking skills. The
experiment was conducted for 16 hours in the second semester of the 2014
academic year. The instruments used for the data collection were eight lesson
plans focusing on role play activities, pre and posttests of English speaking, and a
students’ self-assessment form. The data were analyzed by mean, standard
deviation, and t -test for dependent samples. The results indicated that there was
a significant increase in the students’ English speaking skill at the .05 level after
using role play activities, and the students were satisfied with the role play

activities at a high level.
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
