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Development of an English Supplementary Listening
Exercise, Entitled “ASEAN”, Using the Cooperative Learning
Theory for Grade 3 Students at Banchaikheung School,
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop an English supplementary
listening exercise, entitled “ASEAN”, using the Cooperative Learning Theory for
Grade 3 students at Banchaikeung School, Bungsamakee District, Kamphaeng Phet
Province, based on the efficiency criteria of 75/75, to compare the students’
listening achievement before and after using the practices, and to study the
student’s satisfactions with the subjects were 16 Grade 3 students studying
Foundation English 3 course at Banchaikeung School, Bungsamakee District,
Kamphaeng Phet Province in the second semester of the 2014 Year. The purposive
sampling method was used to select the sample group. The duration of the
experiment was 18 hours. The research instruments were 1) the English
supplementary listening exercise, entitled “ASEAN”, base on the Cooperative
Learning Theory, consisting of 6 units, 2) a listening achievement test, and 3) a
questionnaire measuring students’ satisfactions with the practices. The data were
analyzed for mean, standard deviation, efficiency value, and t-test.

The research findings are summarized as follows.
1. The efficiency of the practices was found to be at 89.23/76.68, which

exceeds the set criteria of 75/75.
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2. Learning achievements of the students after implementing the practices
were statistically significant at the .01 level.
3. Satisfactions of the sample group with the practices were generally

found to be at the high level.
