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Abstract

Objectives of this study were mainly to (1) examine problems of administration of
private university promotion of the Office of the Higher Education Commission, (2) examine
development guidelines of administration of private university promotion of the Office of
the Higher Education Commission, and (3) suggest a model of administration of private
university promotion of the Office of Higher Education Commission.

Methodology was constructed as a mixed methods research using quantitative
research as principal measure and supported by qualitative research. The quantitative
research was survey research collecting large field data with questionnaires. The
questionnaires passed try out of validity check at level of 0.92 and reliability check at level
of 0.93. Population was all 3,180 personnel of 4 private universities in 4 regions with most
number of students of each region, and was selected as sample size. Field data collection
was conducted during June 1-September -30, 2016, and total 2,556 completed sets of
questionnaire which equaled with 80.38% of the 3,180 total population were returned. Data
analysis was represented in contingency table with descriptive approach. Statistics exercised
were mean, standard deviation, multiple regression, and Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient.
For qualitative data, in-depth interview of 9 experts and face to face interview with
structured in-depth interview form was also applied. Then, the interviewed data was
interpreted and analyzed in table with description.

Research findings were (1) the significant problems of administration of private
university promotion were the Office of the Higher Education Commission' s lacking of
opening broad opportunities for private university participation, and model of administration
of private university promotion, (2) the significant development guideline of administration of
private university promotion was the Office of the Higher Education Commission should
open increasingly and broadly opportunities for private university participation particularly

on suggestion on reduction of working procedures or lateness prevention of approval
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consideration on the private university curriculums, and (3) the model of administration of
private university promotion of the Office of the Higher Education Commission according to
the Total Quality Management Concept should consist of 6 major aspects, in priority, 1)
opening broad participation opportunities, 2) continuous improvement of operational
procedures, 3) teamwork operation, 4) efficiency communication, 5) explicit objective, and 6)

operational evaluation.
