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A New Alternative of the Logistics Industry: A Model of

the Relationship between Job Characteristics & Job Satisfaction
and Prediction of Truck Drivers' Career Intention to Stay
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Abstract

This research has two objectives, namely 1) to study the relationship
between the job characteristics and job satisfaction among the truck drivers, and 2)
to explore the job characteristics and job satisfaction, whether they can indicate the
intention to stay of the truck drivers. The stratified random sampling was applied,
and data were collected by a questionnaire survey of 404 truck drivers providing

service at Laem Chabang Industrial Estate, Chonburi Province.

Next, the data were analyzed for the frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, canonical correlation analysis, and binary Logistic regression analysis. The
results revealed that 1) the canonical correlation between job characteristics and job
satisfaction was at 0.80 with statistical significance at the level of .01, 2) Job
satisfaction of truck drivers on career advancement and communication could

indicate their career intention to stay at 77.50%.

This study suggested that the logistics companies should design the job, which
encourages the truck drivers' awareness of the job characteristics, including feedback
from the job itself, autonomy, task identity, task significance, and skill variety.
Companies should also develop career advancement and communication. As a
result, their job satisfaction will be enhanced, which can promote their intention to

stay in the career.
