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Abstract

Promoting academic integrity is the foundation of university success,
which will take the confidence of publics to the institution, but academic
dishonesty continues to exist. Therefore, this research investigated the factors
affecting competency of academic integrity of undergraduates in three
southern provinces, Thailand. This study used quantitative methodology by the
causal comparative design. Using simple random sampling method, 384
questionnaires were distributed to target respondents of undergraduates in
three public universities. The responses collected were 372 completed
questionnaires representing 96.87 percent response rate. The data were
collected using structural equation modeling approach with SmartPLS software.
The findings revealed that attitudes toward academic integrity (AB), subjective
norm (SN) and perceived behavioral control (PBC) were positively significant
intention (1), and intention (I) directly affected the behavior of academic
integrity. Interestingly, the research model explains a substantial amount of
variance (56.23%) academic integrity of undergraduates in three southern

provinces.
