Pluralistic Formats of Social Network for Farm Management
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Abstract

The objective of this research is to study the formats of social network of
Thai-Isan farmers in farm management. Data are collect via in-depth interviews
as well as by participatory and non-participatory observations with 24 key
informants who are new generation of Isan farmer and related worker in farm
production. Key informants are select by purposive sampling technique from
Kalasin, Yasothon, Khon Kaen, and Roi-et. Data analyses are content analysis
with ATLAS.ti program and social network analyze by UCI-net program. The
results of the study indicated that most of the social networks of Isan farmers are
local networks. There are three characteristics of networks: dual-center network,

multi-center network and non-center network or circle network.
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
