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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to present linking social capital as an
important mechanism in enhancing public participation in the local administrative
organization. In this article, linking social capital is defined as networks of
trusting relationships between the community and the local administrative
organization. These relationships enhance collaborations, sharing ideas, and
collective actions for community benefits. However, a major challenge of linking
social capital is related to social exclusion and social inequality as influenced
by one’s socioeconomic status. This challenge can influence corrupt behaviors
which promote the exchange of resources between community members and

local government officials in a patronage system.
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
