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The ESAN in Transition: Socio-economic Re-structuring and Structure
of feeling in Rural Northeastern Thailand Mana Nakham et al.

Abstract

Socio-economic changes in recent decades have contributed to
restructuring of livings among people in rural areas of Isan region. To cope with
secured livings, rural people have had to create social practices, and social
practices have been used to bargain relation powers with groups of people in
society. This paper aims to explore the socio-economic restructuring of people
in the rural northeastern community and its structure of feeling of rural people
which contributes formation of local groups and social practices of rural people.
A qualitative methodological approach, specifically the historical Approach,
was applied to the field study. Research area was a sub-district in Khon Kaen
Province, where located in a rural area and far away from the urban center of
Khon Kaen province. Key informants included villagers, village headmen,
community seniors, civil group representatives, and local politicians. Group
interviews, participatory observation, and focus group discussions were used
as instruments. Findings of research found that a variety of social practices
that rural people used to sustain their life related to the restructuring of
socio-economic. In the first period of community settlement, natural resources
were used by villagers for household consumption, and later on cash crops
were introduced to the rural community. This resulted in relationships between
rural villagers and capitalists were getting closer. Recently, villagers have
shifted their livings to rely on human capital that appears in form of manufacturing
activity in the factory. Those changes caused directly to the assembly of rural
people to bargain informal political powers with social structures such as
governmental practices, legal regulations, or even local traditions. The assembly
of people encouraged rural villagers to express their own wills in public space
through the communicative action (Habermas, 1991), and any rural villager's
wills responded by local politicians because they were aware of people’s
actions which probably affect their political activities in rural areas.

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Abstract

The objective of this paper is to study the socio-economic interactions
of petty traders in the local wet markets of Northeastern through the lens of trust
perspective. The research adopted qualitative research and 6 local wet markets
in Nakhon Phanom and Khon Kean province were selected to conduct field
studies. The data were collected using in-depth reviews and participant and
non- participant observation with 49 petty traders and in-depth interviews with
24 local wet market managers. Data analysis was carried out using content
analysis.

The results revealed three patterns of petty trader’s interactions in the
local wet, these are interaction with producers, with middleman, wholesaler and
business operator, and with consumers. Social interactions which are enmeshed
in economic interaction are both the result of the sources of trust. These
interactions provide a solid ground on which wet markets are operated as
space for petty traders to earn their living. Therefore, the considered on
quality control of the products in the local wet market should include the petty

traders’ network and their socio-economic interaction.

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The Origin and Development of Periodic Markets in the Area
of Ubon Ratchathani Province Somsri Chaiwanichaya et al.

Abstract

This article aims to study the origin and development of three periodic
markets in Ubon Ratchathani Province, namely Wat Chaeng Periodic Market in
Mueang Ubon Ratchathani District, Khlong Thom Ang Sila Periodic Market in
Phibun Mangsahan District, and Chong An Ma Periodic Market at
Thai-Cambodian Border Trade Check Point in Nam Yuen District by using
historical research methodology and fieldwork methods. The qualitative data
group was drawn from a group of 30 retail traders and 6 market executives.
The quantitative data group was drawn from a group of 134 small merchants
and a group of 120 buyers.

The results of the study showed that the Wat Chaeng Periodic Market
was started in 1998, being only open on Wednesday from morning to evening,
located in the central of Ubon Ratchathani Province. The Khlong Thom Ang Sila
Periodic Market was started in 1992, being only open on Saturday from afternoon
to evening, located on the Highway road 2172 Don Chik-Non Liang, connected
to the border districts in the east and in the south of Ubon Ratchathani Province.
The Chong An Ma Periodic Market at Thai-Cambodian Border Trade was
started in the form of a community market in 1975. It was started in the form of
Thai-Cambodian Border Trade Check Point Periodic in 1999. It only opens on
Tuesday and Thursday from morning to evening. The origin and the development
of these studied periodic markets proceeded in the context of physical
changes of cities, local area, population growth, government policy from 1987,

the economic crisis “Tom Yam Kung” of 1997 and political situation from 2007.

The Desired Characteristics of a Creative Leader for

Developing the Provincial Administrative Organizations Taweesan Wichaiwong et al.

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to examine characteristics of a creative
leader to develop the Provincial Administrative Organizations under the concept
“a leader with desired characteristics makes a good organization”. This study
employed qualitative methodology. The data were obtained from in-depth
interviews with 10 informants chosen from purposive sampling. All the informants
were from the Provincial Administrative Organizations in Chachoengsao, Krabi,
Ayutthaya, Nan and Chaiyaphum. One chief administrator and one chief officer
were selected from each province as they play a vital role in managing the
organizations. The study has included 5 provinces because each represents
a variety in each region. Content analysis was used to analyze data. The results
showed that to manage such organizations effectively, importance should be
placed on both officers and leaders, or chief administrators, especially the vision
to manage people and time as well as the chief’s ability to perform the duty
effectively. It was also found that a creative leader is defined by five important
characteristics: (1) teamwork, (2) building trust in the organization, (3) promoting
a positive work attitude, (4) strengthening achievement motivation and
(5) effective internal communication in the organization. Thus, to lead a successful
organization, chief administrators should equip themselves with creative

leadership characteristics.

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The Structural Factors Associated with Outsourcing Industry

in Malaysia Affecting the Migration of Thai-Melayu Skilled
Workers in Malaysia Suttiporn Bunmak and Muhammad Salaebing

Abstract

The Thai-Melayu skilled workers from Thailand’s southernmost provinces
are a part of the migration of Thai-Melayu labors working in the primary labor
market of Malaysia. The research was aimed at studying the macro-level
structural factors associated with the outsourcing industry in Malaysia affecting
the migration of Thai-Melayu skilled workers to the primary labor market of
Malaysia. Using the qualitative method, the research showed that the outsourcing
industry was a key macro-level structural factor affecting the migration of
Thai-Melayu skilled workers from Thailand’s southernmost provinces to the
primary labor market of Malaysia. Since the demand for Thai-Melayu skilled
workers from outsourcing companies in Malaysia was considered as a chance
and a source of employment in the primary labor market of Malaysia, the growth
of the outsourcing industry was the major macro-level determinant of the micro-
level migration of Thai-Melayu skilled workers from the southernmost provinces
to the country of destination. The migration of Thai-Melayu skilled labour from
Thailand’s southernmost provinces to Malaysia is not only related to the cause
at the micro level. The macro level in the country of destination is also found to
be causal to the international labour migration among Thai-Melayu skilled labour

migrants.

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Abstract

This research is a part of research namely Lao’s family names. The aim
is to explain the family name structure and language source. This is
qualitative research in linguistics. The data are 1,102 names collected by
accidental sampling on Lao’s family name of who have a living in Vientiane
capital city. The framework of word structure is adapted to analyze the family
name’s structure while the language family framework is used to find their
language source. The finding will be presented by descriptive analysis as well
as the quantitative data will be supported.

The research result was found that there are 3 structure categories:
one-word, two-words, and three-words. The two-word structure is the most
prominently. All one-word structures borrowed from other source languages
especially Vietnamese. The two/three-structures mostly being in Laotian or
mixing between Laotian and Pali-Sanskrit.

In terms of language source it was found that there are 7 languages:
Laotian, Pali-Sanskrit, Vietnamese, Hmong, Chinese, Korean, and French.
Laotian and Pali-Sanskrit sources have similar numbers as well as they
outnumber other languages. This phenomenon implies that in the present time
Laos have been cross-cultural marriage with foreign men, or there are

foreigners who have moved into Vientiane.
