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Abstract

The objectives of this research are to explore the sexualities of queer
characters in Sunthorn Phu'’s literary tales and to analyze factors that affect the
sexual orientation of queer characters in Sunthorn Phu’s literary tales. The
researcher studied 4 literary tales written by Sunthorn Phu; Kobut, Lucksanawong,
Singha Kraiphob and Phra Abhai Mani. Research result found that sexual
orientations in the literatures have two types, namely homosexual such as
lesbianism in Phra Abhai Mani, Lucksanawong, and Singha Kraiphob, also gay
in Kobut. The nature of sexual orientations are the naturally external identity of
Thipkasorn and Suwarn Ampha in Laksanawong and the naturally internal
identity in Phra Abhai Mani. Besides, the research found the factors affect queer
characters have two factors such as society and the environment. Biological
factors such as appearance and natural need of the characters. The discovered
factors led to know that the sexual orientations of queer were in the early
Rattanakosin era literatures: therefore, it indicated that queer has been in every

age of Thai society.

Abstract

This study was aimed at investigating the reflection of Chinese people’s
diligence in Chinese idioms.

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A phonological Comparison of Tai Dialects in Bueng kan Province Penprapa Singsawat

Abstract

The objective of this research was to comparatively study the
phonological structure of Tai dialect in Bueng Kan including, Lao in Si Wilai,
Phuan in Muang Bueng Kan Yo in seka and Phu Tai in Phon Charoen Bueng
Kan Province. The instrument used for collecting data was to interview
informants with basic words. The collected data was analyzed to find out
consonant phonemes and vowel phonemes by using minimal pairs. William J.
Gadney’s tone box was used to analyze tone phonemes. The study’s finding
reveal that the phonological structure of Tai dialect in Bueng Kan Province
including, Lao, Phuan, Yo, and Phu Tai consists of 20 consonant phonemes,
21 vowel phonemes, 6 and b tonal phonemes. The tone was found in two and
three-way split. There were only slight differences in each tone phonemes in

term of phonetics.

Abstract

This research article is to investigate parts of speech of English
loanwords in Thai toward different speech styles including Frozen Style from
Thai Royal Affairs and Agendas, Formal Style from student’s books, Consultative
Style from newspaper articles, and Casual Style from TV programs. Each style
consists of 10 pages of paper with 200 pages in total. The collected data was
published from 2014 to 2018.

The study showed that English loanwords appeared in every style
mentioned before. Frozen Style contained only nouns. Formal Style contained
nouns and verbs. Consultative Styles contained nouns and verbs. Meanwhile,
Casual Styles contained verbs, pronouns and exclamation. It also showed that
different styles contained different parts of speech. Therefore, English loanwords
could appear in any speech styles especially Casual Style which is used in

daily life.

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An Evaluation of the Public Sector Reform in Higher

Abstract

The establishment of autonomous universities aims to promote
operational independence and flexibility among the higher education institutions.
Khon Kaen University (KKU) has transformed from being a government
agency to an autonomous university in 2015. This research aimed, first, to study
the concordance of Khon Kaen University’s status change under the Khon Kaen
University Act B.E.2558 (2015) with the new public management concept, and
second, to study the impacts arising from the status change. The author
a qualitative research method with a holistic single-case study design. Data
collection was carried out via in-depth interviews with 20 key interviewees from
the central executives and the department executives of KKU.

The results showed that after changing the status under the 2015 act,
the university administration has not conformed with the new public management
concept and there has not been any concrete change. That is, although there
is an expectation and effort to formulate policies about the university’s various
affairs management to be different from the old one, longstanding regulations
and practices are still obstructive to realizing the new public management
approach. The impact was found that the university operation got more efficient,
it has not taken by the state of university changing, but it has taken by
administrators’ policy owing to the clearly indicators is suitable for each
organization. However, it still lacks of flexibility, especially, the regulations which
affect to the lagging and unresponsiveness of finance and budget as well as

human resource system management as it should be.

This qualitative research aims to establish and develop appropriate
social mechanisms to enhance potential of local administrative organisations
and communities in risk water management based on a governance and
sociospatial relations approach, focusing on non-irrigated area in San Pa Tong
District, Chiang Mai. The sample groups were representatives of six local
administrative organisations and farmers who have their farms in non-irrigated
area. Data collection methods comprised of surveying, in-depth interview and
focus group discussion.

The result reveals that “agricultural risk water management plan” and
“Tambon (Subdistrict) Watershed Committee” are the suitable social
mechanisms as they are very much important to facilitate collaboration of actors
across scales and levels, and also a strategic policy goal to encourage more
sustainable agricultural water management, set against the pragmatic reality
of escalating future demand for water from multiple users at different levels and
scales. Thus, these findings suggested that “Tambon (Subdistrict) Watershed
Committee” should be authorized as a formal local working group to work
flexibly in order to solve agricultural water risks and problems. Apart from this,
farmers and local administrative organisations should create effective systems
of agriculture risk water management on the basic of people participation.
Finally, a risk water management plan should be put into the local development

plans to protect against any kind of agricultural water management effects.

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Abstract

This research aims to present The Situations Relating to the Alcoholic
Beverages A case study Nimmanhaemin Road, Chiang Mai Province.
This researcher was conducted with a quantitative research methodology.
The sample used for data collection were groups of students, tourists and the
general public. The research instrument was a total of 300 samples who
responded to a survey questionnaire.

The research results presented by the researcher were divided into
three issues: 1. The behaviors of drinking alcohols. 2.The opinions on liquor
and alcoholic beverages. 3. Recognition on laws related to alcoholic beverages.
The study results of these three issues have led to an overall image of
government policies and measures on alcohol control and the impacts on
alcohol distribution in the area of Nimmanhaemin Road, Chiang Mai Province
through the phenomenon of the Situations Relating to the Alcoholic in
Nimmanhaemin Road, Chiang Mai Province.

Research Suggestions 1. The presentation of alcohol beverages
requires the revision of legal provisions to be appropriate to the current situations
and be according to social conditions, economic dimension and changing
methods to receive information of the people. 2. The government sector must
adjust the pivot point, strengthen relevant policies and laws to, and control
alcohol industry and market for large-sized and small-sized manufacturers and
general drinking control is not discriminatory, leading to facilitating large-

capital or influential groups.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to analyze the successful factors
in operating food truck business under the dynamic changes of generation Y
entrepreneur through administrative factors and 2) to explore the successful
food truck's business model of generation Y entrepreneur under the dynamic
changes. This qualitative study has been conducted by semi-structured
interview of ten generation Y entrepreneurs in food truck business around
Bangkok along with participatory observation. The criterion sampling was
applied; content analysis was utilized, and resulted in descriptive writing.

The findings revealed that 1) administrative factors which affect success
in operating food truck business of generation Y entrepreneur under the
dynamic changes were 58S, including strategy, system, staff, skill, and style.
2) Successful food truck business model of generation Y entrepreneur under
the dynamic changes consisted of those 5S administrative factors together with
three newly-discovered factors: inspiration, flexibility and network. Thus, this
model was named “5S+FIN”. The findings will benefit current and potential food
truck entrepreneurs in terms of successful business planning. Related
organizations can also apply these findings in policy-making to support Start

up and SME entrepreneurs to be competitive and successful in the market.
