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Abstract

This article aims at an analyzing the elderly worldview reflected in
Lanna proverbs. The 35 elderly proverbs were selected from books and websites
gathering Lanna proverbs. This research article is based on the Linguistic
Relativity Hypothesis.

The result reveals that Lanna proverbs convey three worldviews related
to the elderly. The first worldview indicates that elderly people play a significant
role in family and society included their contribution to society, upholding in
Buddhism, and showing compassion for all descendants. The second worldview
specifies the negativities of elderly people such as their body and potentiality
are declining, they are a burden in descendants’ perspective, the elderly
people have an inappropriate behavior, and nowadays they have no such
a consequence. Finally, the worldview reflected from Lanna proverbs
demonstrates that the elderly people would like to get more rest, and they should
be under the supervision of their family members. These worldviews of the
elderly are In line with the context of Lanna society in the past which emphasized

on the seniority system, adherence to Buddhism, and the values of gratitude.

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Gender and Social Dimensions of Climate Change Impact and Adaptation:
A Case Study of Mekdum Community, Maha Sarakham Province Orawan Srisompun

Abstract

This paper collected and analyzed the impact of climate change
activities classified by gender and social dimensions; these included the
adaptation practices of the differential demographic groups, which are
important to the success of community development policies. The study area
is Mekdum community, Maha Sarakham Province, Thailand, which is a
community continuously affected by climate change in terms of both flood and
drought risk, especially in 2014-2019. A qualitative research methodology,
situation analysis, based on the integration of gender and social dimensions
was applied. Data collection techniques included document and secondary
analysis, and primary data used focus group discussion and Participatory
Action Research (PAR). The study result showed that the greatest climate risk
in Mekdum communities was drought. Gender appeared to have no effect on
household ability to cope with the effects of climate change, but age and
economic position did. Working-age people and households with higher

economic status were better able to adjust to the stresses of drought.

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Factors Determining the Working Pattern of Commuter
in Industrial Sector of Major city, Khon Kaen Montri Phusrisom and Dusadee Ayuwat

Abstract

This article was aimed at investigating the working patterns in
the industrial sector and the factors that determine the working patterns of the
commuters who worked in the industrial sector in a Khon Kaen. The study was
conducted quantitatively within an individual-level analysis unit. The sample
was composed of 1,013 commuters from micro data collected by the National
Statistical Office of Thailand in the Demographic Migration Survey Project from
October to December, 2019. The descriptive analysis was applied in addition
to Binary Logistic Regression Analysis to analyze the working patterns of the
commuters working in the industrial sector in Khon Kean.

The research found that 52.5% of the commuters were males, and were
the Generation X (aged 44 — 54 years). Over three fourths were married and
completed elementary education, and most of them were employers and
business owner. The majority of the commuters who commuted from one rural
area to another, 56.0 and 29.8, respectively, worked in the agricultural and
service sectors. In addition, the result showed that female gender, ages,
working status in the private company, working hours, and commuting distances
are significantly determined their working patterns at the statistical level of 0.05.
Allindependent variables explained the variation of the working patterns in the

industrial sector of the commuters in Khon Kaen at 19.1% (R* = 0.191).

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Abstract

This research has the objectives 1) to study the context of Krungching

Nokphithid folk performance curriculum of Krungching Subdistrict, Nopphitam
District, Nakhon Si Thammarat Province. It was qualitative research which was
cooperative action research, consisting of an analysis of related documents,
field trips; small group meetings with teachers, community scholars, and relevant
government agencies to develop a local curriculum and curriculum evaluation.
The results of the research revealed that Krungching Subdistrict has history,
natural environment, and cultural capital related to the story of World War 1.
Ramton Nokphithid was a folk play during that time. Nowadays, it becomes to
play roles as folk performance. From the development of the curriculum, the
structure of the course content consists of 4 learning units: My City, Krungching,
Learn to sing and play songs, Creative art with Phithid bird and Publishing and
continuing Ramton Nokphithid folk performance. The study period is 40 hours,
with a total duration of 1 hour per week, totaling 40 weeks. From the curriculum
experimentation and evaluation in a school, it was consistent and suitable for
the learners. It may also be adjusted to the context of the course of each school

in Krungching Subdistrict area.

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Thai Local Leadership in the Northeast Chanavit Anusurane et al.

Abstract

The research “Thai Local Leadership in the Northeast” was conducted
from January 2009 to March 2010. It focused on the conditions of Thai Local
Administration work and its leadership and development approach in relation
to meeting citizens’ needs. The study used a sample size of 400 to collect
quantitative data and 61 to collect open — ended questionnaire data, as well as
10 in-depth interviews. It was found that the issue requiring the most attention
was employment, as citizens reported only medium levels of satisfaction with the
help that local leadership had provided in terms of jobs. Respondents desired
leaders who were from/residing in the local area, demonstrated morality and
ethics, and were paternal in nature, and they viewed leaders’ major role to be
coordinating between the state, private, and public sectors. They were partial
to leaders who derived their power from their expertise in local administration
and work practices and prioritized leadership skills resulting in timely and
effective problem-solving. This study recommends leadership development
that prioritizes, in descending order: employment, social welfare, public health,

environment, education, religion, and culture.

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the states and needs about
foreign language knowledge of vocational college students in the Eastern
Economic Corridor Zone. This was a qualitative research using the focus group
discussion method. The participants consisted of 50 vocational college students
studying for a vocational certificate level or a higher vocational certificate level
of vocational colleges in the Eastern Economic Corridor Zone. Fifty participants
from 7 vocational colleges were purposive sampling. The focus group
discussion guide was a research tool.

The results showed that most students assessed their own listening,
speaking, reading and writing skills about foreign languages, especially the
English language, at low to moderate levels. Their reading and writing skills
were better than their listening and speaking skills because lacking direct
experiences in having a conversation with foreigners. When inquiring about
their needs about foreign language knowledge, most students were aware of
the importance of having foreign language skills and would have greater
benefits in their job opportunities such as gaining high positions or high
compensation. The students wanted to be able to use foreign languages,
particularly English language, for communicating in their daily life more than in
business communication context only. The students preferred native speaking

teachers via edutainment.

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Abstract

Children with autism spectrum have communication disabilities and
social interaction, showing inappropriate behavior like having aggressive
behavior. The research objectives are (1) to design Animated Cartoon to
modify the aggressive behavior of children with autism spectrum in the
classroom cartoon and (2) to compare the aggressive behavior of children with
autism spectrum in the inclusive classroom before and after using animated
cartoon. The sample group used for this research was grade 1-3 children with
autism spectrum who are studying in the inclusive classroom of Udon Thani
Kindergarten School in Udon Thani province, five participants aged 6-10 and
were diagnosed by a pediatric psychiatrist as children with autism spectrum.

This research has been approved by the Human Research Ethics
Committee, Khon Kaen University, number HE643005. The research instruments
of this study consisted of an observational form, interview with aggressive
behavior, aggressive behavior scale, and video clip of animated cartoon with
instruction manual and guidelines.

The results showed that (1) the animated cartoon designed by the
researcher was examined by five experts with the content validity (IOC) of
between 0.66-1.00; (2) the behavioral adjustment result of children with autism
spectrum disorder in the inclusive classroom after watching an Animated
Cartoon presented the decreased level of aggressive behavior; and (3) from
the comparison before and after watching animated cartoon analyzing data
from the aggressive behavior measurement model found that the aggressive
behavior of children with autism spectrum in the inclusive classroom was

decreased.
