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Abstract

This article was aimed at investigating factors associated with the
working hours of Isan female migrant workers in place of destination, with the
individual analytical unit. The population was composed of female migrant
workers from the northeastern region who migrated to work in the central region,
from 1,713 samples obtained from the sub-secondary data of the Demographic
Migration Survey Project, National Statistical Office (2019), data was collected
between October — December 2019. The descriptive analysis and Chi-square
test were applied to analyze factors associated with the working hours of Isan
female migrant workers in place of destination.

The research shows that Isan female migrant is Generation Y (24-41
years old) and Generation X (42-56 years old) 48.6% and 41.2% respectively,
62.1% graduated under the compulsory level, and 71.4% of them were married.
Most Isan female migrants migrated to Bangkok and its vicinity (72.8%) and
have worked in the skill level 2 of work (clerks, service workers, etc.), 65.5% of
them have gained wages between 9,001-15,000 Thai baht per month (290 - 483
USD), barely one-third have work more than 48 hours a week, it's crucial to note
that most of the Isan female migrant who graduated from every level of
education work at Bangkok and its vicinity, have gained wages between
9,001-15,000 Thai baht per month, and 32.8% have worked more than 48 hours
a week, which not following the law. The result also shows that education level,
occupation, place of destination, and wage are the factors associated with the
working hours of Isan female migrant workers with statistical significance at the

0.05 level.
