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Abstract

This article aims to analyze the current state of research on Chinese
philosophy in Thailand. The article employs a documentary research approach,
collecting data from online databases of nine research universities, and two
research support agencies, including the research database (Thai Lis) and
Thailand's central electronic journal database (Thai Journal Online). The data
analysis focuses on three aspects: content analysis by era; school of philosophy,
and types of philosophical branches.

The results reveal a total of 60 research papers on Chinese philosophy
in Thailand. The pre-Qin dynasty emerges as the most researched era in the
studies of Chinese philosophy. Confucian philosophy, or the Ru philosophy,
stands out as the most studied school of thought. When considering research
based on philosophical branches, it becomes evident that ethics are the most
studied topic in pure philosophy. On the other hand, within the realm of applied
philosophy, social and political philosophy are the studied topics.
