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Abstract

The objectives of this article are 1) to study the role and methods of
Yunnan University in helping to solve the poverty problem in rural China;
2) to summarize China's experiences in solving poverty as a model for
application in other countries. The study method is based on documentary
study and in-depth interviews with 12 key-informant in China's poverty
alleviation policy at the university level. The findings of the study are that all of
China's 3,000 higher education institutions including Yunnan University has set
up poverty alleviation offices. The office is in charge all affairs about the
poverty alleviation including budget allocation, sending administrators and
faculties to work at poor villages, evaluating the result. The establishment of the
Poverty Alleviation Office is considered to be the creation of a comprehensive
mechanism by using a 1: 1 model which means that 1university will be
responsible for 1 area; 1 faculty member or staff has to be responsible for
1 poor family. The said model is one of the important models in China's
Targeted Poverty Alleviation covering 6 accuracies: target of the people who
need help is accurate, budget, measures, people who are sent to village and
results are accurate. Recommendations for application to Thailand are to apply
the said model appropriately, starting with pilot poor areas with universities that
have the potential and readiness to solve the poverty problems and then expand

the model to other areas and universities.
