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Livelihoods of Isan Elderly People: Area Dimension and Determinants Dusadee Ayuwat, et al.

Abstract

This article examined the livelihoods of elderly people and factors
determining their livelihoods in northeast Thailand. The quantitative approach
was used at the individual level as a unit of analysis. Data were collected from
November to December 2018, 400 elderly people in the Khon Kaen and
Chaiyaphum provinces were interviewed by interview schedule. The data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics and multiple regression analysis.
According to the study’s findings found that a composite score of the five
strategies: choices, struggle, solving, survival, and sustainability, the majority
of elderly people in both urban and rural areas had a moderate level of overall
livelihoods (60.6% and 62.7%, respectively). In terms of strategies, the
majority of the elderly had a moderate level of livelihood in choices strategy,
solving strategy, and survival strategy, with 47.7%, 58.8%, and 62.4%,
respectively. However, more than half of the elderly had a low level of of
struggling strategy livelihood, whereas more than two-thirds had a high level
of livelihood in the sustainability strategy. Notably, strategies foe the livelihood
patterns of the elderly people were consistent across urban and rural areas.
The factors determining the livelihoods of elderly people were age, self-esteem,
family relationships, access to economic capital, access to human capital, and
access to social capital, which were significant determinants of livelihood among
the elderly people in the Northeastern region, with statistical significance at the
0.05 level, All variables explained the livelihoods of the elderly people at 47.2
percent (R square = 0.472).

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Abstract

This research was a qualitative research that aimed to study the context
and potential of community tourism and to study the strategies in community
participation tourism potential development of Bangsawan sub-district.
The purposely selected samples were organization groups from Bangsawan
Subdistrict Administrative Organization, community’s leaders, entrepreneurs
and community members. Materials used in this research were an in- depth
interviewed, a focus group discussion and a descriptive AIC method. The result
found in the context and potential was a lack of knowledge and understanding
in management of their community tourism. There was not enough public
relations and community cooperation in setting up activities, and the government
also did not give much precedence in community tourism while they still needed
support on their infrastructure. For the context about the area, there was a
variety of natural resources, cultures, and traditions. For economics, the major
occupation of people were farmers and most of the people were members of
the groups such as a saving group and a village fund group.

Potential Development Strategy for Community Tourism found an
appreciation Strategy aspect; the community members must support their
tourism activities and focus on natural and cultural activities under cooperative
planning. Encourage teenage members to play an important role in the
development in order to spread income and make jobs in their community. For
the Influence Strategy aspect, there must be a method to develop the landscape
of the area to be outstanding and identified and can be spread out to other
related communities by focusing on highlighting the community’s products.
Provide a comprehensive tourist information center. For the Control Strategy
aspect, there should be a cooperative network to serve tourists between groups
and organizations. Provide a convenient, safe and standardized transportation.
There should be a plan for natural resources usage so that members can
participate in their community’s resources reservation.

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study Korean musical artists
branding through Thai fans’ online communities. A qualitative research method,
in-depth interviews, was employed in collecting data with 30 informants who
were the leaders and members of Korean music artists’ Twitter communities
and were selected by purposive sampling.

The results revealed that creating Korean musical artists’ branding was
consistent with the fans participatory culture concept as well as Kevin Lane
Keller's branding concept. The Korean musical artists’ branding through Thai
fans began with the online communities’ leaders, account administrators and
their staff, creating their twitter accounts to disseminate Korean musical artists’
brand identities and up-to-date Korean musical artists’ news to Thai fans for
promoting positive image of the artists so that members would form positive
feelings and bond with the artists. Then they supported the Korean artists by
participating online and on-site activities organized by the online communities.
Finally, the online communities’ leaders and staff dedicated their time, energy,
and personal money, without pay, to support the artists, while the online
communities’ members spent time to engage Korean musical artists’ information
and buying the products which the artists are presenters, including protecting

artists from negative news in various ways.

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Abstract

This research article aims to analyze the patterns of gender discrimination
targeting LGBTQIAN+ persons in Thai educational institutions, as portrayed by
Thai digital media, and to recommend ways to tackle such discrimination.
This study employs a qualitative research methodology, specifically documentary
research. The data were collected from three distinct sources: 1) Google News,
2) Public tweets on Twitter or “X” platform, and 3) open data from the Gender
Equality Promotion Fund website, published from 2007 to 2022. The study
focuses on two target groups: 1) secondary school students, and 2) undergraduate
students who identify as LGBTQIAN+. The results of the study indicated that
Thai educational institutions reveal discriminatory patterns at two levels: the
institutional and interpersonal levels. At the institutional level, discriminatory
regulations restrict the equal rights of LGBTQIAN+ persons. Furthermore,
at the interpersonal level, educators often attempt to categorize students based
on their biological sexes, and exhibit antagonistic statements against
LGBTQIAN+ persons in public. Some educational institutions still strictly adhere
to a two-sex categorization via regulations that related to ‘doing gender’
accomplishment. Transgender individuals are often more marginalized in this
regard compared to other gender-diverse groups, such as gay and “dee”
persons, whose gender displays match to their sexes. At the interpersonal
level, some teachers and lecturers believe they can categorize students based
on their sexes by exhibiting antagonistic statements against and imposing
punishments. These findings may reflect the persistent strength of heterosexual
structures in educational institutions. The suggestion is that educational institutions
should support students’ choice of gender expressions and encourage them
to share experiences of gender discrimination. These mechanisms can
challenge gender discriminatory practices in educational institutions, thereby
weakening the power of such structures.

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Abstract

This research paper aims to examine Mai Muang Derm’s novel,
Plae Khao, through a psychoanalytic lens. The results show that through its
emplotment, the novel reveals a man’s fear of the encroachment of a civilized
or urban society into the territory that he rules. Through its characterization, the
novel portrays the male protagonist as possessing an excessive degree of
masculinity and gangsterism (Thai: nak laeng). His heightened sense of
masculinity can be seen as a reactionary self-defense mechanism against the
father figure who wields superior power in the forms of urban modernity and
civilization that the countryside could not withstand. The Phra Sai shrine (the
sacred Banyan tree), which is the focal symbol of the story, symbolizes the
phallic. The fact that the protagonist worships the sacred shrine testifies, to
some extent, an acknowledgment of masculine prowess, while his worship of
the blood-stained red silk fabric symbolizes male control over women’s
virginity. The novel also incorporates the psychoanalytic concept of the death
instinct, with many characters displaying an obsession with suicide and the
gangster lifestyle. Even though they fall in love, they are influenced by the drive
toward death acts or see death as their goal. The presence of the death drive
in the characters aligns the novel with the literary genre of tragedy where
readers derive pleasure through sad emotions and yet are aware that other

emotions will be compensated.

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Abstract

This research aims to analyze ideas presented in Magical Realism
literary works of S.E.A. Write Award finalists, during 1996 — 2021. Seven novels
and thirty short stories are studied and analyzed according to concepts of
ideas presentation in literary works. The research finds that authors use
magical realistic characters or incidents to presents four main ideas, as the
following. 1) Ideas about living philosophy, including adhesion brings sufferings;
being oneself could make the world beautiful; and love and kindness create
warm society. These ideas are coherent with Buddhist teachings. 2) Ideas about
social problems, including lack of attention cause interpersonal relationship
problems; humans use their powers wrongly; and selfish people care only their
own interest. These problems obstruct progresses of the society. 3) Ideas about
folk culture, including praising of local wisdom; and recognition of supernatural
powers. These reflect the value of local wisdom and beliefs in the supernatural
in Thai society. 4) Ideas of development, including development has resulted
in a variety of cultural mixes.; and development fight old beliefs with modern

society. Authors apply the magical to present truths in the society.

It was made by qualitative
research with application to documentary research method to study
information from folk literature books of the Buyei ethnic group that were
collected and published in a total of 26 volumes. Three theories were
considered in the research as Textual Analysis theory, Image theory and the
Feminist Literary Criticism theory. The results of the research were
presenting in descriptive analysis.

The results of the research revealed that 1) the process of constructing
the Female Images in Myths Legends and Ballads in Buyei Ethnic Group
through literary elements, which is created through the plots of Myths
Legends Ballads and 5 characters, including the goddess, mother, heroine,
wife and virgin. 2) There are two main female images in Myths Legends and
Ballads in Buyei Ethnic Group, as the traditional female image and the female
image being defined by females, according to body image, behavioral image

and temperament image.
