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Abstract

The objective of this study aimed to describe components of well
being of migrant’s households. The secondary data from Wellbeing in
Developing Countries Project were employed. Data were collected by the
RANQ Questionnaire. The methods of analysis were descriptive statistics
and cross tabulation. Factor analysis was applied to study components
of well being of migrant’s households.

The results indicated that 20% of migrant’s households samples
were in high economic status and 79% had their own land. The highest
groups of migrants were both male and female aged 15-24 years old.
Moreover, more female than male migrants sent remittances home. 66% of
migrant’s households perceived that they were well-being. The households
that received remittances had higher proportion perceived well-being than
the households that did not receive remittances (69% versus 61%). The
factor components of labour migrant’s households who well-being were 5
components consists of 1) Physical resources 2) Biological resources 3)
Social-economic resources 4) Title deeds of land and 5) Of the total area
of agricultural land. All of those were predicted labour migrant household’s

well-being at 54.34%
