This article aim to analyze the change of ‘Issan’ household in
globalization context and seeking pattern and approaches can be develop social
immunization in globalization context. This study was based on participatory learning
action-knowledge management less than 10 months period from November 2008
to August 20009.

The following were results of this study. In a globalization world, where
all the social boundaries are removed and shifted through the inter- and
intra-connectedness, in other words community institutions in ‘Issan’ has been
both subjected to integrative social network by the local government and
manipulated as an instrument for social development in global era. Thus, a set of
suggestion is made. Policy suggestion is that certain strategic and planning
related to social immunization development be compromised according to
authentic problems and local requirements. Meanwhile, acting suggestion is that
exchange of knowledge and collaboration in local culture, belief and Buddhism
so that, finally, local communities and community organizations could gain the

optimal benefits from social immunization development in Globalization context.
