Institute was applied to search for research studies published from 2011 to 2021 which
yielded a total of 2,318 documents leading to the synthesis and extraction of 51
research studies. According to the findings, educational issues related to the condition
of social networking included six major issues: issues of background or origins of the
network; contextual and network issues; issues on network member roles and
relationships; issues related to activities within the network; issues of network
components or network factors; and issues of network administration. The results of
this research will help expand the body of knowledge and academic research on social
networking conditions and serve as a conceptual framework for further empirical study
of the social networking condition.
