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The Causal Relationships of Self-Forgiveness and Subjective Well-

Abstract

The aims of this study was to study the causal relationships of self-
forgiveness and subjective well-being among undergraduate students in Higher
Education Institutions, Chiang Mai Province. The sample consisted of 400
undergraduates both in government and private universities who were randomly
selected by multi-stage sampling. Questionnaires were used as means of data
collection. The structural equation models for latent variable was utilized to
analyze the data. The study findings showed that all path coefficients were
statistically significant at .05 levels. The model’s overall fits were accepted; chi-
square statistics = 65.58, df = 29, p-value = .00, RMSEA = .06, SRMR = .06, GFI =.98,
AGFl = .91, CFl = .99, CN = 300.30. Furthermore, the results shown that self-
compassion had the most effected on self-forgiveness (path coefficient = .55),
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inferior to self-esteem and social support (path coefficient = .19, and .13,
respectively). Self-esteem had the most effected on subjective well-being (path
coefficient = .30), inferior to self-compassion and social support (path coefficient
= .28, and .17, respectively).

The Influence of Marketing Strategy Model for Halal Food Brand
Equity in the Southern Border Provinces of Thailand
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the consumer behavior
components, marketing mix, integrated marketing communication, value added,
and Halal food brand equity in the southern border provinces of Thailand, and
2) to analyze marketing strategy models that influence Halal food brand equity
in the southern border provinces of Thailand. This research was a quantitative
research. The data were collected from 460 Muslim consumers living in the
southern border provinces of Thailand and whose age up to 20 years old and
above, with a determining sample proportion of gender, age and province.

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to examine tourist behaviors in using
services of hotels in Muang District of Phayao Province and to study hotel business
management to support the “new normal” in tourism. The instruments for
collecting data were 1) a questionnaire and samples were 260 people selected
by applying accidental sampling and the data were analyzed through descriptive
statistics, and 2) an interview with 30 informants selected by using purposive
sampling as well as using content analysis by organizing and coding the data. The
findings were that staff attention and service (42.31%) is the main factor influencing
tourists’ decisions to chose a place to stay, followed by cleanliness and safety
(33.85%). The guidelines for hotel business management should include the
following four management approaches: 1) the management of assuring safety;
2) the management of marketing; 3) the management of services; and
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4) the management of employees. These four approaches would be managed
through the concept of the “new normal” by increasing attention to hygiene,
cleanliness, safety, and using various technologies in providing services.

The Scenario of Local Educational Administration in Form of City
Municipality
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Abstract

This study aimed to developing and evaluating of the scenario of local
educational administration in form of city municipality with mixed methods
research, a hierarchical model with 3 phases: Phase 1, qualitative research methods,
the determination of future issues and trend events from in-depth interviews
with 21 experts by specific selection methods were used and the instrument used
was a semi-structured interview form.

Abstract

The inequality is a challenging task of most local administrative organization.
The factor leads to the study of the reduction of inequality in roles and duties
of committees and local administrative organization council members. The
purposes of this study are as follows 1) to study about which factors can read to
the reduction of inequality in roles and duties of community committee of local
government council members, and 2) to study the guidelines for reducing
inequality in roles and duties of community committees and local government
council members towards the administration of local government organizations.
This study is a qualitative research. The data is collected from 22 key informants.
The key informants are selected by purposive sampling and snowball sampling.
The data instruments are in-depth interview and semi-structured interview. The
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findings indicated that factors affecting the reduction of power inequality are the
legal side. It is found that the hierarchy of the law governing the role of the
municipal council member was higher than the law or regulation that recognized
the position of the community committee. In terms of morale, the community
chairmen and the community committee are not paid for their work. Therefore,
the approaches to reduce the inequality of authority are the establishment of
laws and regulations to support the positions of community committee and
community chair. The law should be pushed into the draft regulations of the
Ministry of Interior on Community Committees and Municipalities.

Abstract

Solid waste is a problem that local government organizations have managed
by the area context in Chamai Municipality, Thung Song District, Nakhon Si
Thammarat Province that is a medium-sized municipality with a good economic
community as a point of distribution links. This is qualitative research aimed to
study 1) solid waste management, 2) strategy analysis of solid waste management,
and 3) appropriate approach to solid waste management. Data are collected in
2019 by selecting a purposive sampling of stakeholders such as mayors, officials,
community leaders and citizens. The research results found that 1) Approximately
18-20 tons of solid waste a day is handled by private landfills, 2) Strategies for
managing solid waste from SWOT analysis revealed that from the internal factors,
the strength was that executives had high leadership and knowledge. They worked
for the community under good governance, and managed the environment well
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by adopting the ISO 14001 environmental standard system to monitor. The
weakness was that there was no provided space and the hired private landfills
were unstable. Additionally, the external factors revealed that people lacked
awareness of waste separation and the latent population did not participate in
solid waste management. 3) The appropriate approach to solid waste management
was to be a cluster of nearby local government organizations that had the same
problem together to manage integrated solid waste by planning to reduce solid
waste with the principle of 3 Rs; Reduce, Reuse, Recycle from turning waste to

energy such as gasification, refuse derived fuel, incineration.

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Value Creation Process from Social and Cultural Capital towards
the Development of Community’s Strength and Sustainability of

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Abstract

The objectives of the research were 1) to find out lesson learned from
community’s management on the basis of community’s potentials and context
2) to propose value creation model for strengthened and sustainable community
and 3) to propose collaborative community’s development plan of Phapang
sub-district, Maeprik district, Lampang. This research used a qualitative research
methodology which is a Participatory Action Research (PAR). Content analysis,
participant observation, focus group discussion, in-depth interview were applied
in this research. The research tools were interview form and draft questions for
study community lessons and knowledge creation process. Data were analyzed
