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Structural Equation Modeling of High-Performance Organizations
of the Local Administrative Organizations in Songkhla Province
as Perceived by Employees

Abstract

This study aimed to investigate high-performance organizations in Songkhla
Province through structural equation modeling involving the perceptions of
employees. The quantitative research method was employed in this study.
Questionnaires were used to collect data from 353 employees in local administrative
organizations. The data was analyzed by using structural equation modeling (SEM).
The findings indicated an adequate fit between the measurement model of high-

performance organizations and the observed data (2’ /df = 2.49 RMSEA = 0.065,
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CFl = 0.99, SRMR = 0.047). The results also revealed that the factors directly
affecting organizations with high performance were servant leadership and
organizational citizenship behavior with a coefficient effect of 0.60 and 0.24
respectively.

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Abstract

University ranking is an indicator of evaluating the performance of quality
universities. The evaluation concerns the four key abilities: teaching, research,
academic services, and preserving art and culture. This research aimed to study
1) the levels of transformational leadership, organizational climate, job satisfaction,
employee commitment, and employee performance, 2) the influence of previous
aspects towards employee preformance, and 3) employee performance of the
academic staff model development. This research employed mixed-method
techniques, quantitative and qualitative research methods. The sample group of
this research was 441 academic staff who were classified by cluster sampling. Data
were collected through a questionnaire and analyzed through Structural Equational
Modeling Analysis. In addition, this qualitative research used a focus group
discussion. The research found that 1) levels of transformational leadership of
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academic staff were highest, whereas organization climate, job satisfaction,
employee commitment, and employee performance were high, 2) transformational
leadership, organization climate, job satisfaction, and employee commitment
significantly influenced the employee performance with significance level at .05,
and 3) the employee performance model of the academic staff of Rajabhat
Universities developed by the researcher was named the TOJEE Model (T
Transformational Leadership, O = Organization Climate, J = Job Satisfaction, E
Employee Commitment, E = Employee). This model supported the key abilities
of academic staff and produced excellence at Rajabhat Universities that followed
the direction and the requirement of the country.

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A Model of the Linkage between Tourism Research Results and

Abstract

The objective of this study was to develop a model for linking tourism
research results to the utilization of the results by tourism business entrepreneurs
in the Andaman tourism cluster. This was a mixed research method using both
quantitative and qualitative analyses. The population of the study involved
Andaman tourism entrepreneurs, researchers, and funding source officers. This
research applied convenience sampling to choose 400 samples for quantitative
data. The statistics used for data analysis consisted of frequency distribution,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and regression coefficient. As for qualitative
data, 40 subjects were selected by random sampling to attend in-depth interviews,
including group discussion. Data were analyzed using content analysis techniques.
The results of the research found 123 tourism research studies in the Andaman
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tourism group were conducted over the past 10 years (2009-2019), and there
were five funding sources. The process of disseminating research studies was in
the form of publishing articles in academic journals, in the online library database
systems, and presentations at domestic and international academic conferences.
It was found that factors affecting research utilization were three co-predictive
parameters: the researcher, the communication of research results, and the
tourism business operator’s learning aspect, which predicted or influenced the

research utilization significantly at the 0.001 level (R* = 0.396). Furthermore, it
was found that the predictive parameters of selecting a research topic did not
have a statistically significant influence on the research utilization. The linkage
model of tourism research results in the Andaman tourism group consisted of
five compositions (SACLO): selecting the research topic, the researcher, the
communication of research results by the researcher, the learning aspect of the
tourism business operators, and the output of the research utilization.

This study aimed to 1) evaluate the potential participatory communication
of local communities with high and low risks in crisis communication from Covid-19

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the perceptual level of
integrated marketing communication through digital media, and 2) to study
integrated marketing communication through digital media that influences brand
loyalty of Thai tourists using spa businesses in Phuket. The stratified sampling
method, as well as the convenient random sampling method, were used. The
samples were 400 Thai tourists who used spas in Phuket. The statistics used for
analysis were the mean, standard deviation, and multiple regression analysis. The
results showed that the overall perception level among Thai tourists of integrated
marketing communications through digital media was at a high level.

Abstract

This research is qualitative. It concerns using lessons learned and finding
ways to develop mentors through a continuous support system.

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Effects of Cognitive-Behavioral Family Group Counseling on Screen

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Abstract

This research aimed to study the impact of the family group counseling
involving cognitive behavior on screen time utilization by middle childhood as
well as parenting practices. The samples were 28 children between 9 to 12 years
old in Mueang Nan District, Nan Province.

For
the experimental group, the researcher appointed time and place that were most
convenient to them and collected pre- and post-group counseling data. While
those in the control group were allowed to participate in the same group counseling
format once all sessions of the experimental group were completed. The results
showed that 1) after participating in the cognitive-behavioral family group
counseling, children’s average score on screen time usage was lower than that
before the experiment with a statistically significant difference at 0.05, and 2)
after participating in cognitive-behavioral family group counseling, parents had
no statistically significant difference in the average score of parenting practices.
The quantitative results in the experimental group during the counseling process
concluded that participating in cognitive-behavioral family group counseling could
reduce children’s screen usage behavior. Moreover, parenting practices could
effectively reduce children’s screen usage behavior in terms of reconciliation,
emotion management, and screen usage behavior control with appropriate
parental participation.

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The Management of Kratom Knowledge from Local Wisdom to a
Community Enterprise Production System in Tambol Kuan Suban,
Amphoe Ban Na San, Suratthani Province
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Abstract

This research aimed to study 1) the management of kratom knowledge
based on local wisdom, and 2) the improvement of kratom knowledge to become
a community enterprise. This research was conducted through a qualitative
approach, a case study that acquired information from literature reviews, and an
interview with five key informants. The researcher used descriptive analysis from
the information acquired. The findings reflected that kratom had been used by
community locals in various ways for a long time, and the knowledge on species,
cultivation, storage, and processing had been accumulated and passed on from
one generation to the next. The utilization of the plant in Thai traditional medicine
was based on wisdom passed from ancestors. Today, after the plant was no longer
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legally prohibited, knowledge related to such wisdom and utilization of kratom
has been improved and expanded by the community. The incorporation of a
community enterprise named “Kuan Suban Community Enterprise for Sustainable
Agriculture” not only adds value for commercial purposes but also preserves the
local wisdom. This will strengthen the group of locals to earn income and be a
proper model of knowledge management from local wisdom to create economic
values for other communities.

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Beliefs and Rituals Related to Animism and the Social Role of
Thai Buddhists in Thung Yai District, Nakhon Si Thammarat
Province
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) study the beliefs and rituals
associated with spirit worship among Thai Buddhists in Thung Yai District, Nakhon
Si Thammarat Province, and 2) study the social role of Thai Buddhists’ beliefs
and rituals related to the worship of spirits in Thung Yai District. A qualitative
research methodology was used in this study, along with cultural concepts such
as the human code of thought, Structural Functionalism, and Functionalism. The
researcher chose the Prik Subdistrict in Nakhon Si Thammarat Province as the
research area. The purposive sampling method was chosen because it was in an
area with a large Buddhist population. Data were collected from target groups
aged 50 and higher. The sample group included expertise cohorts, practitioners,
and related groups. An observation form, an interview form, and a camera were
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used as research instruments. The researcher gathered field data through
interviews, group discussions, and observation, in addition to studying the
documented information and presenting the research findings using the descriptive
analysis method.

The study revealed:

1. The people in our study believe in spirits and believe that there are 30
different types of ghosts. These ghosts are classified into three categories: good
ghosts, semi-good ghosts, and bad ghosts.

2. Three types of rituals worshipping ghosts by the the subjects were
occupation rituals, life rituals, and miscellaneous rituals.

3. The social role of beliefs and rituals related to spirit worship of the
subjects appeared in all seven positions; namely, the role of natural resources
preservation, professions, health care, motivation, individual empowerment,
gambling, and the responsibility of married life and one’s household.

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Labor Protection Challenges: Maternity Protection
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Abstract

In 2000, the International Labor Organization issued the Maternity Protection
Convention No. 183, prompting many countries to prioritize the protection of
mothers. The purpose of this academic article is to present the importance of
the Maternity Protection Convention. The theory of mother-child ties was
discussed, as well as the issue of maternal protection in Thai labor laws and
recommendations on maternity protection for female employees in Thai society.
The findings revealed that Thailand has laws to protect female workers during
pregnancy. However, there is no provision to support child care after maternity
leave is terminated. Thus, there should be provisions that give female workers
the right to rest during working hours or provide time to breastfeed. The issuance
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of provisions in respect of work prohibiting a pregnant female employee should
cover the period of child-rearing or breastfeeding.
