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The Demand of New Generations to Purchase Their Future Living Spaces
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Abstract

The demand for living space or housing is growing demand and it is an important factor for new
generations to purchase houses. The objectives of this research were to study the demand for future living
space for new generations in Bangkok areas and its nearby areas. The data collection was focused on
people with the age of 1930 years old who were living in Bangkok areas and its nearby areas. A total of 400
people was obtained sample group for this study. The findings revealed that the majority of  the
respondents need single house or twin house in the inner zone of Bangkok and the west zone of Bangkok.
The majority of the respondents needed high quality of construction, with the good security —system, with
the proper space. The price range of the house was in the range of 2 million baht. The preferred location
was the house near their working place.
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
