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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the present status of the cooperation between
homeschool-parents and school in terms of teaching-learning management; and to find some factors
that had an effect on students’ achievement. The quantitative sample was 113 homeschool-parents
who have already registered to the educational service area throughout the country, using a
questionnaire for collecting data; meanwhile, the qualitative sample was 5 parents and school
administrators, using an in-depth interview. The qualitative data was analyzed by relation analysis
and stepwise multiple regression analysis, while qualitative data was analyzed by content analysis.
The research found that the cooperation of the school regarding laboratory, specialist teachers, and
evaluation criteria were relied on the needs of academic assistance, learning activities through
community’s resource, and the availability of parents, had a prior effect on teaching behavior of
parents before having an effect on student’s academic achievement, social adaptability, and

morality.

compromising communication strategies, for instances; cooperation, discussion in private place, and
avoidance. (2) Communication effectiveness involved the communication strategies applied to restore
the good interpersonal relationship, showing respect, and opportunity to comment. Evidently, the use
of these strategies showed the reduction in the discrepancy, the activities continued without
cancellation or termination while goodwill relationship was retained. (3) Factors that have influenced
the effectiveness of the communication strategies in coping with the discrepancy included relationship,
for examples, mindfulness of colleagues and supervisors, proper verbal speech, environment and

participatory action such as giving comment and opinion.

ABSTRACT
The research objectives were: (1) to study the level of effectiveness management and
appropriate technologies in waste management of local government in Suphanburi (2) to compare
the effectiveness of waste management classified by personal factors. (3) to study factors related to
effectiveness management and appropriate technologies in waste management of local government

in Suphanburi along with community involvement. The sample consisted of 400 house owners. The
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rating-scale questionnaire was used to collect data. The statistics used to calculate the data were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, multiple correlation coefficient. The research
results found that (1) The level of effectiveness management and appropriate technologies in waste
management as a whole and also each aspect were at high level. (2) Comparing the level of
effectiveness of waste management classified by gender, revenue, education, house classification
and member status of waste separation network were found that there was no difference as a
whole. Comparing level of effectiveness of waste management classified by ages was found that
there was no difference as a whole but when considered each aspect was found that there were
significantly difference at the statistical level of .05 in selection of waste management technologies, that
21-30 years old were significantly different with 31-40 years old. Comparing level of effectiveness of waste
management classified by occupation was found that there was difference as a whole and also when
considered each aspect was found that there were significantly difference at the statistical level of .05 in
every aspects. (3) Analysis of relationship between freedom variables and overview of effectiveness of
waste management was found that selection of waste management technologies and being aware of
waste management were in positive relation at low level at the statistical level of .01 but the format of

waste management was in negative relation at low level at the statistical level of .01.
