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Abstract

This independent study aimed to 1) study the level of technology leadership of
educational school administrators under the Office of Private Education, Yala Province, 2)
compare technology leadership of educational school administrators under the Office of
Private Education, Yala Province, classified by gender, educational level, age, work
experience, status, and school size, and 3) examine recommendations for technology
leadership of educational school administrators under the Office of Private Education, Yala
Province. The sample group was 335 educational school administrators and teachers working
under the Office of Private Education, Yala Province in the academic year of 2024, calculating
using Yamane’s formula. The research instrument was a 37-item Likert scale questionnaire
with Item-Objective Congruence (I0C) values ranging from 0.67 to 1.00, and a reliability
coefficient of 0.983. The data was analyzed using a statistical software program. The
statistical methods included mean, percentage, standard deviation, t-Test, F-Test. When
significant differences were found, pairwise comparisons were conducted using Scheffe’s
method.

The findings of independent study revealed that 1) The level of technology
leadership of educational school administrators under the Office of Private Education, Yala
Province, overall, was high. 2) The comparison results of technology leadership of
educational school administrators under the Office of Private Education, Yala Province,
categorized by gender, educational level, age, work experience, status, and school size
showed that gender, overall had no significant difference. When considering individual
aspects, the use of technology for assessment and evaluation demonstrated a statistically
significant difference at the .05 level. For educational level and work experience, no
significant differences were found both overall and in each aspect. In terms of status, both
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overall and individual aspects showed statistically significant differences at the .01 level,
except for the aspect of ethics in technology use, which no significant difference was found.
This aspect showed a statistically significant result at the .05 level. The age variable showed
no significant differences overall or in individual aspects, except for the use of technology in
assessment and evaluation, which demonstrated a statistically significant difference at the
.01 level. As for school size, both the overall and individual aspects showed statistically
significant differences at the .01 level. 3) The results of suggestions on technology leadership
of educational school administrators under the Office of Private Education, Yala Province
indicated that educational school administrators should establish a clear and well-defined
vision and be able to communicate it effectively to their teams in order to foster
understanding and inspire collaboration. Also, educational school administrators should
consider the importance of protecting personal data and focus on developing the
technological skills of both teachers and students. This can be achieved by providing ongoing
training that keeps pace with technological changes. In addition, educational school
administrators should fully support teachers to ensure the effectiveness of education for

learners.
