Abstract

This study has three objectives: 1) to study the need for developing learning
management through online platforms, 2) to develop learning management through online
platforms, and 3) to evaluate the competencies of young entrepreneurs from learning
through online platforms. The target group includes lower secondary school students,
academic year 2021, Ban Kato School, Panare Subdistrict, Panare District, Pattani Province.
There were a total of 63 people, with the following research tools: 1) a learning
management plan based on phenomena-based learning management, 2) an academic
achievement test, 3) a small-entrepreneur competency assessment form. And the results of
the research found that 1) The school has a desire to develop students in every aspect,
emphasizing the learners' hands-on experience by searching in various ways and techniques
that bring innovation to use with students. Make students interact with teachers To develop
entrepreneurial competencies that are consistent with the context of students and
communities, including the school's focus on competency bases. 2) Efficiency of learning
management with online platforms. Minor Entrepreneur Course There is an efficiency value
of E1/E2 = 80.85/82.62 and the academic achievement before and after studying is
significantly different at 0.05.Content of learning through an online platform to enhance the
competency of young entrepreneurs according to the learning management method using

phenomena as a basis. There are a total of 5 learning plans as follows: 1) Knowing yourself
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2) Market analysis 3) digital marketing tools 4) marketing operations and 5) Measurement and
evaluation of marketing results and 3) Results of the evaluation of the performance of small
entrepreneurs overall were at the highest level with an average of 4.72 with competency in
the area of competitiveness. It has the highest mean of 4.76, followed by independence in
administration. Proactive work innovation Facing Risk with averages of 4.73, 4.71, 4.69, and

4.68, respectively.

The Effects of A-SACE Model in Improving Information and Communication
Technology Competencies of Students in Bachelor of Education, Faculty of

Education, Fatoni University

Abstract

The objectives of this research and developmental study (R&D) were to develop the
teaching pedagogy using the A-SACE model to improve students’ information and
communication technology competencies, to study the students’ competencies in
information and communication technology after the implementation of the A-SACE model
in the classroom, and to evaluate the students' satisfaction with the use of the A-SACE
model in the classroom. The purposive sampling method was applied in this research to get
a group of 33 students from the bachelor degree of education. The result demonstrated
that applying the A-SACE model for improving the information and communication
technology competencies during the class period was effective at 80.61 levels, and the
effective score of applying the A-SACE model after class was at 82.02. It shows that the
effective score was higher than it was expected, which was 80/80. The students’ average
score of information and technology competencies before learning through the A-SACE
model was 3.18, while the average score after class was 4.20. The improvement result

showed a significant difference at 0.01 levels. Moreover, students expressed the positive
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attitude towards the use of the A-SACE model in the classroom, where the satisfaction score

was at a high level with an average score of 4.46.

This research have a purpose To study and analyze the history of the settlement of
Patani state in the past.

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Abstract

This research aimed at investigating learmers’ attitudes toward project-based learning in a Thai-to-
English translation course; and exploring how the students perceived their 21st—century skill development
through project-based learning (PBL). The data were obtained from 85 Thai EFL English-major
undergraduates, enrolling in the Thai-to—English Course for the academic year 2022, through a questionnaire
on attitudes toward project-based learning and perceptions of developing 21st-century skills through project-
based learning, and a self-reflection. The quantitative data from the questionnaire were analyzed using
means and standard deviation, while the qualitative data from the reflection was conducted through content
analysis to draw themes. The research findings highlight that the participants hold positive attitudes toward
project-based learning (PBL). The research findings indicate that the participants held positive attitudes toward
PBL. Moreover, they perceived PBL as an effective pedagogical approach that enhanced their 21st-century
skills, including critical thinking, creativity, information literacy, and communication. In addition, the study
provides insights into how PBL fosters these skills, aligning with the evolving educational needs of students in

the 21st century.

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Introduction

In recent years, Project-Based Learning (PBL) has gained prominence in translation education
(Hilmi & Safitri, 2022; Al-Sowaidi, 2021; Astuti et al., 2021; Apandi & Afiah, 2019; Moghaddas &
Khoshsaligheh, 2019; Deng, 2018; Alkhatnai, 2017; Li, 2015). This pedagogical approach represents a
shift towards experiential and student-centric learning, aligning with the evolving demands of 21st-
century skills such as critical thinking, creativity, information literacy, and effective communication.
These competencies are considered essential in our interconnected and technology-driven world
(Binkley et al, 2012). Translation proficiency plays a vital role in facilitating cross—cultural
communication, making it imperative for translation professionals to possess these 21st-century skills. In
today's professional world, translation proficiency holds a pivotal role in fostering effective
communication across linquistic and cultural boundaries. As the global landscape becomes increasingly
interconnected, the ability to translate not only language but also nuanced cultural nuances is crucial.
Translation professionals are expected to possess a suite of 21st-century skills, including critical thinking
to convey meaning accurately, creativity to adapt content for different contexts, and collaboration to
work with diverse teams and clients worldwide (Binkley et al., 2010). Moreover, their information
literacy and ICT skills are vital for researching and utilizing digital resources while maintaining ethical

standards (Binkley et al., 2012).

Project-based Learning

Rooted in Vygotsky's social constructivism model (1978), Project-based learning (PBL) is a
collaborative approach that emphasizes learner autonomy, investigative activities, and reflection on
real-world practices (Kokotsaki et al., 2016). Stoller (2006) defines PBL as an integration of
process and product, focusing on skill integration and student accountability. Condliffe (2017) notes
its enhancement of critical 21st-century skills like creativity, critical thinking, and communication.
Furthermore, the complexity of PBL involves engaging students in challenging tasks such as design

and problem-solving, preparing them for various real-world scenarios (Quint and Condliffe, 2018).

Hovey and Ferguson (2014) identify the core of Project-Based Learning (PBL) as a

complex project-centered curriculum, emphasizing individual and cooperative learner initiative to
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foster real-world motivation. Triling and Fadel (2009) further highlight the critical role of
continuous reflective evaluation and revision, leading to practical and applicable outcomes. In the
realm of PBL research, the ability to critically assess information's adequacy and reliability
becomes crucial, especially when using ICT tools, a process where Bell (2010) notes the essential
guidance role of teachers. Additionally, PBL's interdisciplinary nature encourages an in-depth
exploration of topics and connections between subjects, thereby enhancing learners' knowledge

and skills (Ralph; 2015).

The collaborative and negotiated nature of team projects in PBL fosters the development of
negotiation skills and the effective amalgamation of language skills with disciplinary knowledge,
further enhancing information technology proficiency (Poonpon, 2017). Echoing these multifaceted
benefits, Shin (2018) reports highly positive perceptions and improved outcomes among students
engaged in technology-enhanced project-based learning. This method not only improves
vocabulary and language skills but also significantly boosts motivation and attitudes towards

learning English, underlining the comprehensive impact of PBL.

Project-based Learning in Translation Classes

Project-based learning (PBL) has emerged as a significant pedagogical approach in
translation classes, recognized for its ability to enhance language proficiency and translation skills.
Studies have consistently shown that students exhibit positive attitudes toward PBL, linking it to
increased engagement, motivation (Li, 2015), and improvements in translation quality, critical
thinking, and teamwork (Moghaddas & Khoshsaligheh, 2019). Despite noting practicality and time
concerns, students in various contexts, from Saudi under—preparation translators (Alkhatnai, 2017)
to EFL learners in Computer-Assisted Translation (CAT) courses (Astuti et al.,, 2021), report

benefits like autonomy, creative thinking, and academic challenges.

Engagement with PBL in translation courses is notably high, with students actively
participating and demonstrating increased translation competency over traditional methods (Hilmi &
Sdfitri, 2022; Al-Sowaidi, 2021). The project-based flipped learning model, in particular, has been

credited for enhancing motivation, active participation, and self-evaluation of translation
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competence (Deng, 2018), proving especially effective in English to Chinese business translation
courses (Apandi & Afiah, 2019). Collectively, these findings underscore PBL's vital role in improving
student attitudes, engagement, and translation skills, marking it as a valuable approach in

translation education.

21St—Century Skill Framework

21st-century skills refer to a set of competencies and abilities required for individuals to be
successful in the rapidly developed landscape of the 21™ century. The skills involve a combination
of cognitive, interpersonal, and practical proficiencies. While the specific elements may vary slightly
depending on different educational and professional frameworks, several key components are
consistently recognized. The KSAVE model (Binkley et al., 2012), composed of knowledge, skills,
attitudes, values, and ethics, offers a comprehensive framework for understanding and
categorizing the skills necessary for 21st-century learners. It divides these skills into four distinct
categories: "Ways of Thinking," encompassing creativity, critical thinking, problem-solving, and
metacognition; "Ways of Working," which includes communication and collaboration; "Tools for
Working," covering information literacy and ICT literacy; and "Living in the World," which involves
citizenship at both local and global levels, life and career skills, and personal and social
responsibility, including cultural awareness and competence. This model provides a structured
approach to analyze and address the multifaceted skills required in the modern world. Moreover,
it emphasizes the importance of not only defining these skills but also integrating them into
education systems through effective teaching and assessment, ensuring that 21st-century aims
and goals become an integral part of the learning experience for students, ultimately driving

meaningful change in education.

Despite globally extensive studies on the impacts and implementation of project-based
learning in English language education, its impacts on learners’ translation competency and 21st-
century skills have been in encouragement to the wider investigation. Such a study with the
translation class in Thailand, specifically a Thai-into-English one, has been in scarcity. Accordingly,

there is a need to conduct this study. It aims to (1) investigate learners’ attitudes toward project-
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based learning in a Thai-to-English translation course; and (2) explore how the students perceived

their 215t—century skill development through project-based learning.
Methodology
Participants

The participants of the current study included Thai EFL 85 English-major undergraduate
students from a private university in southern Thailand, enrolling in the Thai-to-English Course for
the academic year 2022 in the second semester. Most of them were native speakers of Pattani
Malay, residing in Thailand’s Deep South region. A smaller group hailed from other provinces in

the country and spoke Thai as their mother tongue.
Instrumentation

This study employed a mixed-method design, incorporating both quantitative and
qualitative approaches. The research instruments consisted of a perception questionnaire and a
self-reflection. They were administered to the participants via an online platform, Google Form.
The participants were asked to consent to respond to the questionnaire and participate in the

investigation.

The questionnaire, incorporating two 5-Likert rating scale surveys, was adapted from
Sulaiman & Shahrill (2015) and Shin (2018) to accurately gauge learners' attitudes towards
project-based collaborative learning and their perceptions of developing 21st-century skills. These
surveys were chosen for their proven validity and high Index of Item-0bjective Congruence (I0C),
ensuring that the questions are both relevant and effective in measuring the intended constructs.
The adoption of Sulaiman & Shahrill's study was due to its comprehensive exploration of
collaborative learning environments, while Shin's work was selected for its insightful analysis of
skill development in a 21st-century context. Together, these studies provide a robust framework
for the questionnaire, ensuring a reliable and valid assessment of learners' attitudes and
perceptions. The survey of learners’ attitudes towards project-based collaborative learning
included 15 statements categorized into three groups: learning stimulation (items 1-4), knowledge

and understanding promotion (items 5-9), and interpersonal relationship skill enhancement (items
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10-15). The other part encompassed 75 statements divided into four categories representing
various aspects of 21st-century skills based on Binkley et al.'s KSAVE model (2012). In the "Ways
of thinking" category, participants emphasized the importance of creativity and innovation (1-4) as
well as critical thinking, problem-solving, and decision-making (5-9). The attitudinal disposition
segment (10-16) captured the mindset required for these skills. "Ways of thinking" related to
learning and metacognition (17-18) offered insights into adaptability and self-directed learning.
"Ways of working" covered communication skills in both the mother tongue (19-22) and English
(23), along with teamwork and collaboration skills (24-29). The "Tools for working" section
explored information literacy (30-33) and ICT literacy (34-38). Information literacy was further
expanded (39-52), emphasizing the significance of these skills in navigating the information-rich
landscape. In the context of "Living in the world," the survey delved into local and global
citizenship (563-57), adaptability (58), flexibility (59-60), goal management (61), self-directed
learning (62-65), and results production (66-72), highlighting personal and social responsibilities
(74-75). Overall, the survey effectively captured diverse aspects of 21st-century skills, providing
a comprehensive view of learners' perceptions in these vital areas. It was then piloted with a
sample of 10 fourth-year English majors who passed this course last year to be sure of the same

characteristics and familiarity with the approach.

The self-reflection, a qualitative instrument, aimed at the participants reflecting the
benefits of the project-based collaborative learning they acquired as well as the strengths and

weaknesses they were aware of through the learning approach.
Procedure

Under the Thai-English Translation course, all students were required to do a course
project in which knowledge learned in the class was applied and a research skill was encouraged
through collaborative working progress along the course within the framework of three core

principles:

Firstly, the "Awareness Framework" challenged students to infuse creativity into translation
projects guided by three principles: understanding practical learning objectives, discovering

personal passion, and respecting local wisdom while promoting global awareness and empathy for

human rights and ethics. This approach, during weeks 2-4, encouraged innovative solutions

aligned with these principles, using translation as a tool to foster innovation.

Secondly, the "Research-based Collaborative Investigation Framework" entailed a
structured process involving groups of 5-6 students, each assigned a Thai text with its English
translation. The project spanned five stages: an initial study of the Thai text (weeks 2-6),
translation production (weeks 7-11) with peer review for accuracy, readability, and language flow,
collaborative revision and refinement, presentation on analysis, strategies, and challenges (weeks
12-13), and group presentations (week 14). In the final stage, individual reports were created,
incorporating an analysis of translation strategies, all drafts, and solutions to encountered problems.
This comprehensive framework facilitated collaborative learning, deep exploration of translation

strategies, and effective problem-solving.

Finally, in the "Creativity—based Innovation Framework," students contributed to society in
weeks 14-16 by translating local wisdom into English. Through collaboration, they created
multimedia presentations celebrating Thailand's southern border region's cultural heritage. After
project submission, students completed an online survey via the course's Facebook Chat Group to
assess their project-based learning attitudes and respond to open-ended questions about the

learning approach.
Data analysis

This study employed a mixed-methods approach to analyze students' perceptions of
collaborative project-based learning in their Thai-to-English translation class. Upon the completion
of the project at the end of the semester, the students were assigned to upload their digital
projects onto a Google Form in which the questionnaire was embedded. The quantitative analysis
involved survey responses, with mean scores and standard deviations calculated in MS Excel for
Education to assess overall attitudes and variations. Survey items used a five—point Likert scale: 1)
Strongly Disagree, 2) Disagree, 3) Neutral, 4) Agree, and 5) Strongly Agree (see Table 1). The
initial analysis used descriptive statistics, including means and standard deviations. Means were
categorized as follows: Strongly Disagree (1.00-1.80), Disagree (1.81-2.60), Neutral (2.61-3.40),
Agree (3.41-4.20), and Strongly Agree (4.21-5.00) (Pimentel, 2010). This approach facilitated
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response categorization. Qualitative self-reflection data underwent thematic content analysis
conducted in Open code 4.03, and coding responses to identify recurring themes and insights.
These qualitative findings complemented the quantitative results, offering specific advantages

associated with the learning approach.
Findings

The research findings are presented based on the research aims: (1) investigating learners’
attitudes toward project-based learning in a Thai-to-English translation course; and (2) exploring

how the students perceived their 215t—century skill development through project-based learning.
Learners Attitudes towards Project-based Collaborative Learning

The survey findings provide valuable insights into students' perceptions of collaborative

learning through project-based approaches as presented and summarized in. Table 1.

On average, students held highly favorable and widely accepted attitudes towards
this learning method, with a mean score (x_) of 4.49 and a relatively low standard deviation
(SD = 0.60), indicating a consensus among respondents. Specifically, collaborative learning

through projects was recognized for its effectiveness in promoting knowledge and

understanding (><_= 4.57, SD = 0.57) and stimulating the learning process (><_: 4.51, SD = 0.53).
Additionally, students showed strong agreement regarding the role of this approach in
fostering interpersonal skills (x_: 4.42, SD = 0.67). The aspects that received the highest
levels of favor and acceptance included the perception that the translation project led to
an increase in knowledge of new English expressions and word usage (><_: 4.67, SD = 0.48).
Furthermore, students noted that they learned extensively about translation strategies for
specific work through the project (><_: 4.65, SD = 0.48). They also found the experience of
learning Thai-to-English translation through group projects to be highly beneficial (x_: 4.65,
SD = 0.51) and recognized that project-based collaborative learning enhanced their ability to
work effectively in groups (x_= 4.65, SD = 0.51). These insights emphasize the positive impact
of collaborative project-based learning on students' knowledge acquisition and skill

development.

Consistently, the findings from the self-reflections also revealed that collaborative
project-based learning in a Thai-to-English translation class has yielded a wealth of insights
from learners, shedding light on the advantages it brings. Firstly, learners emphasized that
activities supported various language learning strategies (see Excerpt 1). They mentioned the
importance of vocabulary acquisition and learning how to use it effectively. This includes
gaining a substantial vocabulary in both Thai and English and understanding how to apply it.
Additionally, learners mentioned the significance of learning translation strategies that can
be applied in diverse contexts. These insights underscored the practical and strategic aspects

of language learning and translation.

Excerpt 1: During we did the activities, we can develop quickly because of the failure. We

could learn from that and saw the correct one on that time.

Secondly, Learners discussed how activities in the classroom positively influenced
their memory retention. Learners acknowledged that passive listening often led to
difficulties in remembering information, but through these activities, they found their
memory and understanding of concepts improved significantly. This highlights the role of

active learning methods in reinforcing language skills (see Excerpts 2 and 3).
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Excerpt 2: | easily forget if | just listen. So, using activities helps me to remember so much.

Excerpt 3: Learning activities help to improve myself a ot because they're fun and | can

understand and remember more than learning without activities.

Thirdly, cultural exchange emerged as an important aspect of classroom activities.
Learners described how these activities allowed them to exchange opinions and ideas with
peers from different cultural backgrounds (see Excerpt 4). This not only improved their
language skills but also enhanced their ability to engage in cross-cultural communication.
Translating words, phrases, and sentences from their culture into natural English further

enriched their language skills (see Excerpt 5).
Excerpt 4: Exchange or opinion with other cultures, such as culture languages.

Excerpt 5: My group did a product and there were some words, phrases, and sentences that
| took from Thai culture. Therefore, | can improve myself by learning and

searching these kinds of words and trying to translate them into natural English.

Learners pointed out that classroom activities contributed to skill development. This
included teamwork (see Excerpt 6), problem-solving (see Excerpt 7), and time-management
(see Excerpt 8) skills. They highligshted that competing against time in group activities
challenged them to think quickly and make decisions efficiently. This aspect of skill

development is valuable not only for language learning but for overall personal growth.

Excerpt 6: We can get more styles in translation between our group members through doing

activity.

Excerpt 7: It made me apply what I've learned in the class. | have to seek more information

to make my work more reliable and logical.
Excerpt 8: Activities taught me to think and answer in a short time.

Critical thinking skills were mentioned as a key benefit of participating in classroom

activities. Learners explained that engaging in these activities heightened their ability to think
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critically (see Excerpt 9) and make informed decisions before taking action (see Excerpt 10).

This is particularly important when dealing with translation and language-related challenges.

Excerpt 9: Activities encouraged me to think comprehensively before taking action and

making decisions.

Excerpt 10: | have to seek more information in terms of making my work more reliable and

logical.

In addition, learners expressed that classroom activities were motivating and
enhanced their overall learning experience (see Excerpt 11). The enjoyment they derived
from these activities, along with the knowledge and understanding gained, played a crucial

role in maintaining their interest and commitment to learning.

Excerpt 11: Learning activities help to improve myself a lot because it's fun and | can

understand and easy to remember more than learning without activities.

Moreover, activities were seen as comprehensive tools that not only helped learners
understand lessons better but also enabled them to apply what they had learned (see
Excerpt 12). This practical application of language skills in real-world scenarios is essential

for language proficiency.

Excerpt 12: Activities are most effective to me. When we do activities, we always make
different groups, and we will get great ideas from our different members and any

activities.

Lastly, learners learned to be adaptable and flexible (see Excerpt 13), especially
when dealing with unexpected changes in content or approaches in the classroom (see
Excerpt 14). This adaptability is a valuable skill for language professionals who often

encounter diverse and unpredictable translation challenges.

Excerpt 13: In the classroom, some activities or techniques that the teacher provides can be
challenging. Still, | appreciate the fact that the teacher encourages us to find

answers on our own.
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Excerpt 14: The activities can be quite unexpected, but that keeps us on our toes and helps

us adapt.

In summary, both qualitative self-reflections and survey findings highlight the
comprehensive benefits of collaborative project-based learning in a Thai-English translation
class. Participants noted improved language and translation skills, enhanced memory, cross-
cultural communication, critical thinking, and motivation, along with the practical application
of these skills through classroom activities. This approach significantly fosters knowledge

acquisition and skill development.

Learners’ Perception of Developing 21st-Century Skills through Project-based Learning

This section outlines research findings on participants' perceptions of developing 21st-century
skills through project-based learning, categorized in Table 2 as "ways of thinking" (creativity, critical
thinking, problem-solving, metacognition), "ways of working" (communication, collaboration), "tools for
working" (information literacy, ICT literacy), and "living in the world" (local and global citizenship, life and

career skills, personal and social responsibility, including cultural awareness and competence).

Table 2 reveals students' strong positive perceptions of 21st-century skills, with an overall
average score of 4.26 (SD = 0.68). In the "ways of thinking" category, creativity and innovation
scored highest (X = 4.40, SD = 0.64), indicating a strong inclination towards new ideas. Other
areas like critical thinking, problem-solving, and metacognition also rated highly. Students showed
proficiency in "ways of working," with effective communication (X = 4.29, SD = 0.68) and
teamwork collaboration (X = 4.34, SD = 0.62) receiving strong ratings. In the "tools for working"
category, information literacy (X = 4.27, SD = 0.65) and ICT literacy (X = 4.26, SD = 0.69) were
well-regarded, with a slightly lower score in a subsequent instance of information literacy. For
"living in the world," students scored positively on adaptability, respect for diversity, and personal
and social responsibility. These results collectively underscore the students' preparedness in
collaborative learning, critical thinking, communication, teamwork, information management, and

ethical responsibility, crucial for modern success.

Discussion

This study reveals the positive impact of project-based learning (PBL) on student attitudes
and the development of 21st—century skills in translation classes, resonating with Vygotsky's social
constructivism and reinforcing PBL's effectiveness in enhancing language and translation skills (Li,
2015; Moghaddas & Khoshsaligheh, 2019). It highlights students' improved creativity and critical
thinking, aligning with Condliffe's findings (2017) and emphasizing PBL's role in modern education.

The study also underscores the importance of interdisciplinary collaboration, in line with Ralph's

(2015) and Poonpon's (2017) research, essential for addressing contemporary challenges.
Additionally, it echoes Shin's (2018) observations of increased motivation and language skills
through PBL and daligns with Al-Sowaidi (2021) and Deng's (2018) research on enhancing
translation competency. Overall, the present study affirms PBL's comprehensive benefits in
translation education, including linguistic proficiency, critical thinking, interdisciplinary learning,

motivation, and translation skills, preparing students for the complexities of today's world.

Implications

The implications of this study are multifold. Firstly, educators and curriculum developers are
encouraged to integrate PBL into translation and language learning curricula to enhance language
proficiency, critical thinking, and interdisciplinary skills. Secondly, the study suggests that PBL can be a
valuable tool for educators looking to engage students more deeply and prepare them for real-world
challenges. Furthermore, the emphasis on translation skills indicates that PBL can specifically benefit
translation studies by providing a more contextual and practical learning environment. Educational
policymakers might also consider promoting PBL methodologies in broader educational settings due to

their proven effectiveness in enhancing 21st-century competencies.

Suggestions for Further Research

Future research should explore the long-term impacts of PBL on students' professional
development and career readiness in the field of translation. There is a need for comparative studies
that evaluate the effectiveness of PBL against other teaching methodologies in translation education.
Further research could also examine the specific components of PBL that contribute most significantly
to skill development, as well as the challenges and limitations of implementing PBL in diverse
educational settings. Investigating the role of technology in enhancing the PBL experience, especially in
remote or hybrid learning environments, would also provide valuable insights. Additionally, expanding
this research to different cultural and linguistic contexts would offer a broader understanding of PBL's

applicability and effectiveness in global translation education.

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Promoting Tolerance and School-Community Collaboration through Religious

This research explores the role of multicultural schools in upholding harmony amidst
cultural differences while emphasizing religion-based education fostering tolerance. It seeks
to answer two main questions: (1) How do multicultural schools retain harmony while
promoting tolerance through religious education? (2) What strategies and approaches does
religious education employ to inculcate tolerance values in students? The objectives are
twofold: to delve into the nuances of religious education centered on tolerance and to
discern the mechanisms and underlying values promoting a tolerance culture within
schools.Given the diverse tapestry of societies, understanding the infusion of tolerance via
religious education becomes paramount. Using a philosophical-phenomenological
framework, the study identifies three dimensions of religious thinking: Subjectivity,
Objectivity, and Intersubjectivity. Data was gathered using observations, interviews, and
documentation and validated through the Triangulation Technique. An interactive analytical
method was employed, consisting of data reduction, display, and conclusion derivation.

Findings indicate that Muang Pattani Elementary School in Thailand adeptly integrates
tolerance values in religious education through several methodologies: the Rahmatan il

A'lamin Islamic Approach, Micro, Meso, and Macro Approaches. The bedrock of this tolerant
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attitude is sourced from the balanced teachings of Islam and Buddhism, fortified by Royal
edicts, emphasizing three primary values: Khaochai (understanding), Khaotong (deep
engagement), and Pattana (construction). Furthermore, the emphasis on Cooperative Values
and the widespread movement championing tolerance attitudes resonate deeply within the

school-community nexus.

Hasil penelitian ini diharapkan dapat menjadi lesson leamed
bagi praktek-praktek pendidikan agama di berbagai wilayah di Negara Thai, khususnya mereka yang
bergerak pada lembaga pendidikan dengan siswa multikultur di lingkungan masyarakat yang juga
multikultur. Kajian tentang Pendidikan Agama Pendukung Sikap Toleran dan Kemitraan
Sekolah dan Masyarakat Studi Kasus Sekolah Dasar Muang Pattani, Thailand Selatan untuk
mengtahui tentang penerapan pendidikan agama berbesis toleransi dan pelaksanaan

pendidikan dan pendekatan dalam membangun sikap toleransi di sekolah

2. Tujuan penelian

Penelian ini adalah bertujuan untuk:
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(1) mengetahui tentang penerapan pendidikan agama berbesis tolenransi di sekolah
dasar Muang Pattani Thailand Selatan
(2) mengetahui tentang pelaksanaan dan sumber nilai dalam membangun sikap

toleransi di sekolah dasar Muang Pattani Thailand Selatan

3. Metode Penelitian

Penelitian ini merupakan penelitian lapangan (field research) yaitu penelitian dengan
cara terjun langsung ke tempat penelitian untuk mengamati dan terlibat secara langsung
dengan objek penelitiannya Joko Subagyo, 1991: 109). Jenis penelitiannya ialah penelitian
kualitatif dengan logika berpikir induktif, di mana penelitian ini memiliki karakteristik bahwa
datanya dinyatakan dalam keadaan sewajarnya atau sebagaimana adanya dengan tidak
mengubah dalam bentuk simbol ataupun bilangan karena metode penelitian ini memang
tidak menggunakan data statistik (Ronny Kountur, (2004: 24). Selain itu dari segi perspektifnya
juga penelitian kualitatif lebih menggunakan perspektif emic yang dalam pengumpulan
datanya diungkapkan apa adanya4, sehingga data yang diperoleh penulis ungkapkan sesuai
dengan hasil yang diperoleh di lapangan tanpa ada interpretasi dalam bentuk bilangan.
Pendekatan Penelitian yang digunakan adalah pendekatan filosofis-fenomologis berhasil
memetakan tiga corak entitas berpikir keagamaan yaitu Subjektifitas, Objektifitas dan
Intersubjektifitas. Manakala Informanya adalah kepala sekolah, wakil lepala Sekolah guru
pendidkan Islam, guru pendidikan umum dan 5 prang siswa yang beragama Islam dan 5
orang yang beragama budha. Dan informan lainnya ialah orang-orang yang mengetahui,
berkaitan dan menjadi pelaku dari pelaksanaan kegiatan yang diharapkan dapat memberikan
informasi atau lebih. Teknik pengumpulan datanya yaitu observasi, wawancara dan
dokumentasi. Uji keabsahan data menggunakan Teknik Triangulasi. Anailisis data
menggunakan analisis interaktif yang meliputi: (1) reduksi data, (2) display data, dan (3)

pengambilan kesimpulan.

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4. Hasil Penelitian

Hasil Penelitian melalui data, wawancara, abservasi,dan informan yang berkaitan maka
dapat diuraikan sebagai berikut:

4.1 Penerapan pendidikan agama berbesis tolenransi di sekolah dasar Muang Pattani
Thailand Selatan

4.1.1 Model Pendidikan Agama pada Masyarakat Multikultur

Berbagai tulisan dan penelitian telah sering didapati tentang implementasi
pendidikan agama berbasis multikultural. Pertanyaannya adalah model pendidikan agama
seperti apa agar melahirkan pribadi-pribadi yang toleran, inklusif, humanis, dan meneguhkan
spirit pluralisme dan multikulturalisme? Untuk menjawab model pendidikan yang digagas
oleh Amin Abdullah (2014). serta Tabita Kartika Christiani (2005). Amin Abdullah
menggunakan pendekatan filosofis yang diinspirasikan oleh Immanuel Kant dalam karyanya
Perpetual Peace. Kemudian dikembangkan lewat pendekatan fenomenologi agama dalam
studi agama-agama. Pendekatan filosofis yang digunakan ini memetakan dan mendialogkan
tiga corak entitas berpikir keagamaan vyaitu Subjektif, Objektif dan Intersubjektif dalam
keberagamaan manusia. Bagaimana ciri-ciri corak keberagamaan yang bersifat “Subjektif”,
“Objektif”, dan “intersubjektif”? (Amin Abdullah, 2014, : 7-8).

Dari studi agama dapat diperoleh ciri-ciri keberagamaan Subjektif antara lain
memandang dan melihat keberagamaan orang atau kelompok lain lewat kacamata
keagamaan yang ia miliki sendiri. Mengukur ukuran sepatu orang dengan ukuran sepatu yang
biasa dipakai sendiri. Pandangan normatif ini seringkali bersifat dogmatis-teologis, sehingga
kadang tanpa diketahui dan disadari masuk unsur fanatism. Jika fanatisme telah masuk,
maka “emosi” pun ikut menyelinap masuk. (Amin Abdullah, 2014, : 7-8).

4.1.2 Pendekatan Pendidikan Agama Berbasis Nilai-nilai Toleransi

Pendekatan adalah cara untuk mengatasi masalah atau mencapai suatu tujuan.
Pendekatan pendidikan agama berbasis nilai-nilai toleransi adalah cara untuk mengatasi
masalah yang terjadi terkait dengan kondisi intoleran, seperti: mengejek, membeda-bedakan,
berprasangka buruk, bahkan mungkin mengucilkan temannya yang berbeda agama. Dalam

implementasi pendidikan agama Islam yang berbasis nilai-nilai toleransi penting
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memperhatikan dan menggunakan multi-approach, karena menggunakan satu pendekatan
pada zaman sekarang ini sudah tidak mencukupi.

Pendidikan Agama Islam termasuk dalam rumpun pendidikan nilai, sehingga dalam
konteks penelitian ini dikenalkan sedikitnya ada tiga pendekatan, yaitu: (1) pendekatan mikro,
bersifat individual), (2) pendekatan meso, berupa rekayasa kultur yang berkarakter, dan (3)
pendekatan makro, berupa jaringan kerjasama.(Sumarni  Sri, 2016: 81; Lentera, 2015).
Penjelasan secara rinci tentang masing-masing pendekatan dapat dilihat pada bab berikut ini.

4.1 pelaksanaan dan sumber nilai dalam membangun sikap toleransi di sekolah dasar

Muang Pattani Thailand Selatan

Nilai toleransi menjadi penting melihat kondisi sebagaimana telah diuraikan di
atas. Dalam konteks persekolahan, kelas atau sekolah merupakan miniatur dari wujud
keberagaman masyarakatnya. Oleh karena itu, sebagaimana di Thailand Selatan, sekolah
juga merupakan miniatur dari keragaman budaya dan agama masyarakatnya, sehingga di
Thailand beberapa sekolah memiliki siswa muslim dan budhis, Agar sekolah menjadi tempat
belajar siswa yang kondusif, maka penanaman nilai-nilai toleransi sejak sedini mungkin
adalah langkah strategis. Michele Borba mengatakan bahwa, jika kita ingin anak-anak kita
hidup secara harmonis dalam abad ke-21 yang multietnis ini, perlu sekali ditumbuhkan
kebajikan utama yang keenam (toleransi) dan mulai menerapkannya sejak dini (Michele
Borba, 2001). Manakala model Pendidikan Agama Islam Berbasis Nilai Toleransi di Sekolah

Dasar Muang Pattani Thailand Selatan adalah:

(1) Program Sekolah Pendukung Tercapainya Tujuan Pendidikan Agama Islam Proses
masuknya Islam di Pattani tidak bisa dilepaskan dari peranan pendidikan. Pada tahap awal
pendidikan informal sangat berperan, yaitu kontak informal antara mubaligh dengan rakyat
setempat. Selanjutnya ditindaklanjuti dengan munculnya pendidikan non-formal, dan
terakhir pendidikan formal. Pada tahap awal pendidikan agama Islam di kawasan Thailand
Selatan dilaksanakan pendidikan Al-Qur'an. Pengajian al-Quran ini dilaksanakan di masjid dan
rumah-rumah Tok Guru. Disetiap kompang ada rumah Tok Guru yang dijadikan tempat

pengajian Al-Quran. Selanjutnya muncullah pendidikan pondok berposisi sebagai lembaga
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pendidikan yang amat penting di Thailand Selatan. Selanjutnya sejarah telah mencatat
adanya perubahan dalam sistem Pendidikan Islam di Thailand, utamanya berkaitan dengan
isue modernisasi. Sistem pendidikan yang tidak terstruktural tersebut berubah kepada sistem
pendidikan yang terstruktur, berupa sekolah atau madrasah.’

Sekolah Muang Pattani adalah salah satu sekolah dasar yang terletak di Provinsi
Pattani. Sekolah ini termasuk dalam kategori Sekolah Dasar Kerajaan Satu Sistem dengan
mata pelajaran Pendidikan Agama hanya 2 jam per minggu. Agama yang dimiliki siswanya
sebanyak 35% beragama Budha dan 65% beragama Islam sehingga sekolah ini termasuk
dalam kategori sekolah multikultur. Kepala sekolah dipegang oleh seorang guru muslim dan
wakil kepala sekolah seorang budhis. Keadaan keberagamaan gurunya juga 40% Budhiis dan
60% muslim.

(2) Visi sekolahnya adalah “Menjadi lembaga terkemuka dalam pengelolaan
pendidikan dasar yang mencakup semua pendidikan wajib dengan kualitas yang standar”.
Pendidikan wajib artinya sekolah ini mengajarkan ilmu pengetahuan dasar yang akan menjadi
bekal anak untuk melanjutkan pendidikan ke jenjang lebih tinggi, seperti: Matematika, IPA,
IPS, dan Bahasa. Sementara yang dimaksud pendidikan dengan kualitas standar adalah

standar dari pelayanan kepada siswa maupun standar dari pemenuhan kehidupan yang

® Perubahan tersebut juga seiring munculnya kebijakan dan tekanan Kerajaan Thai terhadap masyarakat melayu
Pattani. Pada tahun 1933 Haji Sulong mendirikan sekolah moderen pertama di Pattani. Projek pembangunan sekolah Agama
pertama di Pattani mulai dibangun dan penghujung tahun 1933 dengan jumlah dana 7200 Bath yang disumbangkan oleh
umat Muslim yang berada dikampung anak —Ru dan sekitarnya dengan diberi nama sekolahnya Madrasah Al- Ma’arif Al —
Wathaniyah Fathani. Oleh karena itu maka lembaga pendidikan Pondok secara bertahap berubah menjadi sekolah swasta
Islam (madrasah). Dinamika Pondok ini terjadi di Pattani terutama setelah pemerintah ikut serta untuk melaksanakan
perubahan di Pondok, diantaranya adanya usaha memasukkkan mata pelajaran umum. Usaha itu pada mulanya mendapat
tantangan Perubahan Pondok ke sistem pendidikan sekolah Islam swasta (madrasah). Dengan menganut sistem
persekolahan (Madrasah) di Thailand dapat membawa perubahan yang luar biasa bagi masyarakat Islam. Para lulusan
sekolah Islam swasta (madrasah) itu dapat memilih kemana mereka ingin melanjutkan pelajarannya sesuai dengan minat
dan perhatiannya. Apabila dia berminat dalam bidang Sains, maka dia dapat melanjutkan studi dalam bidang tersebut,
begitu juga apabila dia lebih terkonsentrasi dalam bidang agama dan bahasa Arab, juga dapat direalisasikannya untuk
melanjutkan studi kebidang tersebut.

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layak, baik aspek fisik maupun aspek moral spiritual. Pemenuhan kebutuhan fisik meliputi
fisik kesehatan badan maupun fisik kebersihan lingkungan.

Upaya sekolah dalam pemenuhan kebutuhan fisik dilakukan dengan merancang
program-program perbaikan nutrisi dan olah raga, sementara pemenuhan kebutuhan
kesehatan lingkungan melalui penerapan pola hidup sehat, bersih, dan indah. Program-
program ini tertuang dalam 10 Kebijakan Pelayanan Minimum yaitu: 1) Menjadi sekolah yang
memiliki suasana yang indah dan aman, 2) Menjadi sekolah yang mengutamakan kesehatan
bagi siswa, guru, dan pegawai. 3) Mendorong siswa untuk belajar dan meneliti dari berbagai
sumber 4) Membiasakan siswa, guru, dan pegawai dalam melaksanakan 10 kebiajakan yang
ditetapkan sekolah 5) Mempromosikan nutrisi yang baik bagi siswa dan personil sekolah
6) Menggalakkan siswa, guru, dan masyarakat dalam berolahraga demi kesehatan;
7) Menggalakkan siswa, guru, dan pegawai untuk membiasakan berbuat yang baik-baik.
8) Menjadikan sekolah mempunyai hubungan baik dan saling menghargai dengan masyarakat;
9) Mendorong masyarakat untuk berpartisipasi aktif dalam mengembangkan kesehatan siswa.
10) Bekerja sama dengan masysrakat untuk memecahkan masalah sosial bersama dengan
tidak membedakan suku dan agama. Dari sepuluh kebijakan tersebut nampak bahwa sekolah
ini sangat peduli dterhadap kultur sekolah untuk membangun nilai-nilai toleransi.

SD Muang Pattani termasuk dalam kategori sekolah satu sistem, di mana mata
pelajaran Pendidikan agama baik Islam maupun Budha diberikan dalam waktu 2 jam dalam
seminggu.6 Sekolah ini juga merupakan sekolah kerajaan, jadi banyak mendapat support
penuh dalam pengadaan buku-buku untuk para siswanya, termasuk buku Agama Islam.

Materi yang tertuang dalam buku sebelumnya telah digodhok oleh team yang dibentuk oleh

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lembaga kerajaan. Team itu terdiri dari para guru pendidikan Agama Islam senior yang
mengurusi bidang keagamaan untuk tingkat provinsi.

Semua guru, termasuk guru Pendidikan Agama Islam yang mengajar di Wilayah Thailand
Selatan mengemban tugas membangun nilai-nilai toleransi. Bahkan guru Pendidikan Agama
Istam di sekolah Muang Pattani memiliki komitmen tingsi dalam membawa nilai-nilai
toleransi yang diamanahkan Kerajaan karena sesuai dengan prinsipnya dalam beragama,
yaitu:  “Islam Rahmatan Lil’alamiin”. Baginya, kewajiban bertoleransi sama dengan
kewajibannya menjalankan ibadah yang lain. Guru agama Islam memiliki prinsip “Man Salima
Lisanuhu”, seorang muslim harus bisa menjaga lisannya, mengandung makna: (1) guru agama
bisa menjadi penggerak untuk berbicara yang baik dan bersedia mendahului salam
(menyapa) kepada semua orang, tidak deskriminatif terhadap suku dan agamanya; (2) dalam
berbicara atau berdiskusi guru agama berusaha menjunjung nilai-nilai moral dengan tidak
memaksakan kehendak mereka kepada pihak lain. Guru mendidik siswa untuk berperilaku
baik melalui pembiasaan-pembiasaan, seperti: berdo’a sebelum beraktifitas, memberi salam
kepada semua warga dan tidak membedakan agama dan sukunya, bergaul secara baik tidak
menyakiti temannya, membuang sampah pada tempatnya, tidak menginjak tanaman, dan
sebagainya Siswa yang memiliki masalah didekatinya secara individual dan mendatangi orang
tuanya untuk membicarakan dan mencari solusi masalah yang dialami siswa. Itu berarti
banyak menggunakan pendekatan mezo dan mikro dalam pendidikan agama, baik di kelas
maupun di luar kelas. Ada tiga nilai yang diamanahkan oleh Kerajaan dalam membangun
kultur bertoleransi, khususnya bagi para pegawai atau guru yang akan bertugas ke wilayah
selatan, vyaitu: (1) Khaochai (fahami), (2) Khaotong (masuk atau datangi sampai ke akar
rumput), dan (3) Pattana (membangun).

Jadi dapat disimpulkan bahwa sguru agama Islam di Muang Pattani telah mampu
menjaga tiga pilar nilai toleransi yang merupakan amanah dari Kerajaan, dan telah menjadi
dinamisator bagi sekolah dan terus menggerakkan nilai toleransi melalui berbagai kegiatan
dan perlakuan khusus pada saat hari besar agama, baik Islam maupun Budha.

Penanaman nilai-nilai toleransi di SD Muang Pattani banyak dicontohkan oleh sosok
kepala sekolah yang seorang muslim yang moderat dan wakil kepala sekolah yang seorang

budhis yang moderat juga. Mereka bekerja dengan solid untuk mensukseskan 10 program

a
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sekolah yang telah dirumuskan bersama antara kepala sekolah, wakil kepala sekolah, para
guru dan orang tua. Mereka bekerja dilandasi oleh nilai-nilai toleransi yang bersumber dari
maklumat Raja agar rakyatnya saling bertoleransi, khususnya basi para pegawai atau guru
yang akan bertugas ke wilayah selatan, yaitu: (1) Khaochai (fahami), (2) Khaotong (masuk atau
datangi sampai ke akar rumput), dan (3) Pattana (membangun). Ke sepuluh program tersebut
sengaja diadakan di samping untuk meningkatkan kesehatan fisik manusia, kesehatan fisik
lingkungan, juga untuk mempererat komunikasi dan interaksi sehingga mereka lebih mudah
untuk saling memahami satu sama lain. Dari hubungan yang terjalin inilah selanjutnya nilai-
nilai menghargai satu sama lain dapat terus dibina, sehingga suasana toleransi banyak terlihat
pada pergaulan antara sesama siswa maupun sesama guru dalam kehidupan sehari-hari.
Kepala sekolah dan wakilnya, serta para guru memiliki tekad yang kuat untuk terus menerus
menjaga dan menghidupkan sikap saling menghargai.

Guru-guru pendidikan agama Islam pada sekolah Muang Pattani berasal dari lulusan
timur tengah yang memiliki dasar agama Islam yang kuat, namun sekaligus juga kuat dalam
bertoleransi. Bagi para guru PAI, kewajiban bertoleransi sama wajibnya dengan kewajiban
beribadah yang lain, seperti sholat. Mereka menyadari bahwa dunia membutuhkan
perdamaian demi kelangsungan hidup anak cucu mereka. Orang beribadah bisa nyaman dan
khusuk bila didukung oleh suasana damai, dan kedaiaman bisa terujud bila masysrakat
rukun. Kerununan membutuhkan sikap saling menghargai dan tolong menolong. Dalam
proses pembelajaran PAI guru sering memasukkan nilai-nilai toleransi melalui story telling
tentang kisah-kisah zaman Rasulullah Saw dan Khulafaur Rasyidin, terutama saat para siswa

sudah mulai jenuh dalam belajar.

5. Kesimpulan

Berdasarkan uraian dan analisis hasil penelitian yang dikemukakan pada bab
sebelumnya, diperoleh kesimpulan sebagai berikut:

1. Sekolah Dasar Muang Pattani Thailand adalah sekolah yang telah menerapkan
pendidikan agama berbasis nilai-nilai toleransi melalui berbagai pendekatan, antara lain:
Pendekatan islam rahmatan il a’lamin, Pendekatan Mikro, Pendekatan Mezo, dan

Pendekatan Makro. Secara umum pendekatan pencegahan lebih baik daripada
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penanggulangan. Penangangan yang mendasar adalah berupaya membangun sikap inklusif
dan toleransi serta meluruskan pemahaman keagamaan yang keliru. Pendidikan agama
diharapkan menjadi sarana untuk menanamkan sikap inklusif dan nilai-nilai multikulturalisme
serta pemahaman keagamaan yang benar pada anak.

2. Perilaku toleran dapat ditumbuhkan melalui pendidikan agama berbasis
multikultural. Jack Seymour dan Tabita Kartika Christiani menjelaskan model-model
pendidikan agama yaitu /n the wall, at the wall, dan beyond the wall. Dari ketiganya yang
paling sesuai untuk membangun perilaku toleran mahasiswa adalah pendidikan beyond the
wall, karena pendekatannya tidak sekedar berorientasi untuk berdiskusi dan berdialog
dengan orang yang berbeda visi spiritualitas agamanya, namun juga saling kerjasama diantara
mereka. Sementara Amin Abdullah menggunakan pendekatan filosofis yang diinspirasikan
oleh Immanuel Kant dalam karyanya Perpetual Peace yang dikembangkan melalui
pendekatan fenomenologi agama dalam studi agama-agama. Pendekatan filosofis yang
digunakan ini memetakan dan mendialogkan tiga corak entitas berpikir keagamaan yaitu
Subjektif, Objektif dan Intersubjektif. Dari ketiganya yang paling sesuai untuk membangun
perilaku toleran adalah pendekatan intersubjektif karena mementingkan jalinan rasa simpati
dan empati antar sesama umat manusia dan antar sesama para penganut agama-agama di
dunia melalui komunikasi persuasif, dialogis, partisipatif, dan inklusif. Sekolah Dasar Muang
Pattani Thailand adalah sekolah yang telah menerapkan pendidikan agama berbasis nilai-nilai
toleransi melalui berbagai pendekatan, antara lain: pendekatan mikro (individual),
pendekatan mezo (membangun kultur yang humanis), dan pendekatan makro (menjalin
kerja sama dengan orang tua dan masyarakat). Kultur dibangun melalui: pengkondisian
lingkungan yang bersih, indah, dan tertib, serta pembiasaan perilaku toleran dalam
kehidupan sehari-hari. Sekolah Muang Pattani Thailand sumber nilai berasal dari maklumat
kerajaan, yaitu 3 nilai toleransi: (1) AKhaochai (fahami), (2) Khaotong (masuk atau datangi
sampai ke akar rumput), dan (3) Pattana (membangun). (4) membangun sikap toleransi
dilakukan secara masif melibatkan berbagai elemen sekolah dan masyarakat, Adapun
pendekan yang diguna oleh Guru pendiddikan islam untuk menumbuhkan sifat toleran

kepada siswa adalah pendekan agama yaitu: “metode Islam rahmatan lil a’lamin”
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Abstract

The study explores the integration of religious and local content in role-playing activities
to enhance English speaking skills among universty students in Thailand, focusing on a cohort
from a university in Pattani province. Amidst the challenges posed by the COVID-19 pandemic
and the shift to online leaming, this study identified a unique opportunity to innovate in

language teaching. Thirty students, predominantly those with lower academic performances,

were selected to participate in 10 hours of intensive role-playing sessions. These sessions were
uniquely designed to incorporate elements of Islamic culture and local narratives, aligning with
the students' backgrounds and beliefs. Prior to the intervention, the students' English
conversational abilities were assessed, and a follow-up evaluation was conducted post-
intervention. Additionally, student satisfaction with the role-playing methodology was surveyed.
The analysis involved comparing means, standard deviations, and conducting a sample t-test.
Two significant outcomes were noted: 1) a notable improvement in English speaking abilities
among the students, with statistical significance at the 0.05 level, and 2) an increase in student
engagement and satisfaction with the role-playing approach. These findings suggest that role-
playing, enriched with cultural and religious context, can effectively enhance language skills. The
study promotes a pedagogical shift from traditional grammar-focused methods to more

culturally relevant and engaging approaches in language education.

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Introduction

Despite receiving twelve years of English education in their schooling, Thai students
frequently encounter difficulties in confidently and effectively engaging in spoken English at the
university level. This challenge persists in a world where English proficiency is crucial for
connecting across cultures, economies, and communities in an interconnected, globalized
society. One of the potential causes for this gap is that the English curriculum often does not
align with the students' backgrounds and life experiences. This misalignment can demotivate
them from actively participating in speaking activities and hinder their ability to engage with the
language contextually and meaningfully. Although the Thai Ministry of Education has revised its
English curricula to improve language proficiency, there remains a significant need to tailor the
content to better resonate with the students’ cultural and personal contexts, thereby enhancing

their confidence and ability in real-world communication.

Moreover, as Larsen-Freeman (2003) observes, traditional teaching methods, particularly
in non-native English speaking countries, tend to emphasize structural elements of the language
over communicative competence. EFL instruction in Thailand appears to align with this trend.
The lessons predominantly focus on reading comprehension, translation exercises, and an
exhaustive exploration of grammar and vocabulary (Nunan, 1999). The repercussions of such an
approach are profound. Students, in the absence of adequate speaking practice, grow
increasingly conscious of their speaking abilities. The fear of committing errors, combined with a

lack of practice, leads many to avoid spoken interactions entirely (Lightbown & Spada, 2013).

Addressing this imbalance is not just a curricular necessity but a broader educational
imperative. The solution lies in adopting innovative, student-centered teaching methodologies
that prioritize spoken interaction. Among the many pedasosgical strategies, role-playing stands
out for its efficacy. As Richards & Rodgers (2014) suggest, role-playing immerses students in
realistic linguistic scenarios, prompting them to navigate conversations, make spontaneous
decisions, and actively employ their language skills. Unlike traditional teaching methods, where
students might passively receive information, role-playing propels them to be active participants.
Research, such as the work by Hoofd (2022), lends further weight to this approach, echoing the
sentiments of scholars like Willis & Willis (2007) who emphasize task-based language teaching.
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Given this backdrop, the focal point of this research is clear: to innovate EFL instruction
in Thailand by incorporating role-playing exercises. But the goals are manifold. While the primary
objective remains to bolster spoken fluency, the research also aims to achieve secondary, albeit
equally important, outcomes. It seeks to instill confidence in EFL learners, ensuring they
approach spoken English without trepidation, a notion supported by the ideas of Krashen (1982)
in his affective filter hypothesis. Additionally, by making lessons interactive and reflective of real-
world interactions, it hopes to foster a genuine love and passion for the English language

(Harmer, 2007).

In essence, this research represents a step towards holistic English education supported
by their cultural and religious legacy, where students not only learn the language but also

embrace it, use it, and thrive with it in the global arena.

Theoretical Foundations

The research synthesizes principles from sociocultural, constructivist, and affective filter
theories. It is anchored in Lev Semenovi¢ Vygotskij's sociocultural theory (Vygotskij & John-
Steiner, 1979), highlighting the impact of students' cultural and religious contexts on cognitive
and linguistic development. This is complemented by Piaget’s constructivist leaming theory
(Piaget, 1955), which emphasizes active learning and the importance of aligning learning content
with personal experiences and cultural identities. Further, Stephen Krashen’s Affective Filter
Hypothesis (Krashen, 1982) plays a crucial role in this study. Krashen posits that emotional
factors such as motivation, self-confidence, and anxiety significantly influence language
acquisition, and a supportive, culturally resonant learning environment can lower the affective
filter, facilitating more effective language absorption. By integrating role-play activities that reflect
Islamic and Thai cultural narratives, the study aims to create a conducive educational
environment, enhancing language proficiency and harmoniously blending linguistic skills with the

students' cultural and religious identities.
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Objectives of the Research

Comparative Linguistic Proficiency Evaluation: To measure and compare the English
spoken competencies of the students prior to and following the implementation of role-playing

pedagosical methods aligning with their personal experiences and cultural identities.

Feedback and Experience Assessment: To ascertain the levels of satisfaction among the
students, seeking insights into their personal experiences, perceived benefits, and any potential
areas of improvement after partaking in culturally enriched role-playing exercises designed to

improve their spoken English proficiency.

Research Methodology
1. Sample Group Selection:

The study took place in the first semester of the 2022 academic year, focusing on 30
first-year university students at Fatoni University in Thailand. These students were enrolled in a
compulsory English as a Foreign Language course in their initial year at the university. Selected
through purposive sampling, their participation in the research offered valuable insights into the
unique challenges and learning dynamics of English language acquisition in this specific cultural

and educational context, especially in the aftermath of the pandemic.
.2. Instruments for Data Collection:

2.1 A comprehensive English Speaking Learning Management Plan, integrating role-

playing activities tailored for this demographic.

2.2 An English speaking test, which was administered both prior to and post the

integration of role-playing techniques.

2.3 A detailed student satisfaction questionnaire intended to gauge the students'

perception and experiences post role-playing sessions.
3. Development of Research Tools:

3.1 The preliminary stage involved a meticulous review of pertinent literature,

documents, and previous research to inform the creation of research tools.
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3.2 Subsequently, a test instrument was crafted, integrating role-playing scenarios that
reflect the students' cultural identities and religious environment. This approach aims to
evaluate speaking skills, focusing on fluency, pronunciation, vocabulary usage, and

comprehension, within contexts familiar and relevant to the students.

3.3 This instrument was then presented to three field experts for review and feedback.
Emphasis was placed on ensuring the Index of Item-Objective Congruence (IOC) for accuracy.

Feedback from these experts was integrated to refine the tool further.
3.4 The finalized quality tools underwent a pilot run to ensure their efficacy.
4. Experimental Procedure and Data Collection:

4.1 Initially, the objectives of the pedagogical approach, which integrates students’
personal experiences and cultural identities in role-playing activities to bolster English speaking
skills, were clarified to the student sample group. A total of four distinct learning management

plans were prepared, spanning over a four-week period, with sessions held thrice weekly.

4.2 A pre-test, consisting of an English speaking test based on 8 distinct scenarios (2 per

plan), was administered. Students selected one scenario per plan via a dragging method.

4.3 The teaching and learning process was executed as per the four learning

management plans, emphasizing role-playing activities.
4.4 A post-test, identical to the pre-test, was then conducted.

4.5 Upon completion of the role-playing sessions, students filled out the satisfaction

guestionnaire.

4.6 The collected data were subsequently readied for statistical analysis.
5. Data Analysis:

5.1 Initial data validation was carried out through expert reviews.

5.2 Comparative analysis of students' test scores, before and after the application of
role-playing techniques aligning with students’ personal experiences and cultural identities , was

performed using the T-test dependent.
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5.3 Students' satisfaction data, pertaining to the role-playing sessions and their impact on
English speaking skills, were statistically analyzed to determine mean scores and standard

deviations.

Results

The research results are presented in two main parts. The first section highlights the
progress of EFL students in their speaking skills, comparing their performance before and after
implementing role-playing activities that were enriched with cultural content. The second part
examines the students' perceptions and reactions to these role-playing activities, focusing on
how they resonated with their personal experiences and cultural identities, and the impact this

had on their learning experience after participating in the exercises.
Part 1: Assessment of Learning Achievements

The following table showcases the comparative analysis of the students' performance in

English speaking, pre and post the induction of role-playing activities:

The t-statistic value of 24.39 solidifies the notion that the role-playing activities
significantly bolstered the English speaking abilities of the students, rendering this pedagosical

shift not just beneficial but statistically consequential.
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Part 2: Student Satisfaction Analysis

Post the completion of all role-play driven sessions, the contentment and response of
the students were gauged. A conspicuous high level of satisfaction was noted, as evidenced by

the mean score (X_: 4.28, SD = 0.61).

Table 2, provided below, depicts the specific areas of satisfaction in descending order based on

Table 2 clearly highlights that role-play activities, which were closely aligned with students' daily
life experiences and cultural backgrounds, received the highest satisfaction ratings from the
students. Furthermore, the engaging nature of the content, the clear understanding of language
constructs, and the well-calibrated difficulty level further cemented the students' approval and

appreciation of this teaching methodology.

2.2 Analysis of Student Satisfaction Regarding Role-playing Activities

The following section of the study focuses on how students felt about the integration of
culturally enriched role-playing activities into their curriculum. It assesses their satisfaction levels,
particularly exploring how the inclusion of cultural content in these role-playing exercises

influenced their engagement and learning experience.

As illustrated in Table 3, the students' overall satisfaction with culturally enriched role-
playing activities, when examined, was underscored by the high mean scores. The most
commendable feature was that culturally enriched role-playing exercises mirrored real-life
circumstances (X_z 4.63, SD = 0.48). This realism in the content ensured the students could
discern the applicability of these exercises in their quotidian lives X = 4.53, SD = 0.50).
Moreover, the fact that these activities were perceived to be calibrated to student needs X =

4.47, SD = 0.50) and facilitated an autonomous learning pace (X_: 4.13, SD = 0.67) bolstered

their efficacy in the eyes of the leamners.

In summary, the unanimous high satisfaction scores underscore the potential of role-
playing as a pedagosical tool, especially when considering its alignment with students’
background and real-world scenarios and its effectiveness in catering to individual learmning paces

and needs.

2.3 Analysis of Student Satisfaction Concerning English Proficiency via Role-playing Activities

The following section of the study examines the students' satisfaction levels, particularly
noting the impact of culturally embedded content in the role-playing activities on enhancing

their English proficiency.

Emerging from the findings detailed in Table 4, the data pinpoints a predominantly high
level of student satisfaction concerning their English proficiency—this is especially true post
induction of role-playing in their curriculum. Most notably, students felt that the knowledge
garnered from these sessions had real-world applicability X = 4.63, SD = 0.48). Further
buttressing the importance of these activities, students indicated that they significantly

ameliorated their English speaking prowess (X =453, SD = 0.62).

Beyond this, these role-playing sessions were also found instrumental in nurturing an

environment where students were eager to learn more (X = 4.47, SD = 0.67) and had a

discernibly improved grasp over the English language (X = 4.40, SD = 0.66).

To encapsulate, the data points to a promising intersection between culturally enriched
role-playing activities and improved English proficiency, with students unequivocally
acknowledging the positive influence of such pedagogical strategies in their language learning

trajectory.

2.4 Analysis of Student Satisfaction from the Learner's Perspective via Culturally Enriched Role-
playing Activities

The succeeding segment of the analysis turns its focus on the learers' experiences and
the degree of satisfaction they derived when culturally enriched role-playing activities were
integrated into their curriculum.

Drawing insights from Table 5, students overwhelmingly showcased high levels of
satisfaction in relation to culturally enriched role-playing's influence on the learner's side.
Undoubtedly, culturally enriched role-playing was seen as a robust tool in kindling a renewed
interest in academic pursuits, particularly evident with the mean score of 4.63 and a standard

deviation of 0.48.

In addition to this, there were other multifaceted benefits recognized. These
encompassed a constructive shift in the students' attitude towards English learning X = 4.50, SD
= 0.50), a palpable surge in motivation to immerse themselves in learning (X =4.37,SD = 0.60),
and lastly, culturally enriched role-playing sessions served as catalysts in instilling heightened
confidence levels in students when it came to employing the English language in real-world

settings (X = 4.30, SD = 0.59),

In essence, from the learner's vantage point, culturally enriched role-playing is not
merely an academic exercise but a transformative experience that brings about perceptible

improvements in interest, attitude, motivation, and confidence in English language acquisition.
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2.5 Student Satisfaction concerning Teaching Materials via Culturally Enriched Role-playing
Activities
The subsequent segment of the study ventured into gauging the impact of culturally

enriched role-playing activities on the teaching materials' effectiveness.

Table 6 provides a detailed overview of student satisfaction levels regarding the teaching
and learning materials used in the study. The data reveals a notably positive trend, with an
impressive average satisfaction score of 4.47 and a standard deviation of 0.54. This indicates a

high degree of satisfaction among students with the teaching materials provided.

Upon further examination, the teaching materials demonstrated considerable
effectiveness in several key areas. The materials notably excelled in sparking student interest, as
shown by a mean score of 4.57. Additionally, they were effective in improving speaking skills
(mean = 4.50, SD = 0.50), making lessons more understandable (mean = 4.43, SD = 0.56), and
aligning well with the age group of the students (mean = 4.37, SD = 0.60). This detailed analysis

underscores the materials' role in enhancing various aspects of the learning experience.

Reviewing the overall findings, the study highlights the success of integrating culturally
themed role-playing activities with teaching materials. This approach significantly enhanced
student satisfaction. The conclusive data shows a strong positive response from students to the

culturally relevant role-playing, aimed at improving English speaking skills. The satisfaction level
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was notably high, with an average score of 4.4 and a standard deviation of 0.54, reflecting the

effectiveness of incorporating cultural content into the role-play exercises.

Discussion

The implementation of culturally themed role-playing activities to foster English speaking
skills among 30 EFL students yielded noteworthy results. These students, when assessed post-
intervention, not only showcased heightened test scores in comparison to their pre-test results
but also reported a significant level of satisfaction with the culturally themed role-playing

method. The discussion of these findings is expounded upon below.

1. Advancement in English Speaking Skills:

When standard methods were used to assess English speaking skills, there was a notable
increase in post-test scores compared to pre-test scores. A deeper analysis into specific areas of
language proficiency revealed a hierarchy of improvement: fluency showed the most significant
improvement, followed closely by accuracy, and then the tone of speech. This indicates that
the teaching approach was particularly effective in enhancing these aspects of English speaking

skills.

The marked improvement in post-test scores can be attributed to the immersive and
culturally relevant role-playing activities, strategically designed to mirror an Islamic context.
These activities engaged students in scenarios that seamlessly integrated routine university
situations with aspects of Islamic practices. Examples of such scenarios included participating in a
Halagah or Islamic learning circle, deliberating over Islamic historical events, and conducting
religious dialogues, in addition to standard university life experiences such as requesting
directions on campus, negotiating in simulated market environments, and ordering food in

diverse settings.

This fusion of daily life with religiously significant contexts in English was crucial in
ensuring that the students' educational experiences were closely tied to their Islamic heritage,
thereby enhancing language acquisition and engagement. This approach finds strong support in

the theoretical foundations of sociocultural theory (Vygotskij & John-Steiner, 1979) and Krashen's
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Affective Filter Hypothesis (Krashen, 1982). Viygotskij's theory emphasizes the importance of
cultural context in learning, suggesting that students learn more effectively when the content is
relevant to their cultural background. Krashen's hypothesis underscores the role of emotional
factors in language acquisition, proposing that a lower affective filter, achieved through culturally
responsive and engaging educational environments, facilitates better language learning. By
incorporating role-play that is both culturally and religiously resonant, the study aimed to create
an educational setting that was not only linguistically enriching but also emotionally supportive,

in line with these theoretical perspectives.

The direct implication of this continuous practice was students’ improved fluency in
English. Such findings are congruent with previous research that emphasizes consistent practice,
especially in pronunciation, both at individual and group levels. The emphasis on active
questioning, answering, error correction (spanning across pronunciation, lexicon, and syntax)

serves as a template for linguistic application, a fact corroborated by the study on learners.

In summary, role-playing activities have been recognized for their effectiveness in
enhancing language skills, as they immerse students in scenarios that foster cognitive, affective,
and behavioral learning (Maier, 2002; Rao & Stupans, 2012). These activities encourage empathy,
perspective-taking, and deeper cognitive connections to material, making learning more engaging
and effective (Westrup & Planander, 2013). They have been successfully applied in various fields,
including language leaming, showing increased student engagement and knowledge retention
(Livingstone, 1983). The current study aligns with this body of research, demonstrating the

benefits of role-play in language education, especially when tailored to cultural contexts.

2. Satisfaction with Role-Playing Activities in Learning:
Role-Playing Activities Relevance:

Students particularly resonated with role-playing activities that mirrored real-life
situations and catered to their interests and immediate needs. The practicality of these activities
enabled learners to integrate the knowledge they acquired into their daily interactions. Suchada
(2013) affirmed that engaging in realistic simulations and regularly drawing upon prior

experiences and learned knowledge fosters deeper understanding and facilitates real-world

a
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application. This practical approach subsequently reduces the apprehension associated with

speaking English.
Acquiring Knowledge and Skills:

The high satisfaction level derived from the repetitive practice embedded within role-
playing activities reinforces language proficiency and amplifies the confidence to engage in

English communication.
Use of Instructional Media:

The incorporation of authentic media in role-play, such as appropriate attire and realistic
settings, was pivotal in enhancing student satisfaction. Wipasiri (2021) contends that the

authenticity of these elements galvanizes students' learning enthusiasm.
Learner’s Perspective and Attitude:

The students' positive inclination towards role-playing activities is palpable, and this
might be attributed to the enjoyable and stress-free learning environment they facilitate. Kesuda
(2007) underlined that such activities amalgamate learning with play, eliminating the trepidation

of English commmunication and catalyzing language acquisition.
Pertinence of Content:

The high level of satisfaction with the content stems from the relatability of the role-
playing scenarios to students' daily experiences. The simplicity and familiarity of the content
encourage students to contextualize their knowledge, focusing on meaning extraction and
practical application. This tangible approach aids in the comprehension of narratives and the

proficient utilization of linguistic elements.

The research conclusively shows that culturally themed role-playing significantly
improves English speaking skills in EFL students. The results after the intervention surpassed
those of the initial assessments. Analysis of student satisfaction across five areas showed
uniformly high levels, supporting the hypothesis that role-playing, tailored to reflect engaging,

age-appropriate daily life scenarios, greatly enhances language learning. These practical activities
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not only aid in quicker comprehension but also effectively boost English speaking ability. This

immersive approach increases students' confidence and renews their enthusiasm for learning.

Suggestions
Further Exploration of Culturally Themed Role-Playing Activities in Educational Contexts:

Given the pronounced impact of culturally themed role-playing activities in refining
English speaking competencies as observed in the present research, there is a compelling case
for broadening our exploratory lens to discern its potential in myriad educational dimensions.

Expanding the Skill Spectrum:

Communication Dynamics: Culturally themed role-playing's dialogic nature makes it ideal
for enhancing comprehensive communication skills, including non-verbal cues, body

language, and communication etiquette.

Cultivating Active Listening: Inherent in culturally themed role-playing, active listening is a
skill that can be developed through these interactive dialogues. This aspect is crucial for

effective communication.

Reading Comprehension and culturally themed role-Playing: Integrating role-playing

scripted narratives may improve reading comprehension and fluency, exploring how
active participation influences reading skills.

Writing Through Role-Playing: Encouraging students to create their culturally themed
role-playing scenarios can enhance writing skills, focusing on creativity, narrative

structure, and linguistic coherence.

Enhancing Realism in Educational Strategies:

Contextual Relevance: The study underscores the importance of realism in educational
settings. Exploring the effect of different levels of realism in role-play scenarios on

learning effectiveness is a valuable area for further research.
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Learning Environment: The classroom environment plays a crucial role in role-play
activities. Research could focus on identifying the most effective classroom settings for

culturally themed role-play and their impact on learning outcomes.

The target group included 29 Prathomsuksa
4 students at Demonstration School of Yala Rajabhat University in the first semester of
academic year 2022. The instruments used in this study were 1) 5 electronic English
storybooks in local contexts 2) pre- and post-tests on English reading skills and

Documenting the evidence of the Al-khalil Dictionary

Abstract

This research aims to introduce the Al-Khalil Dictionary and its author, conduct a lexical study of
its documentary evidence in terms of its concept, importance and types in Arabic dictionaries, and a
statistical study of the evidence that was mentioned in the Al-Khalil Dictionary of its various types. This is
to know the quality and quantity of evidence included in the dictionary. This research follows descriptive
analytical and statistical methods. The limits of the research were limited to studying and counting the
documentary evidence contained in the Al-Khalil dictionary. The researcher reached several results, the
most important of which is: Various linguistic evidence, including the Qur’an, Hadith, poetry and prose,
was documented in the Al-Khalil Dictionary. The total number of Quranic evidences mentioned in the
dictionary reached 1030 evidences. The most documented chapter in the Qur’an is the chapter on (Al-
Shain), with the total number of Qur’anic evidencesreaching 88 witnesses, followed by the chapter on (Al-
Sad) with 87 witnesses, then the chapter on (Al-Ayn) with 78 witnesses. As for the least documented
chapter in the Holy Qur’an, it is the chapter on (Al-Ya’) and (Al-Da’). Only one Qur’anic witness is
mentioned in each of them. As for the hadith evidence contained in the dictionary, their number reached
153 hadiths. The most documented chapter in the hadith is the chapter on Kha; Nearly 22 hadiths have
been documented in it, followed by Bab al-Ayn; The total number of hadith evidence reached 21
hadiths. As for the poetic evidence mentioned in the dictionary, their number reached 9, and the most
documented chapter in poetry is the “Shin” chapter. The total number of poetic evidences in it reached
3, followed by Bab al-Sad; Where he reached two poetic witnesses, then followed by the chapters of the
ba, the za, the dha, and the waw. The number of evidences in each of them was one. Other than these
chapters, no introduction to Arabic poetry has been documented. As for the chapters that have been

documented with prose evidence, the chapter on the ba, the za’i, the syen, the shin, the sad, the dhaad,
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the ain, the fa, the kaf, the meem, the waw, and the ha; It was documented by approximately 45
evidences. The most documented chapter on the scattered is the chapter on the eye. His prose evidence
reached 10 witnesses. It is followed by Chapter Al-Sin, which has 8 evidences, then Chapter Al-Ba, which
has a total of 7 evidences. As for the chapter on the hamza, ta, tha, ji, ha, kha, dal, dha, ra, ta, tha, ghayn,

gaf, lam, nun, and yaa; No mention of prose words has been documented.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were aimed to 1) study the conflict management of
school administrators under Phatthalung Primary Educational Service Area Office 2,
2) compare the conflict management of school administrators under the Phatthalung
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2; according to the opinions of teachers classified by
gender, educational level, work experience, and school size, and 3) study the
recommendations for the conflict management of school administrators under Phatthalung
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2.Sample groups were 278 teachers under
Phatthalung Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, using stratified sampling by the
school size. The tool used was a 5-level Rating scale questionnaire with a reliability value of
whole copy as 0.96. The statistics used in the data analysis were frequency, percentage,
standard deviation, t-test, and analysis of variance. The results of the research were found
that:

1. Conflict management of school administrators under Phatthalung Primary
Educational Service Service Area Office 2, in overall and each aspect, were at a high level.

2. Comparison of conflict management of school administrators under Phatthalung
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2; the opinions of teachers with different gender and
school size, were significantly different at the .05 level in overall aspect. The opinions of

teachers with different working experiences, in overall aspect, were significantly different at
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the .001 level. The opinions of teachers with different educational level, in overall aspect,
were not different.

3. Recommendations for conflict management of school administrators under
Phatthalung Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, were including school administrators
should clearly define operational guidelines, listen to different opinions from everyone,
judge problems on a reasonable and correct basis, emphasize on mediation, negotiate
problems that be arisen, avoid situations which the conflicting person’s emotional state is
unacceptable, and should allow all participants to involve in playing a role in resolving the
conflicts as appropriate, in order to find the best possible conclusion on the basis of fair and

right.

This research was study about achievement of using skills exercises brain based
learning on spelling writing skill Irregularly-spelled Thai words of students in fourth grade
Phatthalung Primary Educational Service Area Office 1. The objectives of this research were
1) to compare achievement of using skills exercises brain based learning on spelling writig
skill Irregularly-spelled Thai words of students in fourth grade before and after study, 2) to
study satisfaction of students in fourth grade toward using skills exercises brain based
learning. The sample group was 34 students in fourth grade semester in 2022 of
Banprangmoo  (Sriwitsuksa) school and Watkogchagie school. This research is a
quasi-experimental research. The research instrument are 1) lesson plan. 2) skills exercises.
3) The test of using skills exercises and 4)the satisfaction survey. The statistic used to
analyze the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test. The result showed
1) The achievement of using skills exercises on spelling writing skill Irregularly-spelled Thai
words after studied was significantly higher than before at the .001 level. 2) The students
satisfaction toward using skills exercises on spelling writing skill Irregularly-spelled Thai words

of students in fourth grade for overall and each level are at high level.
