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Abstract

The purpose of this article was to develop a conceptual framework of bridging school
transition from kindergarten to elementary. The study started with a literature review, grouping and
ordering data related to school readiness, principles and approaches in building school transition.
The result of this study was a conceptual framework based on the synthesis of bridging school
transition from kindergarten to elementary: school readiness from National Education Goals Panel
(1998) and The Early Years Foundation Stage (2014); the guideline of effective transition to school
program from Dockett and Perry (2001); and principles for smooth and successful transition to
school from Yeboah (2002). There were three aspects as follows: (1) plan of building school
transition procedure consisting of supportive guidelines and roles, monitoring and evaluation; (2)
collaboration involving the stakeholders consisting of p o sitiv e relationship networking and
communication; and (3) facilitation of school readiness and management of learning atmosphere
toward social adjustment consisting of child learning and development and the adjustment of
learning atmosphere. This conceptual framework may be used for teachers to bridge school
