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Abstract

The object of this quantitative research was to study the current and desirable states of
academic management based on the convention on the rights of the child in schools under the
Secondary Educational Service Area Office 1. The population included 67 schools under the secondary
educational service area office 1. The sample included 58 schools under the secondary educational
service area office 1 and the respondents consisted of administrators and teachers. The data was
gathered using a questionnaire and was analyzed by percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results were as follows: In general, the current state of academic management based on
the convention on the rights of the child in schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office
1 was performed at a high level. While considering each aspect, the highest average was attitudes on
child rights and the lowest average was curriculum. The desirable state of academic management based
on the convention on the rights of the child in schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 1 was at the highest level. While considering each aspect, attitudes on child rights had the highest

average and the lowest average was curriculum.
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
