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Abstract

This research aimed to study teacher roles in building the transition for children entering first grade.
The sample comprised 337 first grade teachers in 4 affiliations in Bangkok comprising the Office of Basic
Education Commission, Office of the Private Education Commission, Department of Education and Office
of the Higher Education Commission. Questionnaires and interviews data were analyzed by using frequency
and percentage. The results were as follows:

1) Supporting development and leaming in the creation of a positive attitude toward school.
Teachers organize activities for the children to become familiar with teachers and schools. Also, modifying
lesson plans to meet with the children in the school year by 49.3 percent. Furthermore, for promotion
adaptation, teachers encourage the development of self-reliance such as the cleanliness of the body 93.5
percent higher than others and use storytelling for children's development over other methods,

2) Collaboration of teachers found that the information exchange, teachers share information about
exercises and sheets (23.5 percent) and children development, and learning (37.1 percent). Concerning
the plan for work, the teachers working group meeting by 26.2 percent development program scheduled
by the mutual evaluation of children by 16.2 percent and evaluation by taking into account the
development and progression of children by 11 percent.

3) Promoting participation with parents, building a good relationship. Communication with parents via
telephone (72.7 percent). Teachers represent news and information about child readiness to the parents
(75.3 percent). In creating a partnership, teachers create awareness about development (65 percent) and
provide opportunities for parents to be involved with their children's learning, such as teaching the children
(68 percent).
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
