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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the types of preschool teacher’s homework assignments
on five year-old children in schools under the office of the Bangkok primary educational service area in 2
types: preparation and extension homework and lesson review. The population comprised 79 preschool
teachers. The research tools were a questionnaire and checklist form. Data were analyzed by using frequency,
arithmetic mean, and standard deviation.

The research results found that the overall picture of types of preschool teacher’s homework
assignment was at the level of high performance (U = 3.70). Each type was described as follows: 1) The
type of preparation and extension homework was at the level of high performance (4 = 3.78). Language and
literacy were at the level of high performance (U = 4.28); mathematical knowledge was at the level of
moderate performance (U = 3.20). 2) The type of lesson review was at the level of high performance (U =
3.63). Creating art work was at the level of high performance (U = 4.26); adding new knowledge was at the

level of moderate performance (U = 2.54).
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
