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Abstract

This study was documentary research with the purpose of developing three conceptual
frameworks of 1) creative thinking, 2) enhancing creative thinking, and 3) academic management based
on the concept of enhancing creative thinking. The documentary synthesis method was used in this
study. The research instrument included data recording. Data were analyzed by content analysis and
frequency analysis from 16 relevant documents.

The research revealed that: 1) The conceptual framework of creative thinking consisted of four
elements: 1.1 fluency, 1.2 flexibility, 1.3 originality, and 1.4 elaboration; 2) The conceptual framework of
enhancing creative thinking consists of three approaches: 2.1 using creative teaching techniques,
2.2 learning by doing, and 2.3 brainstorming; and 3) The conceptual framework of academic
management based on the concept of enhancing creative thinking consisted of: 3.1 curriculum

development, 3.2 teaching and learning, and 3.3 measurement and evaluation
