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Abstract

This research aims to study on the needs of English oral communication for automotive
profession in vocational certificate level. The sample group of this research was consisted of 120
automotive students, 10 automotive technicians, and 5 instructors. Tools used for collecting data were
interview form and questionnaire on the needs of English oral communication skills for automotive
profession divided into 2 parts: Part 1 — the needs on components of English oral communication; and
Part 2 — the needs on instructional management of English oral commmunication for automotive profession.

The findings of Part 1 revealed that automotive students, automotive technicians, and instructors
had the highest need on components of English communication, i.e., dimension on the use of English
language based on functions and situations. It was found that they had the highest need on English oral
communication regarding greeting, farewell, apology, and information inquiry followed by demonstration
speech, explanation on instruction of tools and devices, whereas the lowest level was narration,
explanation on work procedures and components of automobiles, inquiry on opinions, and expression of
opinions. Component of English conversation with the second level of need was language dimension and
grammar. It was found that there were the needs on clear and correct pronunciation, the use of technical
terms and correct speaking based on sentence structure. The component of English commmunication that
was ranked as the third level of need was dimension on language strategies. It was found that there were
the needs on correction of misunderstanding and weaknesses in order to gain the closet understanding
between speakers and listeners. The component of English conversation with the lowest need level was
dimension on language culture. It was found that there was the highest need level on the correct use of
language for each culture. The findings of Part 2 revealed that automotive students, automotive
technicians, and instructors had the needs on instructional management of English communication for
automotive profession. As a result, technological media e.g., videos, online media, multimedia, authentic
material, and texts should be applied to instructional management. Moreover, there should be some

instructional methods with practical practice including situation speaking, role playing, and narration.
