Abstract

The purpose of the research was to study parents’ roles in promoting fine motor skills of
preschoolers in 3 respects: organizing activities, setting the environment, reinforcement. The population
was 153 parents of preschoolers aged 3-5 years old, studying in Sao-Hai school. The research instrument
was a questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using frequency distribution, percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The results of this research found that the parents’ roles in promoting fine motor skills were
performed at a high level. When considering these aspects, it was found that: 1) reinforcement at the
highest level was to give a smile or applause when children do things on their own, the lowest was to
reward a toy when children helped the housework or easy cooking. 2) setting the environment at the
highest level was to set the working area with sufficient light, the lowest was to supply tools for doing
easy handicraft work at home. 3) organizing activities at the highest level was to let children eat by
hands, the lowest was to let the children help to set the dinner table, respectively.
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
