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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) explore an innovative teacher identity 2) develop an
instrument to measure innovative teacher identity and 3) analyze needs of developing innovative
teacher identity of student teachers. The sample consisted of 348 student teachers from Faculty of

Education in the Public Universities in Bangkok. Data were collected through innovative teacher
identity for the 21" century format questionnaire. Descriptive analysis and Weight Needs Index (WNIc)
were used for the data analysis.

The research findings were as follow

1) Innovative teacher identity combines two necessary skills in the 21" century, ability to use
ICT for creating learning innovation and creation and innovation for learning management.

2) The content validity was between 0.60 — 1.00. All model fit statistics fell within acceptable
range. The reliability as the overall and each subscale were relatively high. The overall scale was
0.932. The scale could discriminate to high and low group as well.

3) Student teachers at Ramkamhang University need developing innovative teacher identity
