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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study parent’ roles in promoting creativity for preschoolers
in Sairoong kindergarten in three aspects: arranging the creative environment, interact with children and
encouraging creative play. The research sample consisted of 108 parents of level 1-3 preschooler, who
study at Sairoong Kindergarten. The research tool was a questionnaire. The data was analyzed using
percentage, means and standard deviation.

The research findings found that parent’ roles in promoting creativity of preschoolers in all 3
aspects performed in a high level ( X = 3.91). Regarding each aspect, it was found that arranging the
creative environment performed at medium level ( X = 3.41 ) interact with children and encouraging

creative play performed in high level (X = 4.16)
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
