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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study of teacher’s role in promoting self-discipline to
preschoolers in two aspects of learning promotion and environmental arrangement. The population was 43
teachers responsible for preschool level. The research instrument was a questionnaire form. Data were
analyzed by frequencies, standard deviation, and percentages.

The results showed that, in the overall picture, the teacher's role in promoting self-discipline to
preschoolers was at high level (4.11<X < 4.48). The highest average was to give the preschoolers an
opportunity to share ideas while doing activity, to building a closer relationship outside learning period, and
to set up and follow the rule together (X = 4.48). The lowest average was to arrange time for repairing
classroom toys (X = 4.11). If considering the details, it found that: 1. Learning Promotion: The average of
most items was at highest level (4.60< X < 4.90). The highest average was to give the preschoolers an
opportunity to make their own decision (X = 4.90). The lowest average was to design a hands-on activities
to meet their individual differences (X = 4.60). 2. Environmental Arrangement: The average of most items
was at high level (4.11< X < 4.48). The highest average was to set up and follow the rule together (X = 4.48).

The lowest average was to arrange time for repairing classroom toys (X = 4.11).
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
