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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study of opinions of parents and early childhood teachers
concerning teacher’s roles in early childhood education. The study covered the child rearing, the
enhancing the child learning and development, and the cooperation with parents. The samples were
396 people including; parents and early childhood teachers in school under the Office of the Basic
Education Commission. Research instruments were questionnaire forms and interviewing forms. Data was
analyzed using frequency, percentage, standard deviation and content analysis.

The research findings were as follows; 1) In child rearing: the parents’ and the early childhood
teachers’ opinion on teaching and behavior of male teachers being rated in the highly agreed level and
the opinion on the female teachers being rated in the highest level. 2) In enhancing the child learning
and development: The parents’ and the early childhood teachers’ opinion on teaching and behavior of
male teachers and female teachers being rated in the highly agreed level. 3) In co-operation with
parents: The parents’ and the early childhood teachers’ opinion on teaching and behavior of male
teachers and female teachers being rated in the highly agreed level.
