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Abstract

This research had 2 main objectives: 1) to study satisfaction toward the instructional supervision
process of Amnuaysilpa school teachers; 2) to study the comparison of the satisfactions of Amnuaysilpa
school teachers in foundation, primary and secondary levels toward the instructional supervision
process. The population in this study comprised the 66 Amnuaysilpa school teachers in foundation,
primary and secondary levels. This research used a questionnaire. Analysis of data used a software
package. The statistical procedure used for analyzing data was frequency percentage, mean, standard
deviation: F-test and one way analysis of variance (one-way ANOVA).
The results of research found that: 1. An overview of satisfaction toward the instructional supervision
process of Amnuaysilpa school teachers was around the middle level. Each aspect of the satisfaction
toward the instructional supervision process of Amnuaysilpa school was around the middle level. 2.
Satisfaction toward the instructional supervision process of Amnuaysilpa school teachers in foundation,
primary and secondary levels differs in statistical significance by 0.05. Teachers in the foundation level
have the highest satisfaction at around the middle level, teachers in the primary level have the lowest
satisfaction at around the low level. Teachers in the secondary level have satisfaction at around the
middle level.
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
